The Largest Ferry-Boa-t in the World.

A San Francisco exchange gives the
following interesting description of a
new and powerful railroad ferrr-boa- t
which is nearly completed at the Oak-lan- d

docks. She is named the Solano,
and will soon be ready for launching.
She is longer tnan the City of Pekin
and wider than any vessel afloat, ae
will be seen by the following dimen-
sions: Length, 424 feet; height of
sides in center, 18 feet 5 inches; width
over guards, 110 feet. The Solano will
have two vertical-bea- engines of
sixty-iuc- h bars and eleven inch-strok-

built by Hurlar & Hoilingworth, Phi-
ladelphia. The wheels are thirty feet
in diameter, with buckets having
tacc of seventeen leet. Eight steel
boilers, each twenty-eigh- t feet in
length, will be provided, and will be
made in pairs, with a smokestack lo
each pair. Four Pratt trusses give a
longitudinal stiffness and connect the
deck and bottom of the boat in true
bridge style. She is a double ender, and
has four rudder at each end, worked by
a hydraulic steering apparatus operat-
ed by an independent steam oumn.
By this improved method of steering!
sue can be hanuieu tiy one man, when
ordinarily three would be required.
The engines work independently, each
moving one wheel, which will revolve
independently of the other. The boil-
ers arc placed upon the deck to pre- -

vent the escaping steam from rotting
thcAGod. The hold is divided into
eleven water-tigh- t compartment",
which render her less liable to sink,
and also strengthen her. Four tracks
will be placed up6n her decks which
will accommodate forty-cish- t freight
cars or t'venty-fou- r passenner coaches.

tice, it is your duly to report their
names lo the uistnct attorney.
