Brigham Young was born in the State of

Vermont in lSOCand in early manhood was
a Methodist preacher.

Coming West to the State of Xew York
about the time of the reputed finding of the
plate containing the Hook of Mormon, by
Joe Smith, in 1S27, Young became a convert
to the truth of Smith's pretention, and at-

tached himself to hi; fortunes.
At Kirtland. Ohio, in 1S;10. the Mormon

Church first took the form of an organized
society, and Brigham took n leading part. as
also at Far West. Mo., in 1831-- 2 and Nauvoo,
Illinois, in 1S40.

In 1844 Joseph Smith and his brother,
Hiram, while in prison at Warsaw. 111. on a
charge of treason, were shot and killed by an
infuriated mob and Brigham Young was
chosen Seer.

In lS4o, the Mormans being harrassed by
their neighbois, after having suffered much
persecution, and being driven from place to
place since 1S33, took" their departure from
Sautoo under the leadership of Young.

Great Salt Lake was chosen ''for an ever-

lasting abode." They took possession of the
promised land on the 24th of July, 1S47.

In 1S50 the Territory of Utah was organ-

ized, and Brigham Young oppoiattd firat

Governor.
From the death of Smith, in 1844. to

the present time, Brigham Young's word
has been law among the Saint, and under
his teachings and prophitic direction they

have built up Zion and litterally caused

"the wilderness to blrsHni as a rose."

Under the same direction they have put
5n practice the abominable doctrine of
polvamv, which is really the plague spot

of their history, though it has been pretty
clearly shown in the Lee and other trial
that Brigham was not only cognizant oi
many crimes, but actually ordered the com-miiwio- n

of some very heinous ones. I n some
respects he was a most remarkable man;
lacking in education, he yet possessed a

fund oV biblical infoimation that few men

have acquired ; his executive ability was of a
