KOVKMUKIt TKKM, 1877.
The Granil Jury beg leave to submit the

following report:
"We have had six cases under examina-

tion, have found true bills in three cases and
ignored three.

"Vc have also hud under consideration and
examination the finances of the county.
Wo regret to be compelled to report the fi-

nances of the county iu an unfavorable con-
dition and submit as follows:

The resources of the County are as fol-

lows: The total amount of taxation for
1S77 is $"j),6GS.S0; of this amount it is
hardly possible that more than S4.,000 can
be collected. The prevailing drouth and
the hitherto total lack of Government ap-
propriation, making it impossible for many
of our citizens to bear the burden of heavy
taxation. Of this amount, or 46
per cent, applies to the County, or the sum
of .$lS,7G.-- to the General Fund", and $2,034
to the Contingent Fund, making a total
revenue to the County, of $20,840 over ami
above amount received front licences.

From the above it will be readily seen
that the entire resources of the County will
little more than cover the interest on our
actual and immediately prospective indebt-
edness, and that such indebtedness imposed
upon the tax-paye- rs of our Courty is wan-
tonly extravagant and entirely dispropor-tioue- d

to the limited resources of the
County.

Wo further find on examination into the
general County affairs and into the princi-
pal items which make up our great indebt-
edness, such as the care of the Indigent
Siek, the Prescott and Brndshaw Bond, and
the Courthouse, and would .respectfully re
port that witlt regnnl to the Indigent bick,
tltat, while we acknowledge the incumben-
cy of our duties toward this unfortunate
class in our iiiiiNt, that our financial condi-
tion imperatively demands that the most
rigid economy should be practiced in their
maintenance, and that none limili be ad-
mitted except such as arc absolutely sick
and in great destitution, and in a suffering
condition. We regiet to say that great ex-

travagance is practiced with regard to this
ilas; that in 27 days the sum of ?('." was
paid for board and lodging alone, or at the
rate of $8,052 per year: that the enormous
sum of about $10,000 per year is added to
our indebtedness by this charity: that the
bills for the board and lodging are unu-uall- y

and unwarrantably large; that $24.50
per Week, the amount now paid, is far in
advance of the prices in our midst, even at
the present prices our County Warrants sell
at; that the Contractor has under his care,
at a great expense to the County, persons
that ""from the nature of ilicir diseases had
no claims whatever on the charity of the
people of this County, already overburden-
ed with heavy taxation, and that the Board
of Supervisors are, in the opinion of this
Grand .lury, guilty of a criminal neglect in
the manner the settlements between the
Contractor and the Board have been matte,
liy paying the enormous bills to the Con-
tractor, certified to by himself and without
any check a.to the correctness of the bills;
and we, the Grand Jury, most respectfully
rocommend to this Court, that the Board of
Supervisors be by it instructed to appoint
one or more persons to constitute a Hoard
of Examiners to examine all persons claim-
ing the benefits of this County as Indigent
Sick, and admit otity such as are entitled to
it, and to certify to all Iti Its presented by
the Contractor.

COXSTltt'CTlON OK 1IHADSH.UV KOAD.
On cxanrnation into the affairs connected

with theconstruction of the Brndshaw Boad,
th' Grand Jury find that, while the plans
and specifications, which are a part of the
contract between the Board of Supervisors,

and .Tnmos Patterson, the Contractor for the
construction of said rend, are for a good
and substantial road for the hoariest cla
of team, and for a roml-be- d ll5 fret wide,
yot, bv interlineation, such plans and fieci- -

ttcatious and provisions are rendered nearly
nogatory, said intorhniohons being Tor
road-be- d only !2 feet wide, said latter
width being entirely inadequate, and worth-los- s

for the purposo for which said road
was contemplated: that said contract, with
reference to the payments therein provided
for. was recklessly provided for iu its pro-
visions, in that it provides certainly for

of $5,000, and posibly for $15,-0- 0,

before any work shall 1k done on aaid
road; that the Board of Supervisors have
issued the ?um of $5,000 over and above the
amount, by themselves contracted for, be-

fore the final completion or acceptance of
said road, in direct violation of tlieir con-
tract; and that the Beard of Supervisor, in
contracting for the building of the alove
mentioned road, have, in' our opinion, lecn
guilty of a violation of law, and in entering
into said contract with the said Patterson
have exceeded their authority; that said
contract is believed to ta illegal and void,
and that the bonds therefor issued by said
Board of Supervisors upon said contract
were issued without authority, and that the
same is unauthorized. The contract is con-
trary to the published proposals for bids for
the building of said road, and that said
road, as built, is not built according to the
plans and specifications.

CONSTItrcTION OF COURT ItOUSK.
The Grand Jury, after examining tho act

of tho legislature governing the erection of
the Court House, as well as the plans, speci-
fications and contract, are, upon examination
of the work as far a it has progressed, found
several changes in the construction of tho
plans thereof, which may prove detrimental
to the suhstantiabllity of tho structure; that
tholtoatd of Supervisors, outside of tho con-
tract, made an additional allowance of $2,700
to tho contractors, bv virtue of a substitution
of sandstone for bine granite quarried rock,
as per contract plans and specifications, and
without consulting tho architect, as provided
for In tho contract, and that, in the opinion
of tho Grand Jury, the sandstone will not
provoasdurablofortho purposes intended,
and that instead of tho change benefitting
tho jK?oplo of this county. It will prove an
injury, that tho Board of Supervisors had no
lawful right to allow said change to bo made,
and that if they had a right instead of the
Board of Sujwrvisor allowing the contract-
or an additional sum of $2,700. a reasonable
deduction should have been made bv tho
contractors to the county.

Wo further find no necessity for an over-
seer of the work, at an expense of 10 per
day, especially when tho progress of the
work is as slow as it l.s, mid iti this regard
would respectfully recommend that tho
Board of Supervisors dismiss, tho uvcrseer
and retain somo compoJeut person, or the
architect, at a salary not to exceed $100 )ermonth. believing that tho examination of tho
worn uyttie overseer once or twice wecklv
would sufileo all purposes.
And in conclusion as to tho matters to which

we have herein called tho attention of the
fTourt, wo nvist respectfully suggest and ask
that such legal proceedings as may be neces-
sary be taken upon behalf of tho vonntv, or
in behalf of a taxpayer thereof, to test tho
validity of all proceedings upon tho part of
the Board of Supervisors.
