Gosper has
received tho report of the Prison Commis-
sioners for tlie year 1877, together with ac-

companying documents. The total expense
of the prison for 1877, they report at $11,-700,0- 5..

Average cost of prisoner per day,
$2,59. The cost of maintainance. includ-
ing bedding, clothing, food, lights, fuel, etc.
etc., has been only 91 cents per day to each
prisoner, while the cost oi official salary,
including guards, has been $7,587,44, or
$1,033 to tho prisoner, or nearly twice as
much for officers of the prison as for all
other expenses.

Nine prisoners have been received during
the year, and four discharged, leaving fif-
teen now in tlie prison. Tlie total number
of days for all prisoners during the year is
4,500, or an average of about 12 prisoners
for the year. They have credited to the
Prison Labor Fund on account of labor
done by prisoners excavating, etc., for
prison 358,87. Of this amount $25,25 is
credited to each prisoner, pro rata, to pur-
chase such things as are not furnished them.
$180,45 has been expended on the prison.

THE ritEHISTOKIC HACKS.

Hubert Bancroft, in his great work, "The
Native Races" devotes a chapter to the ruins
of Arizona and New Mexico, from which the
following scraps history, and tho Author's ikescott, Arizona.
theories regard the races
that once luhabited this country are
cleaned:

'ihese remains were iirst discovered by tho
Spaniards in the middle of tlie 16th century.
Cabcza do Vnca wandered to New Mexico
in 1535. P. Jlanode Niza penetrated into
Arizona from Sinaloa in 1539. Vsisvue de
Corondo reached tho Pueblo towns on tlie
Rio Grande in 1540. Antonio do Esncio
followed tho valley thereof to tho same points
in 1583, and in 1505 Juan dc Onatc conquer-
ed New Mexico. All these explorers visited
the great ruins, and found some the towns
still inhabited. But tho most complete in-

vestigations have been incidental to expedi-
tions made under the authority of the United
States, in surveying boundary lines, and in
other topographical explorations. The ex-
tensions of the Ogdeu and Southern Cali--
lorma ltailroad and its groat conncctmc
line, the Southern Pacific Railroad, through
Arizona will begin at once to arouse tho at.
tcntion of scholars and archcoiogists, and
those ruias will become an object of piL--
gnmRgc. Mr. Uancrott groups these arch-cologic- al
