SONS OF RUSSIA.

INTERESTING XNOTES OF THE HARITS AXD
CUSTOMS OF THE MENRONITES SETTLED
IN THE ARKANSAS VALLEY, SOCTHWEST:
ERN KANBAsSS

Halstead, while possibly of itself not
deemed worthy of more than a passio
glance at its peatuess and general air u?
comfort, is, from its associations, one of the
mest intercsting pomnts on the road. It is
the commercial center of the Mennonites,
those peculiar people transplanted from the
steppes of ' the rich Valley of the
Arkansas, and who, in bringiog with them
habits and castoms of a hundred years ago
form one of the most interesting and sug-
gestive features in the rapid development
of the New West. They are a distinctly
religious people, and make their settle-
ments in colonies, with mutual in-
terest and a common church for bonds
of fellowship. There are now about
8,000 of them in this section, and more
coming every year. They own something
more than 200,000 acres of land on the line
of the Santa Fe, all purchsed of the rail-
road, and mainly for cash. Each colony
has a village counsisting of one long strect,
with houses a few s apart, all ilt in
the same style, and the farms of the colon-
ists lie contaguous to these villages. The
church, which is also a school-house, stanas
at cne end of the single-streeted town, and
around it cluster all the moral and social
interests of the colony, It is a plain struct-
ure, always, and the minister, like all his
parishioners, is a farmer, who with his own
hands supports himself and family, and
preaches only because “called of God" so to
do. The religion he expounds is similar in
many respects to that eof the Lutherans—its
patron saint, Menno Simonus, having been
contemporary with Luther in Germany. It
op infant baptism, the bearing of arms
and the taking of oaths, and inculcates
practical moral laws and duties rather than
abstract theological speculations. It is not
a cheerful religion, by any means bat it
seems wonderfully adapted to its stolid
professors, and it certainly makes honest
men and good citizens of them.

The Mennonites tuke no part or interest in
politics, and rarely fellowship with other
religious denominations; indeed, they have
as little as possible to do with “the worid's
people” in any way, though if you visit them
you will find them remarkably hospitable,
polite and communicative. Their homes are
plain and neat, without carpets or stoves,
and with very little furniture. The houses
are heated by huge brick ovens in theceater,
where most of the cooking is also done. |
Their food is of the most frugal kind, and
principally vegetable. Their favorite fruit
is the watermelon, which they raisein abun-
dance, and eat without stint. As farmers,
the Mennonites are models of thritt and in-
dustry. Their fields are cultivated with scru-
pulous thoroughness, and their yields of
grain are enormous. They raise corn and
wheat mainlv, though they do something
also in smaller crops, and they are preparin
to go into silk culture—an industry towhicg
they say the soil and climate of Kansas are
peculiarly adapted. They have good live
stock, as a general thing, though they do
not devote special attention as yet to that
branch of husbandry.

The women are plainly-clad, Food-tam-
pered setof beings, “a little lower" than the
men inintelligence, but equally industrious
and pratical. In fact, personal indus-
try 1s the Meononite crown. A drone
or shirk cannot live long among these toil-
ing and economical people. Their very re-
ligion has labor for its corner-stone and
chiel glory, and *a good crop”is the out-
ward and visible sign of moral and spiritual
grace—or, at least withiout that sign, unless
the season has bsen notably unfavorable,
the possession of grace is seriously doubted.

MOHBAVE CORRESFONDENCE.

MixeraL Parx, April 30, 1878,
Eviror Mixex:—In Mohave County the

mining prospects are most cheering. Itis
said that “the proof of a padding isthe eat-
ing of it;” so the proof of our mining enter-
prises is the shipment of bullion which

through its rrupu- channel to San
cisco. It will be by some accideat,
like breaking of machinery, etc, that will
prevent the mills of Mohave County from
shipping from $200,000 to $300,000 worth
of bullion #éach moath; and th s large shi
ment willbe increased as soon as more mills
are built. 1t now looks as though Mobave
would remain the banner couanty in the
production of bullion.

The people of Mohave county feel sore
over the way they are tnato;'i: regard to
mail matters. hope a change
will be made after July 1st, put this hope
must die away when they take into comside-
ration the low price the contractors get for
carrying mails.

Again, the County and all the inhabi-
tants of the Upper mv‘l:&;po-
cially those who have freight i at
Mojave, Hardyville, sod Eldorado Canyon,
have cause to complain of the way they are
“steamboated.” The steamer that should
have landed freight in the month of March
at Hardyville, laaded it at Aubrey, and
waited until freight enough had accumula-
ted for two steamer loads, then piled all in
at once. This way of doing business will
not suit, and causes general dissatisfuction.
Large quantities of perishable were
spoiled and wasted. Freight, of course,
was paid in sdvance. Then there were
extra charges put on for landing goods ana
storing them at Aubrey. Oune y Messrs.
Ridenour & Crogier had paid to Hardyville,
but had to pay extra ht and

from Aubrey to Hardyville. There isno
way to reach this Railroad monopoly,
they are inde ent.

Merchants of Mineral Park and Hackbery
have arranged to get flour from Phenix, and
will soon make arrangements to E:l in
for feed from there also. Teams n{:len
put on from San Bernardino across the des-
ert, so that in spite of this monopoly the
mines of Mohave county will be worked,
brut not to the same advantage as they would
if proper and regular means of transporta-
tion were afforded them.
