composed of gentlemon who reside -l::ﬂ’y
in Chicago. Here wemet Mr. A. M. Smith,
Superintendent, for whom the town is nam-
ed. Years ago wo traveled, often, throngh
the Cherry Creck country and helped to
open the roads that wind chrongh the hills
aud canyons. At that time we metan oc-
casional prospector and were slways on the
alert for the wily Apache. Now we find
thiogs changed. The mountains aad hills

carpeaters, laborers, mill men, saloon

ers and merchants. Where was then a wil-
low thicket, now is beang built a busy town.
The Golden Era Mising Company have
erected a store house, boardiag house, office
and sleeping apartment. Their mammoth
boiler is nicely eaged between solid stone
and hwrick walls.
