Assistant surgeon L'nited States Armv, and
Pat Surgeon Fort Gibson, Indian Territory,
died March 10th, 1SS0, after a protracted
illness. Dr. McPhail was oorn in Scotu-vill- c.

Albemarle countv, Ya November
lath, 1844, xnd received his education iu
.Norfolk teachinrr school for awhile. Fol
biwing the bent of his inclination, he came
to Richmond in I860, and entered the drug
nusincss as a clerk, and riami; rapidly, oc
came a partner In one of the most success
ful drug stores in the citv.

At no time in hia life robust and strong,
his heaHIi suffered greatly from the confine
ment incident to the nature of nis occu
pation. Turning his attention to medicine.
lie yraduatcd with great distinction m the
Medintl College of Yirginia, in 1870. After
a si'ccesslul practice of his profession in
this city for three years, where he attained
many honors, and amongst them the no
sitions of Deputy Coroner of the city of
Richmond, and Lecturer on Materia Medica
and Tiicrapcutics, in the Medical College of
Virginia, being still pursued by ill health,
he resolved to remove to the Far West, and
with that end in view, accepted a position
in the United States Army, which he held,
with the exception of occasional visits
home, till the day of his death. During
this time, in addition to nis regular duties
as a surgeon and officer of the army, wield
ing with the greatest ability his pen, lie
inudc valuable and rich contributions to
general and medical literature, which
gained for him an enviable reputation as a
writer.

Of popular and engaging manners, he
was honored, respcctcd4and loved by those
a ho knew him best. A ripe scholar, a tal-
ented and gifted physician, a true, a noble
and. a generous friend, his loss will De
raoaraed and deeply felt by all.
