SECRETARY Of STATS.

Thomas Francis Bayard is one of the
best and most favorably known of the
democrats. He is the oldest in continuous
service of democratic senators. He is now
serving his third term in the senate, and
has been a senator sixteen years. He suc-

ceeded his father. He is the third in di-

rect line ta his family in the senile. He
will be 57 years of age thf 29th of October.
He dot s uot look a day over 60. He is
very tall, with a good, ut fig
ure, although he is by no means stout.
His face is inclined to be leng, while hts
features are angular. His forehead is
broad and high and project! well over n

pair t'f keen blue eyes. His nose is a large
Roman. His faca is smooth-shave- n, leav
ing bare his pointed chin and squarely
lined jaws. His chief prominence iu pub-
lic life has been through the study aud de-

monstration of Snmcitl topics. He has a
private fortune of $150,000 to $200,000.

sECRETar.R or the trk.ckt
Dan Moiining was bom in Albany in

1831. His father died a few Tears after
his birth, leaving his widow, son and daugh
ter unprovided for. When 0 years of age
Dan began to earu his own living as an
errand boy in the Argus office, acd it was
there that he acquired all his education and
experience. Politic was the principal bu-

shiest of the Argus, and the boy took to i

as a duck does to swimming. Mr. William
J. Cassidy, the own.T of the Argus, was
not slow is discovering the peculiar talents
of his errfcnd boy, and made him a reporter
before he was 15 years old. Manning ac
quired iu this position sn intimate acquain
tance with public men, as the Argus office
was then headquarters of the northern
democracy, and be became early initiated
in the mysteries of political wire-pulli- ng

He is a machine politician ia the broadest
sense of the word, and was chairman of the
New York democratic commit tee during
the late campaign. He was also largely in
strumectal in securing Cleveland the nom
ination. Ho is little known outside of his
own state.

SECRETARY OF WAX.

Ex-Ju?- ge William C. Endicott was born
in Sa lem about 1827. His father was Wi- l-

saPutrum Eudicott and Ji's mother
Mary, daughter of lit- u. c.n.
shield, who was a representative in con-

gress. He attended the Salem schools and
graduated from Harvard college in the class
of 1847. He married his cousin, a daugh-

ter of Gcorgu Peabody, and has two chil-

dren, a son and a daughter. Judge
Endicott ttudied at Harvard law school and
read law in the office of tho late Natharic!
J. Lord. He was admitted fo the bar
about 18-i- and a few years later" formed a
partnership with the late J. W. Perry and
continued with him until bis appoint
ment by Gov. Washburn to a seat in
the supreme bench in 1873. This position
ho held until 1882, when he resigned on
account of his health. In 1332 he made an
extended tour of the continent.

SECRETARY OT THE Jf ATT.

W. C. Whitney is a lawyer by prose ision
and a resident of New York City. In per-

son ho is tall, straight and the oi.o man in
a thousand fof good looks. He is 45 years
old, but does not look it by ten years, for
his face is smooth, his mustache is youthful
in its curve, and a constant pair of glasses
hide the beginning cf crows' feet at the
corners of his eyes. Suavity and polite-

ness mark his demeanor. He is not a man
who seems to be all the while laboriously
straining a dignity as to the solidity of
which he feels a little distrust, nor does he

open himself by too much familiarity to
the presuming approaches of strangers.
His deportment might well be taken as a
model by any public official whose manners
needed mending.
