were in the front room, heard no scuffle.

Either one or both of these gentlemen tea

tided that they heard scuffling, and they
heard Ralph's expression "Oh, Jesu.-!-

after the first shot. Four shots were fired,
and tht general opinion at the time of the
trial was that it was the fourth one that was

fatal.
Walker says that having seen his wife

enter the premises of Ralph, he went there
shortly after, but she was sone, or ecretedj
that about half an hour before the homicido
he went into Ralph's room and hid a con-

versation with him. WalKer waa then
armed, and if he had wished could have shot
lUlph. lie simply astced Rdph whare his
wife was. Ralph said. "Come back in
half an hour and I will tell you, or ha will
be in a certain room," pointing to it.

Walker went back at the termination of
the hIf hour. Then the only testimony on
this point is that, when Walker st epped in
to the room, he asked: "Where ia she,
Ralph?' Then Ralph ordered him out,
calling a vile name and striking at him with
what Walker supposed to be an iron instru
mcnt of some sort Then Ralph clinched
Walker, and the latter commenced firing.

As corroborating this statement of Wa'ker,
the balls of the pistol were in three aides
of the room one near the ceding on the
east side of the room, another near the door
jamb on the wes, and one or two on the
south side of the room. It is quite evident
that a scuffle was going on, from tbe wido
range of the bullets.

That Rdph anticipated a difficulty with
Walker that evening is apparent from
another fact. Before goiag into his labo-

ratory he aiked Bush or Boughton to go
into his room with him, that they would
see some fun directly.
