Tho one prominent and simple fact that

results from comparison of tho foregoing
ligurcs is that they arc very loosely gotten
up, and we do not find that the discrepancies
arc explained. It is an old proverb that
ligurcs wont he. Hut the authors of the
foregoing figures have certainly not made
tlicm tell the truth.

It is very remarkable that at the Mcsca-ler- o

and Southern Apache Agencies the num-
bers end in two ciphers. They bear evidence
of being very rough estimates. With regard
to the Southcin Apache Agency, the recent
removal by Mr. Clum and ids report of the
number he found there (4o4), and tho num-lc- r

estimated to be out (about 40), shows
just how rough the estimates were.

With regard to the Me?-ealero- We know
that the number collected on the Fort Sum-
ner Reservation in a- - 100. This was
supposed to lc the whole tribe, which ran
away in that year ami remained out until
1S71. We have every reason to believe that
the true number of Indians belonging to the
3Icscalero Agency does not exceed 300. The
management of the Indians under General
Crook demonstrated tho fact that Indians
can be definitely counted and their identity
and numbers fixed. It is probably because
tho Indians at Sau Carlos have all passed
through military hands that there is some
degree of consistency in the aggregate num-
bers belonging to this Agency. There is no
explanation, however, why tho Finals and
Arivaipais arc numbered respectively in
1S75, and together amount to S2-J- . and" arc
aggregated in 1S7G and amount to 1,051.
Air. Clum in his report claims to have moved
32o Chincahua. hut there arc onlv 20 1

In 1S76 the figures are 1,100 at the
3Ioscalcro Agency and only 1.000 at the
Southern Apache, from which the 100 Mes-cnlur- os

have disapin-are- d and the Chlricahuas
have been added, but no figures for the lat
ter aie given.

It is a noticeable fact that Agent Jeffords
reported 905 on the Chiricahua Reservation
in JS75. whilst Agent Chun reports that he
removed only J25, and only about 00 escaped.
"What has become of the remaining 5S0f
Where did the 400 increase to tho Mcsca-
lero Agency come from, and where did the
J0 decrease at the Southern Apache Agency
go to? This last, it will le remembered, was
increased by 250 from the Chiricahua
Angcncy, during the year, according to Dr.
Whitney, making an actual decrease of 750
at this Agency. As Agent Clum louud only
451 at this Agency and estimates the num-le- r

that were absent at 40, what has become
of the balance of the 1,000.' This Agency
ha really lost, siuce the report of 1S75,
1,010 Indians.
