Laziness of South American Life

An American writing from Brazil saye:

“The life of a South American haciendado
is very plessant and will nndit & man for ac-
tive pursuits as quick ss any thing in the
world. He has & great troupe of peons on
the haciends whose condition is little ahove
that of slavery, and in governing them be is
s perfect antocrat. A peon never spproaches
& patron ; but if he has any thing to commu-
picate it is done through the chief steward or
major-domeo, who, with uncovered hiead, treata
his master with the greatest respect. The
baciendado rises an Lour before sunrise and
takes chocolate or coffee, lights & cigaretie,
sad rambles sbout the building snd cattle
yards until 10 or 11 o'clock, when breakfast
is announced. The table is laid beneath
some wide-spresding weeping willow, in
which numbers of turtle doves are cooing,
and fanned by the morning Lreeze, the littie
monarch, surrpunded by half a dozen watch-
ful attendants, takes his main meal First
comes cassela, a thick, rich soup, full of vege-
tables, followed by » beefsteak, a stew, roast,
salad and coffee or chocolste. Good native
wine is used freely during the meal; after
an hour’s lounging st the table, the hacienda-
do smuses himsell until two or three o'clock
in glving orders to kis overseer, or in wander-
ing over his Inzurisnt pastores. AL three
o'clock be takes bLis siesta, and sleeps till five
o'clock, when Le again forces suficient energy
to walk about a little, and st six or seven
o'clock he sits down to dinner. AL this meal,
the custom generally in vogue ia reversad,
Roaat and salad come on the table first, next
beiled meats, gans, ste., followed by & stew,
and winding up with broth, fruit, coffee and
cigars. By elght o'clock the beds have all
been brought out and placed in the yard, and
sine o'clock finds all sleeping goundly in the
open air. Occasionally, the proprietor of the
baciends sends an invitation w the neighbor-
ing families to come over on a certain evening
to s “tertulia,” when the native dances are
kept up till the small bours to the mausic of
guitars.  So the days and weeks and months
pass by, the haciendado esting, sleeping, and
eternally smoking cigarrettes ; his flocks and
herds incrense, his stewsrds coliect and turn
over his funds, and his retinue of peons toil.”
