Tale of a Digger Indian's Sorrows.

Graphic Account of the Affair.

I rcmemlwr ono morning when I wm
awakened before dawn, by wild, unearthly
ahrieks. ringing through the forest, and com-

ing back acain in ntatntiru echoes from the
bills all about, lleyond description wild,
theo walU of violent grief followed each
other with regular cadence, dying nway in
long, despairing sobs. With a marrcloos
regularity thy roriirmlj nivr varying th
simple refrain. My curiosity was aroused,
so far as to get me out of ray blankets, and,
after a hurried bath in an icy stream, I joined
my mountaineer acquaintance, "Jerry," who
was en route to the rancheria, "to see," as he
expressed it. "them tar-hta- howl." It seems
toy friend "Buck," the Indian chief, had the
night before lost his wife, "Sally the Old,"
and the shouts came from professional mourn-
ers hired by her family to prepare the body
and do up the necessary amount of grief.
Old widows and superannuated wires who
have outlived other forms of usefulness gladly
enter this singular profession. They cut
thoir hair short, and with each new death
plaster a fresh cap of pitch and ashes, daub
the face with spots of tar, and, in general,
array themselves as funeral experts.

The rancheria was astir when we arrived.
It was a mero group of half a dozen smoky
hovels, built of pine bark propped upon cones
of poles, and arranged in a semicircle within
the edgo of the forest, fronting upon a brook
and meadow. Jerry and t leaned our backs
against a large tree, and watched the group.

Buck's shaniy was deserted, the body of
bit wife lying outside upon a blanket, being
prepared by two of the funeral hags. Buck
himself was quietly stuffing his stomach with
a breakfast of venison and acorns, which were
handed him at brief interval by several sym-
pathizing squaws.

Turning to Jerry with a countenance of
stolid seriousness, he laconically remarked:
"My woman, she die! Very bad. t,

sundown," (pointing to the sun), "she bum
up." Meanwhile the tar-hea- rolled Sally
the Old over and over, all the while howling
tho tame dismal phrase. Indian relatives and
friends, having a general air of animated rag-bag- s,

arrived occasionally and gat down in
silence at a fire a little removed from the
other Diggers, never once saluting them.

As wc walked back to our samp, I remark-
ed on the stolid, cruel expression of Buck's
face; but Jerry, to my surprise, bade me not
judge too hastily; he went on to explain
that Indians had just as deep and tender at-
tachments, juat as much good sense, and, to
wind up, "as much human into 'cm as wc

white folks."
His own squaw had instilled this into Jer-rv- 's

naturally sentimental and credulous
heart, so I refrained from expressing ray con-
victions concerning Indians, which I own
were formerly tinged with the most sanguin-
ary Caucasian prejudice.

Jerry came for me by appointment just be-
fore sunset, and we walked leisurely across
the meadow, and under lengthening pine
shadows, to the rancheria. No one was stir-
ring. Buck with the two vicarious mourners
sat m his lodge door, uttering low, half-andi-b-

groans. In the opening before the line
of hut a low pile of dry logs has been care-
fully laid, upon which, outstretched and
wrapped in a red blanket, Jay the dead form
of Sally the Old, her face covered in careful
folds. Upon her heart was a grass-wove- n

water-bow- l and her last nannoose basket.
Just as tho sun sank to the horizon one

tar-hea- d stepped out in front of the funeral
pile, lifted up both hands, and gated stead
ily and silently into the sun. Sho might
hto ueen nve minutes in tuts statuesque
position, her face full of stranze. half-anim-

intensity of expression, her eyes glittering,
the whole, hard figure glowing with a deep
bronze reflection. Suddenly she sprang bade
with one of the old wild shrieks, seized a
brand from one of the camp-fire- s and lighted
the funeral heap, when all tho Indians came
out asd grouped themselves in little knots
around it. The children of Sally tho Old
clung about an ancient mummy of a squaw,
who squatted unon the cround

tives, seemed stupifled with grief. Upon a
lew laces, tailing tear glistened in the light
of the fire, which now shot red tongues high
in the air, lighting up with weird distinctness
vrtT? mture & tae vrfcolo company. Flames
slowly lapped over, consuming tho blanket,
and caught the willow pappooao basket.
When Buck saw this, the tears streamed
fronj b! yo; bo waved hi hands elonufint-l- y,

lookiDg up to heaven, and uttered Hearts
broken sobs. The pappoose basket crackled
for a moment, flashed into a blare, and was
gone. The two old women yelled their
sharp death-cr- y, dancing, posturing, gesticu-
lating, toward the fire, and in slow, measured
chorous all the Indians intoned in pathetic
measure, " Himalaya 1 Himalaya 1" looking
fiist at the mound of fire and then out upon
the fading sunset.

It was all indescribably strange: monarch
pines, standing in wleinn ranks back far into
tho dusky heart of tho forest, glowing and
brightening with pulsating reflections of fire-
light; tho ring of Indians, crouching, atand-u- g

,keBvo itnasta, or swaying me-
chanically to and fro, each tattered scarlet
and white rag of their utterly squalid par-mcnt- a.

every expression of barbaric grief! or
dull brutal stolidity brought strongly outj the flaming fire.

Suck watched with wet eyes that
flre bum to ashes the body of his

wift of many yefcrs, the mother of hfs group
of poor frightened children. Not a stoical
savage, but despairing hmi-an- stood be-
fore us. J felt him to be humim. The bodv
at last Hunk into a. bed of flamef, which sbo't
up higher than ever with fountains of sparks,
and aucked together, hiding tho remains for-v- er

from view. At this Buck sprung to
the front and threw himself at the fire : but
tho two" old women seized each a hand and
dragged him back to his children, where he
fell fn a fit of stupor. ' .

As we walked homo Jerry was quick to
ntk, " Did n't 1 tell ou Injuns has feclins in-si-

of 'cm." I answered promptly that I
was convinced ; and long after, as 1 lay
awake through many night hours, listening
to that shrill death-wai- l, I felt as if any
jxdicy toward the Indians based upon the as-

sumption of their being brutes or devils was
nothing short of a blot on this Christian
century.

Mv 1pon wn licht. and sunrise found me
dressed, still listening, as under a kind of
spell, to tho mourners, who, though evident-

ly exhausted, at brief intervals uttered a cry.
A1rm .twltlllofl with rplleetions. I strolled
over to the rancheria, finding every one thcro
up and about nu morning untie.

The tar-hea- d, withdrawn somo distance
into 1110 iorcsi, sal leaning bzaiiui u biuui),
chatting and grinning together, now and
then screeching by turns.
