The Intellectual Department embraces all the ordinary

English branches necessary to business and commercial

Sursuita ; additional facilities for instruction in the higher
.partments of learning, with reference to College re¬

quirements, to Teaching, the Professions, and Civil En-

fineering ; also in Draw ing, and the Modern Languages,
t is conducted by the Principal and Assistants, and by
such masters as it is necessary from time to time to em¬

ploy. Instruction in this department is specially directed
to the understanding. It is the endeavor here to improve
and strengthen the thinking powers. The pupils, there¬
fore, are taught the rationale of whatever comes before
them ;.more attention is paid to principles than rules.
Particular regard is had to the intended future destina¬
tion of the pupil, and his education is directed according¬
ly. He may be fitted for the Counting-Room, for Engi¬
neering, for College, for Teaching, or lor the study of the
Professions.
The Physical Department is intended for eiercise and

health. It is superintended always by a master, who has
the supervision and direction of the pupils in all hours
not taken up by the exercises of the school, and instructs
in agreeable and useful exercises, promotive of health and

Special attention is paid to manners and habits.
Diligent attention to the performance ofduties,and pro¬

priety of deportment, are expected of all who become
members of the institution.
A daily record of the deficiences of pupils in their seve¬

ral classes is kept by each teacher, which is weekly sub¬
mitted, by the Principal, to each pupil; and, at the expi¬
ration of four weeks, to the parents or guardians of each,
in the form of a Report. ...The admission of pupils is restricted to no particular
age.
The Domestic Arrangement of the establishment is such

as to meet the approbation of parents, and to render the
pupils in every respect comfortable. It is an invariable
rule for the pupils to fare, in all particulars, as do the In¬
structors, and the Principal and family. The meals of all
are taken at one table.
A Directress is employed to take charge of the ward¬

robes, who devotes herself exclusively to that duty.
Pupils have but little reasonable use for pocket mo¬

ney. They are supplied by the Principal with all neces¬
saries, and more than these serve only to create and nou¬
rish artificial tastes and wants, which have an unfavorable
bearing on future character. Tney will, therefore, be al¬
lowed no money, but at the pleasure of the Principal..
This rule is imperative, and, enforced, saves expense to
the parent, and character to the pupil. The Burscr takes
charge of all moneys intended (or the use of the pupils,
and distributes only on an order from the Principal.
The terms are $230 per annum, payable half yearly in

advance, the year commencing on the first Tuesday in
May. Requisites, such as fuel, lights, washing, beds,
bedding, books, stationery, iic., are furnished, and with¬
out extra charge.

There are two vacations in the year, one of two weeks
n the spring, and one of four weeks in the fall.exclu¬
sive of an intermission in the week from Christmas to
New Year, and in Passion Week.

Every pupil should have each article of his clothing
distinctly marked with the initials of his name, and pos¬
sess a complete inventory of the whole. He should also
have, as his own property,a "Bible," and a " Book of
Common Prayer."
