THE GENERAL PUST OFFICE.

We !Im\ve been not a little N’Fi-d to see

circulating through the administration papers
of Virgivia, an article copied from the Rich-
mond Enquirer, which professes to be an au-
thentic list of the removals of Postmasters in
that State with the particular reasons for such
removals. The Richmond Enquirer stutes
that the information was obtained from Mr.
Jobnston, the second Assistant Postinaster
General, of whom it is said, by way of giving
petter currency-to the statement, and return-
ing a compliment at the same tite for the au-
thor's kindness, * a better man does not live.”

" The reasons gven for removal are substantial
ones, relating in alinost every instance to offi-
ciul delinquences.  This is of course satisfac-
tory to the gnod people of Virginia, whose op-

" position to the adminictration has been, no
doubt, extensively mollified by the publication.
We have two remarks to muke in relation to
it, as the matter has not been noticed.

1st. Are the Virginians not deceived by it?
Does it give all the removals or all the reasons
for even the removals mentioned ?

2d. Is it not a little extraordinary that in-
formation shou!d be given by a Department of
the Government to a partizan editor for party
purposes, which the same Depariment had
previously refused to give to Congress for
public purposes? The same infurmation in
rolation to removals in other States had been
sought, -but never obtained. The Depart-
ment here, denies the right of representatives
of the people to demand information ol this
sort. The people, whose ty is embo-
dicd in Congress, have been denied it. For
selfish electioneering purpeses, however, the
Postmaster General suspends his rules, and
volunteers to make out a statement to suit the

ccase. It will be beneficial to * the party” in
Lidiana and Tenneusee to receive similar do-
cuments, selected for the best effect.

Another inquiry. We have seen no reports
of receipts from the Dead Letter Office.
Without meaning to intimate the least suspi-
cion against the head of that office, we should]
nevertheless, like to know where its proceeds
gn! We may be answered, * intn the general
fund of the Department.” The réteipts of
money and other articles, must be considera-
ble. It is a distinct bureau.  We have seen
no account of its income : and should like to
hear whether or not the money is regarded as
a perquisite of * the party,” and is applied to
the promotion of its genernl welfare.

There is another,matter to be comp!aine'd
of. 'We understand that, by a recent regula-

tion the abatement of postage on hoaxing let-
ters is no longer to be allowed. We should
think that nobody would admit the proprety
of such a regulation. Itis an epen license
to these paltry jokes of wanton fully, or ma-
lignancy. There is no reason why a man
should be made to pay postage for a letter
unless it is a letter bona fide. As the re-
mission has been heretofore allowed, we know
not why it should be discontinued.
These new post office taxes—charging fulse
letters—letter postage on Lloyd’s lists—dis-
continuances of post offices and mail routes
—irregularities of the mmil, and the unusual
amount of fines imposed on contractors,
seem to us, to he auguries unfavorable to the
financial condition of the Past Office Depart-
ment.

PONNSYLVANIA DOINGS., '

Another member,
4 ¥iolent Loc o-foco, objected to Mr. Stevens'
admission, and embodied his reasons in a
Preamble  and reso’ation, making general
chirges of ** mal-conducy” agninst Mr, Ste-
vens: declaring that he had forfeired hia
nuhit 1o a seat in the House ; that his admis-

sion should be postponed, and o committee

rased to investigate his claims. The mover
afierwards assailed the moral and prlitical
character of Mr. Stevens with extraordinary
asperity, [t was objected that he had I'u|:-
feited his seat, by a considerable absence from
the previous sitting, and conduct out of the

Legislature, was also objected to as disquali-
fving. A motion to permit-the applicant for
LSt to be heard was réfused; yeas 21,
nays 40. On the 9th, the mover of the ori-
ginal resolution, moved to postpone the ad-

-w-qs the as the Speaker folt
he was taking responsibility in refusing
10 swear the member in. The motion was
sustaived by & vote of 48 1o 30, by which
act of Leyislative legerdemain, Mr. Stevens
is actuully refused admittance, at, Jeast until
Loco-focoism shall feel its vast bowels of
compassion moving in sympathy for the poor
unrepresented people of Adams.

In any view we can tuke of this case, if
we have stated it correctly, we are constrain-
ed o regard the proceeding as unjustifiable
and outrageous. . Is a representative duly
chosen, to be refused his seat on account of
unproven allegations against his moral and
pulitical character, and condemned without a
hearing by an accidental majority 1 If he is
to be expelled from the representative body,
shall he not be first admitted and ried? For
he is by force of the election, a member of
the body, although he cannot vote until he
is sworn, and to deny him the administration
of the oath, is virtually an expulsion, which
cannot lawlully be done in that way, nor by
such a vote. Il he had been even indicted
fur felony or treason, he ought to remuin of
the house until conviction.

This is according to all parliamentary prac-
tice. The case ia first to be laid before the
House, that it may judge of the fact and the
grounds of the nccusation, and how far the
manaer of the trinl may concern their privi-
lege.* There have been cases wherein mem-
bers have been expelled, for conduet previous
to the swearing in. But if the people con-
tinually send them back how shall the House
undertake to dictate what sort of a member
they shall elect? If the members’ quulifica-
tions meet the standard required by the Con-
stitution, how can the House reject him ?

The Loco-focos in this case have involved
themselves in other improprieties. They re-
fused Mr. Stevens a hearing. This was con-
trary to all the law and practice of courts of
justice, as well as of parliament. 'In Con-
gress, in questions of privilege for violations
of order and decency, the member is heard—
in cases of contested elections, both sides are
heard, The common law gives every man
the right of confronting and nnswering his ac-
cuser. In the next place Mr. McElwee vio-
lated a very important parliamentary rule in
traducing Mr. Stevens’ character—the privi-
lege from personal traduction and assault is
not only essential for the peace of a Legisla-
ture, but also for its dignity and independence.
The Speaker was ulso out of order in allowing
Mr. McElwee to proceed in his strain of
coarse personality.

Noa-user, perhaps, should be deemed a for-
feiture of the seat. Whether it is so consider-
ed is questionnble. It is a matter for the
people to settle. We have never heard the
question raised here. Members are frequent-
ly in the habit of absenting themselves. We
have known absence for a whole session, but
it was not regarded as a forfeizure of the right
to n seat. It is a great evil both to the public,
and to the absentees constituents, and ghould
be prevented as fur as possible, But even if
it were setiled that non-user works a forfeiture,
the proceedings in the case at Harrisburg still
could not be justified. As the Speaker did

ARKANSAS BONDS——MESSRS. SEVIER,
FULTON, AND R. M. JOHNSON,

It is stated by the Cincinnati Evening Post,
that about the 1st of January, 1838, the State
of Arkansas issued a quantity of bonds for
the new State banks. A portion of these
bonds were placed in the hands of Messrs.
Sevier and Fulton, the United States Senators
from that State, with instructions to sell for
specie, or for credit in solvent banks in New
York or Philadelphia. Instead of doing so,how-
ever, the first und only sale they made, for
aught that appears, was $30,000 to Vice Pre-
sident Johnson an a credit, taking as security
a mortgag: on forty negroes and certain lands,
not one dollar of which had been paid on the
14th ult, but so far from it, that the Colonel
was soliciting another year's indulgence in
making the first payment.

But the worst part of the business was the
neglect of these worthy Senators to have the
mortgage recorded according to law, so that it
has become null and veid, and the State is
left without nny security for the payment.

We only notice this matter because all par-
tics are distinguished supporters of the admi-
nistration, which wars so much against banks,
bonds and credits.

The Committee of Bank Directors, in their
report on the suhject say :

“ They have earefully considered the matter, and
herewith transmit sundry documents on the subject,
from which it appears that thuse bonds were placed
in the hands of Col. A, H. Sevier and Judge W. 8.
Falion, Senators In Congress, and commissioners to
di=pose of the same under instructions, a copy of
which accompanies this report, and which contains
the following provisions,

* Resolved, That A. H. Sevier and W. 8. Fulton,
onr Senators in Cdngress, be, and they are hereby
severally authorized o contract tor 200,000, say two
handred thonsand dollars of the remaining bonds,
fur credits in solvent banks in New York and Phi-
ladelphia”

The Logidaturs of NowTock bap paseed
an act probibiting private
bankers from receiving, paying out, of Gircu:
lating, as money, the notes of corporations,
nssociations, or individuals, residing out of the
State, which shall purport to be payable or re-
deemable within the State.
