We do not dispute the right which any and every
bank has to make such disposition of its’capital and
deposites, as to its President and Directors, seems
most conducive to the interests of ity stockholders,
but we do maintain, that when a bank diveris iis
capital and deposites,—immaterial what the consi-
deration may be,—{rom that channel in which they
have been accustomed to run, according to the ge-
neral understanding of the publie, that the President
and Directors of such bank, owe it to themselves,—
to their eharacter as honest men, to make the public
acquainted with the change,—that public which en-
trusts to them their money on deposite, or receives
their notes as money.

And for this reason. It is generally belleved,—
because ‘it has been the general practice,—that the
capital, deposites, and eireulation of a bank, are in-
vested in the promissory notes of the community,
which are daily arriving at mmurh{. The infer-
ence is, that the responsibility of the institation rests
on the general solvency of the community, and be.
sides, that as ils invesunents in promissory notes are
daily falling due, the bank has the power to dimi-
nish its liabilities, as the exigencies of the moment
may requ re,

Now, il in lien of this,—the ordinary mode of in-
vestment,—a bank invests its capital, deposites or
circulation, in public stocks or Treasary notes, that
bank changes the natore of the resoorces on which
its ability 1o meet its engagements resis, and as pub-
tie stocks have always & longer period to rom than
promissory notes, and are amliy pay.ble at distani

wriods, the bank deprives itsell to the extent of such
wesiment, of the means which it may reguire to
meel AN emerzency.

T'he public ought therefore to be made aequainied
with any soch change in the established eonrse of
bank operations, thut it may regolate its confidence
and its favors accordingly. To depositors particn-
larly is sueh information due, for they most know
that the evidences of debu of the commuoni v, extend-
ing through all the different branches of business
and indnstry, arc a safer resource than the ability of
a Government to meet its engagements, and that the
former, st any rate, daily lalling due and renewed,
as the sitnation of the money marlel justifies, are,
as regards the ability of a blni torewurn deposites in
specie, il requirad, a much more eligible invest-
ment than the later.—N. Y. Cou. and Eng.
