I have
seen it said lomewhera, that yon had better
knock a man down than draw a feather over his
rais.nl shin. There is wisdom in the saying.
We had acknowledged our malady, and were
honestly seeking a remedy. Instead of meeting
with comfort and hopeful counsel, we were
greeted with curses, deep and loud. Wo were
indignant and angry. Alt thought of emanci-
pation wa. dropped. All united in denouncing
the abolitionists, and language as insulting was
thrown back at them. I It i no uncommon
thing to meet a man, who was, before the form-
ation of the abolition societies, lealously in favor
of emancipation, now as zealously advocating
slavery. This look singular, but it I not un-
natural. We see the same thing every day.
Let a wa'in doltate arise upon any trivial ques-
tion, and zeal will lead oue or both parties to
take false pos.tlons.
