The poor Markiers, and they that live on the

teas, suffer sometime, more intensely, than

any other class of men. Shipw reck ha alwi)i
seemed to us the severest of human disasters,
and Shipwreck on the mid-ocsa- n, Hack clouds
above, aud a tempest-to- st sea around, no sun

ight, no laud, not enough for eur last narrow
, the most terrible of all.
We have before us aa account of the disaster

which brfel tbe schooner Caroline bound from
Savannah for Bath. She left Ty bee Oct. 24. On

tte 2Gta she encountered a heavy gale and

sprung a leak. She laid te all that day. At
uight the storm grew fiercer, and she was throw n

on her beam ends; but on cutting away the
weather lanyards, she righted. By this accident,
the provisions on boaru ware lost, and only one
barrel of water was left for the crew. Thu
were thev without food or drink. Ssys the

Captain:

Our only shelter was one berth, which re-

mained of the cabin on deck, the hold beiug fell
of water. Ihree days after, Henry Hughes
one cf the crew went on dck and was never
seen aflerwnrds; he was probably wished over
board.

On the 3rd inst. we caught water enoni h
from rain to last twenty-fou- r hours. From tint
time to the Kith were totally without watei
food, and began to feel as if death were very
near n. The gale had lasted 8das. We hiui
had nothing to eat for ten, or to drink for six
aay. v e then bejan to discus tlie question l

drawin lots to see who should sutler death to
save the lives of the others.

It was agreed that we should nse sticks. W
drew, and it fell to the lot of an Irishman aatiHtd
Charles Brown, who had S. D. marked on his
arm. He w as a large athletic man, weighii g
about 176 or 180, hud shipped at Savannah, and
was unknown to the rest of the crew.

He alone wae armed with a sheathe knife
which he drew, aud declared he would plunge
ua'.e toe heart of the era one who apuroachod
to carry out the fatal chuuee. Lpou thi th
captain retired to the cabin, saying he would
have nothing more te Ue with tho ait air, --akiuit.
ln that they vere nil near their end.

At this moment a br named Iiughie Rose, ef
liangor, W ales, aged 1, spoke up and aaid thtt
the youngest should die tint; this free will oller--
ios; waa about to be accepted by Brown, as tlie
captain with tlie boy went lute thecabin. Caif
taia Smith stalea a be threw himself npon the
berth his eye was attracted to a handle sticking
up near, whicr be tbougbt belonged to an adse.
He told the boy to fetch it, and it proved to he
aa adze.

Thinking that something wrong was about to
be eaacted on deck, he followed tlie bo v when lis
returned, and new the boy seised round the waist
by the nw denpertte crown, with the inteu
tion of making him the viclltr. At this mo-
ment thecapUin states that he f'!t gifted with
extraordinary atrength, ateppod forward an.
drove the adze twice into the head cf Brow a
and he fall dead npon the deck.

It is supposed by Csptaia .Smith, from tl
fact that S. D. wa marked upon the arm
Brown, that hn shipped under a figosd name.
He was about - year old.

After he was dead, the csptaia bled and dressi'
him. His fleei was partly cut into thin strips
and laid upon tbe deck to dry. l.ut the ere
did not huug-- i for food, water being their chief
desire. His blood was used for drink until tli
morning that they were taken off, when about
a runt remained, which had turned black.

On the mors log of the 13th, early, three vet
eeis hove in eight, one of which, tlie brig Tiini-pic- o,

Cant. Brown, bound from New Haven fur
the West Iudies, took ott the three survivor
viz: Win. Smi Jiof Biddeford, Maine, the cai- -
tain; Horace Smith, of do., the swate; Hoghie
Rose, of Bangor, the bey preserved from death
by the action cf the captain. The two former
were transferred to the Br. echr. Splendid, and
arrived at Philadelphia, as ststed in the oth-s- r

ariicle.
Thebcy was retained on beard the Tampico,

the captain premising to take care of him. Cupt.
Smith states ttat if Brown had submitted quiet-
ly to hie fate, they would not have had the bitart
to have killed him, but he did not think it right
that the boy, after running one chance""for hi
life, should afl'tr all become the victim, and he
appears to think that he was suddenly giitnd
with strength t eave him.

An idea rosy be formed of the near nose of
death to thi unfortunate crew from the fact
that the captain's feet and nails both turnnd
black, and his nails have not aa yet, obtain,.

His views are understood te be this: M every
being a local and municipal Institution, incapa- -
ble of Ming established or coutinued without the
sanctionof positive law, and the Government
of the L'nilod state being incompetent, for
want of constitutional power, to make any law
establishing or sanctioning the system, it follows
that slavery cannot constitutionally be Intro
duced Into any territory of the United States,
waere it doee not exist at the time of acquisi-
tion, either by the Government directly, or by
tbe Territorial Legislature, with tbe sanction of
the uovernmeat; and that reaolutiona of Con
gress declaring this rule is all that is needed to
secure the new territory arniatit its Introduc
Unit, la otber words,, tbe IVuimvm Yeeteo, so
far aa new territory already free ie coaoeraed,
is ia IA CenerifWiea, and coeasqusntly law
from the moment of acquisition, and the only
effect of a leaolullun ef Cougretei affirming the
principle, is to declare tnai law.

This view, in my judgment, is at once im
portant and sound.
