By tequost, a census was handed in by Ihechiefs,
aud on the CoiniiiiasKMieta asking if the state-
ment embraced the black, who were slave,
there was so violent a burst of indignation from
NcheniaUila as to require rejoinder and reproof
from those who reprtoeuted the United States.
On explaining the motive of the inquiry, howev.
er, that the coramixsiouers,' ia 1A ailvlmtitt of
lmfory,ere desirous of providing for the negro
na well as the Indian, NehemaUila was reconci-
led to the supposed indignity cast upon hia peo-
ple, aud the negotiation proceeded and termina-
ted harmoniously. On the exchange of docu-
ments and treaties, the commissioners received
the head chiefs of the Seminoles at an entertain.

He worked seven days
more and produced an Indian, rbouehmore
pleased with the aecoml than the first of his crea
tion, he was not altogether reconciled to tne tied
Skin. He returned for seven days more to bis
lators, and tbe result was the White Man.
