The
ilath of Madame de Chateaubriand last year af
fected linn so much, that layiu? lit baud on hi
breast h aid, "1 foI my lifts atUickedand dried
up in ita Bourea; it la now only a qneation of
some moalhs." The death of M. Ballaorh,
which followed immediately after, was the laat
blow for hi illustrious old friend. Since thst
time M. de Chateaubriand Beamed rather to rush
than to descend to the grave. A few minutes
before his death, M. de Chateaubriand, who had
received th sacrament ea Sunday, embraced
once mora lh cross with th emotion of a lively
faith aad firm confidence- - On of th expres-
