object of interest and compassion, butst.ll
by nature tlie inferior of the white man,
but associated with him by divine wisdom,
for mutual service and improvement.

plusicallv, and mentally.- - There is no
truth established in history; there is nothing
to be learned from its pages, if this bo not
so. The present relative numbers of the
three great families of men, the Mack, the
lied, und the White, would indicate, nay,
it demoustroU'S a nearly simultaneous ori-

gin; the law s of nature governing popula-
tion, would establish the fa t, without the
Historian. It is not important to decide
whether Japhet (the Hebrew word Whit.)
and Ham (the Hebrew word, Black) sons
or Noah, were the Fathers of the Caucasi-
an and African Races. Wc know from
sacied and profane history, that ihey have
existed 3,000 years'. That is sufficient for
our present purposes.

In this vast eriixl of time, you cannot
trace 3 tlie Negro Race, one solitary im-

provement in Mechanics, Aits, Numbers,
Philosophy, Rhetoric, Political Economy,
Astronomy, Chemistry and Geology. They
have no part in the great discoveries and
improvements which have elevated man in
the scale of being. They have been upon
the earth like the beasts of the Held; like
the contemporary races of Tigers and
Ilaboons, and havo left not one trace of
their existence, except in their posterity.
In the wide arclr of the sciences and arts,
there is nothing absolutely nothing, trace,

Where are the Homers and Virgils
of Africa? Where are her Poct, Histo-

rians, Painters, Philosophers and States-
men?

probable that the human race would have
passed through unnumbered ages of barbar-

ism, wars, convulsions and crimes, before
the intellect of the negro race, unassisted
and alone, would have invented and manu-
factured so simple a thing as a button or a hat!
Who that has ever seeu the native African
negro, and examined phreriologically the
low brow, the thick lips, the contour of his
face and head, the vacant expression of his
lascivious countenance, would ever think of
comparing him with the American slave,
much less with the white man? Gentlemen,
I am almost tempted to say that only a
fool or madman would do it. 1 do not, how-

ever, make so broad an assertion, for it is ev-ide-

that it is the enthusiastic dreamers on
the subject of religion and politics, who
have started, and maintain the doctrines of
their equality with the white man. Would
not the world be astonished to hear of a na-

tive African constructing a telescope to view
the 1 leavens, or grinding the glasses of a
microsccfie, to examine the minute arid
wonderful exhibitions of the invisible world?

An immense emigration of useful and
worthy citizens would therefore be tlie fust
effect of this wise measure, wiii an ultimate
loss to the State, of the full value of two
thirds of the negro population of Kentucky.

The second e fleet of thia generous and
noble scheme, would be lint aliout two
thirds of tho slaves, who aro now happily
