From Mr. Calhoan. who has be
come almost insane on thie subject, down to the
moot Lilliputian advocate of slsvsry, the pro
slavery men declare that emancipation In the
w est indies is n tailors. 1 hees gentlemen do
not, we suppose, wilfully lie wheev they hare
occasion to refer to West India emancipation.
It Is charitable to accoant for their manner of
talking on this subject by essoining thst they
are profoundly Ignorant of the condition of the
British Wont Indies. Bet admitting they are
wofullv destitute of knowledge In rerard to the
effects of emancipation, can they be excused for
recklessly assertinr that the effects of emanci
pation hare been destructive to the Interests of
tbs planters and ibe biscksr is a man to be
free from responsibllitv. on the olea of Irnor- -- m

nee. when he rosy without any great difficulty
thoroughly inform bis mindT

Y hstsver may be said in relation to the cul
pability of the slavery men who assert that the
British West Indies havs been ruined and reu
dered desolate by ths emancipation of the n- -
groee, ail men who are well informed on the
eabject know that the results of emancipation
In those islands fally sustain the wisdom and
the philanthropy of the measure. The act of
emancipation is smply justified by its effects.
Its success Has been greater than was anticipated
by many of its advocates, who. knowing thrit
it Is always uubafeto wake greet social changes
suddenly, expected that many Inconveniences
ana evtis wouia do enounierea beiore experi-
ence could reconcile all parties to the changed
condition of things.

It may be asked how It happens that tbsrs
should he such gross misapprehension of the ef
fects of ths British emancipation net. if it be
true, aa we assert, that the act baa been entirely
vindicated by its eaVctsf This question is ea
sily answered: The slavery men have always
contended that any sort of emancipation would
be a cars to both whites and blacks, and oar
ticalariy emancipation unaccompanied wilh an
entire separation or the two races. This being
the't position, nothing but the most irresistible
evidence can change their opinion. It is much
more fiimcult to remove a prejudice than it is to
correct an error in belief." The slavery men
are prejadiced against emancipation, and hence
tLeir minds can hardly be reached by the influ
encee of truth on this subject? Indeed the ma
jority of their miads are hermetically sealed
against all reason, common sense, and truth
which make in favor of emancioatlon. Thevj
have resolved that emancipation is a curse, and
they bass adopted another resolution to the ef-

fect that thry will never regard emancipation
in any other lirtit thsa as a positive curse. This
beisf the condition of their minda thev do not
seek toy tllumi.iaUoa, and when any facts that
are favorable to emancipation are presented to
them they do nt andertaks to argus against
them, bat emphatically deny them or thrust
mem aside without Utiriinr in lank ,i than."
