In answer to a letter on the subject Gen-
eral Rosecrans, Registrar of the Treasury,
wrote Ma. Conley, under date of June 23,
1887, recommending him to call the atten-
tion of the Secretary of the Treasury to tha
publication of the balance due him for thirty
years. In tbe course of his letter General
Rosecrans says : "You should request thepayment thereof, and you might state thatyou hope that the neglect of the Treasury
Department to settle your claim, which
though small is evidently just, may not have
rendered it inconvenient for the depart-
ment to do so, and that such a settlement
would at least be an illustration of the ac-
curacy of the Government
Secretary McCullough, under date of Octo-
ber 25, 1887, wrote to Mr. Conley, admitting
the claim, but he stated that at that time
there was no armronnatinn from wMs-t- ,

bursements could be made for the settle
ment oi tne balances shown to exist in ac-
cordance with the special arit of fVin
referred to. .

An appropriation was subsequently passed
and these balances have for the last twelve
months been in process of attiomont rt
cently "Phil" received tbe full amount of bin
ciaim against tne uovernment, outstanding
now for more than thirty years. It camo
in the form of a United States Treasury
warrant elaborately lithographed and duly
signed, countersigned and stamped. The
body of the warrant reads : "Pay to the
order of Phillip Conley, of cus-
toms, Chicago, five cents."
