A WOMAN'S COURAGE.

How She DIpoi of a Mad Dog Under
Trying- Circumstances.

There are very few men who can rlso
superior to the terrible fear excited by tho
appearance of a mad dog, says tho Pitts-burg- n

Dispatch. A doctor whose name is
one of the best known in Pittsburgh told
me the other day of an experience that ho
had a good many years ago.

"There had been many reports of mad
dogs in the village in which I then lived,
and thero was a certainty that at least one
of the reports was true. It was blazing
hot weather. Late one night, or rather
early one morning, I was called by a bare-
footed boy to hurry as fast as possible to
the bedside of his brother, who lay sick
with typhoid fever in a sort of shanty cot-
tage on the river bank a couple of miles
away.

"I got on my horse and rode rapidly over
the quiet road. There was a little moon-
light. The sky was cloudy and the moon
would be covered and disclosed again every
minute. The silence was a little trying,
and I was glad when the low roof of the
shanty for which I was bound came in
sight. But as it did so my horse swerved
so violently that I was almost thrown from
the saddle. Every hair on my head imme-
diately stood on end. My horse had shied
at a large dog which crossed the road run-
ning at full speed and dragging after it a
long iron chain. I knew at once that the
dog was mad. It had broken loose evidently
from some house, and I thought that it
looked like a dog I had seen at the shanty
to which I was going.

"I spurred my horse to a gallop and a
minute later sprang down at the door of the
shanty, where the sick boy's mother stood
ready to receive me. I was nearly out of
breath, but I managed to say, as I hurried
her inside the house: There's a mad dog
about; you'd better shut the door.'

"As she turned to swing the door to there

BOTANICAL BREVITIES.

A century ago onjy 300 species of orchids
were known, and those very imperfectly.
Now the latest authority gives the extreme
number of known species as 10,000.

Wherever the poison ivy grows, a sure
and simple antidote also abounds in the
"deadly nightshade," or belladonna. Take
the leaves and bruise them in cream until a
thick green paste is formed, and apply this
to the affected parts with a feather; it af-
fords instant relief ; apply as often as af-
fected parts become dry.

Or the 4,200 kinds of flowers which grow in
Europe only 420 or 10 per cent, are odorifer-
ous. The commonest flowers are the white
ones, of which there are 1,194 kinds. Less
than one-fift- h of these are fragrant. Of the
951 kinds of yellow flowers 77 are odorifer-
ous ; of the 823 red kinds, 84 ; of the 564 blue
kinds, 31; of the 808 violet-blu- e kinds, 13.

But,
if only a month old, in its dry condition it
will again absorb a large quantity of moist-
ure, and in so doing it spreads out its green
frond-lik- e surfaces and appears like a living
plant. When again dried, it curls and rolls
itself up. ready to unroll whenever supplied
with moisture,

A lovely flower called the rioe-lil- y grows
thickly In parts of Southwestern Georgia.
It is extremely sensitive to the light. The
blossoms fold up at night, but open in the
morning. At night, while the lovely white
blossoms are closely enfolded in their pur-
ple covering and the flowers are asleep, if a
lamp is placed near them they will gradual-
ly open and turn towards It. If a strong
light is placed on one side of the case con
taining them, the half of the bouquet that
faces the lamp will be unfolded, while the
other half that is in the shadow will remain
tightly closed.
