A Kansas Sugar Man.

Topeka Capital: "C. 1. Ilinman man-ige- r

of the Medicine Lodge sugar plant,
is in the city. In conversation yester-
day with a Capital reporter concerning
the sugar industry, he said: 'We manu-
factured 000,000 pounds of sugar last
season and our crop of cane was very
short. Of that amount about 60,000
pounds was made from beets. Our
beets are declared by experts to have
oeen the best ever raised any Dlace.
They yielded lo.2o per cent sugar, while
the best produced iu Germany, the great
beet raising country, is but 12 per cent.
Our people seem satisfied with the re-

sult, and many w ill turn their attention
to beet raising."

In referring to pending legislation.
Mr. Ilinman said: "I understand that
i bill has pnssed the house repealing
the sugar bounty. I consider this, if it
passes, a terrific blow to the sugar in-

dustry m Kansas. There never was a
Jaw more iu favor of the farmer on our
statute books, for the bounty is paid,
not by them but by the moneyed men
and capitalists, and the farmers really
receive the bounty in the advanced
price for their cane, which the manu-
facturers are able to pay. "

Ed. ImjEx: The t hief subject of interest

here at present is the prospective change of
postmaster at this place. It was not generally
known that a petition had been signed by a
tew and sent to the department for the remov-
al of our aged mid respected postmaster, S. H.
Henton, who has so on- and so faithfully
terveri the people of Sharon and vicinity in the
capacity of postmaster. About one week aRo
it became publ'c that another man had receiv-
ed the appointment of postmaster at this place.
The people here are almost unanimous in con-
demning this action as a treat wrong, and
wholly uncalled for. Samuel H. Henton. set-
tled in this locality from Missouri, 11 years ago,
and is well known to all the people here as an
honest, upright man. and well qualified to fill
the position. He held the otliee some years
before the town of Sharon was started, and
when the town was started he disposed of his
farm and built a residence and postoffice
building iu town, where he has kept the office
to the entire satisfaction of the community.
In disposing of his Innn Mr. Henton sacrificed
a rreat dea for the benefit of the town. The
town is mostly located on what Is known as
Mr. Hcntons farm. Mr. Henton is an aged
man, unable to perform hard work, and he is a
manof good character and of irood reputation.
The only thing I ever heard alleged why be
should be removed, is that his sympathies are
with the alliance, and that he voted the iec-ple- 's

ticket at our last election. Of course the
people will not quietly submit to such a fla-
grant wrong. As soon as the appointment of
Mr. Rule was known a remonstrance against
the removal of Mr. Henton was circulated
among the people and received 104 signatures
and has heen sent in to the department. But
there are about 150 legal voters who use Shar-
on postoffice, and Mr. Bahr, who circulated the
remonstrance, had not time to visit all, but
doubtless another remonstrance will be circu-
lated and the people will do all they can to
prevent the consummation of so great awrong,
but It may be too lute to accomplish anything
in the way of assisting Bro. Henton. Possibly
before this communication readies your read-
ers Mr. Henton may have received orders to
turn over the office to a man who can not cer
tainly be a better man than Mr. Henton, and
who is certainly not as well known in the com-
munity and who has not the confidence of the
people to the extent that Samuel H. Henton
has. It is reported thiit Mr Rule does not in-

tend to perform the duties of the office himself,
but will put it in the care of a young, able-bodi-

Besides I always
was on good terms with Ed. Caruthers
and W.G.ilusgrove. Let me also tell you
that while 1 wish all luck aud prosper-
ity to the manager of the Index, I am
not &orry, ttiat he failed to become slate
printer. Ve cannot spare many more
sucn merr. we lost .d. Uaruthers, a
man who was always in front for the
upbuilding of country and town; always
in favor of progress and improvements;
always with open heart and purse, for
any kuiu or coniriDuiions. as to my
republican creed, let me say, that I am
a plain Abraham Lincoln republican;
favoring always sound, and tnea fin-

ancial si stems; favoring real repub
licans laws, which will do the most
tfood to the greatest number. I favor iust
pensions to the defenders of our union,
not mere scanty aims, it seems to me,
that the old soldiers labor under the
same fate, as many ereat men have be-
fore. Their services were not sufficient-
ly appreciated during their luetime,
aud tne most glory was awarded them
when toothache and corns did not hurt
tneni any more. Jb'or my part I would
prefer a peusion of $10 or jgOper month
to having my grave loaded down with a

oO.uuo mouument. If we favor pen-
sions we also must favor a policy wnich
will enable us to pay them. Thatmeans protection. But we must have
protection also for protection's sake,
but nono open a field for monopoly,
high tariff and low wages. Fiee trade
and protection form y the parting
lines. I do not claim to know much
about it, but do know, that it. is an ex-
ceedingly difficult problem for such a
large country, with such different in-
terests and industries. What proved a
good thing titty years ago, may be ruin-
ous to day.

Tariff for revenue only seems tome a
humbug. If protection is cood and
profit able for us. we want to protect as
much as possible; if the free trade sys-
tem is beneficial and saving for our
country, we want as much as we can

et. regardless how much it requires to
run our government. Any thins: we
can produce should be protected suffi-
ciently to keep out foreign goods, un
less in exchange some foreign ports
will te opened free for our surplus,
then we may in return put some arti
cles on the free list, which otherwise
should be protected by a reasonable
duty. That s what I call reciprocity.
lo claim that wages are better in Eu
lope t i n in free, trade countries Is pur
posely misleading, it there are a few
cases, they are only local and in very
few brauches. As long as the stream
of immigration comes this way, it indi
cates that we do better here. The best
illustration for protection and tree
trade is turnished by the state ot Kau- -

as. e had tree trade tor liquor omy
since ten years; nay, prohibition, worse
than iree iruue, lor Aansas need not
fear any competition with its cheap
land and grain. We could not manu
facture any liquor, neither tor home
consumption nor tor export, and jet
millions of dollars worth was shipped
to Kansas. Ihe cause wny we could
uoi manufacture auy liquor is immate-
rial, whether it was prohibited by law
nr ui iveu out by tree trade competition.
Ihe result remaius the same, aud what
is the result? Abandoned bomes, no
money in circulation, poor credit, no
work for mechanics, no immigration,
no sale for real estate, aud real estate
declined over 50 per cent, in value.
And last, but not least, in consequence
of all these facts and shattered hopes.
l Know a numoer oi young men who
have hardly reached their best years,
wno are aaornea witn a strong sprink-
ling of silver threads amongst the gold,
hi spite of such a condition, these loy-
al, genuine republicans of Kansas cro
on the stump for protection, but do not
protect their own poor homes. Resub
mission republicans are considered not
4 od republicans. I can safely trust
the readers to decide the Question. I
favored highly Installs' and
alter tne alliance and democrats made
it an issue to defeat him, it was clear
that the republicans must combine to
retain Ingalls. Tho prohibitory ele-
ment supported Ingalls with candidates
uledged tor prohibition. A resubmis-
sion ingalls man they would not sup-
port and yet he needed only 18 votes
for his re election. By give and take
the twr republican factions would have
nad no diffiulty to gain enough votes iu
the whole state to elect him. But the
paramount qualification for candidates
for representative was prohibition; In-
galls' support secondary. And such an
outfit charges the resubmissionists with
disloyalty. I blame the prohibition re-
publicans for the loss of our Ingalls, ar
well as the thud party for the defeat of
Blaine against Cleveland. A dead let-
ter law was a dearer child to them than
party, or than Blaine and Inzalls. The
Cresset may claim, that the resubmis-
sionists did not make a very big show
last November. It is true, but take
the votes cast tor Robinson, at least
half of the alliance vote, and one third
of the votes cast for Humphrey and
you will get near the strength of the
resubmissionists in Kansas, whenever
we will have an opportunity to submit
the question at a special election.
Sometime last spring a preacher in
Medicine Lodge deposited his eggs in
the Cresset, treating on resubmission

nd the wicked city of Wichita. lie
erave the strenght nf the resubmission
element in the whole state at 15 000
rotes. This requires no comment, but
as to Wichita, who was so unfortunate
is to not heed his advice In time. T still
hope to see the dav. when it will do
Medicine Lodge more good than all the
nreachers of Kansas combined. I am
in favor of doing justice to all parties,
even giving credit to our enemies when
ever they deserve it. Lately the Cres-
set charged the alliance for the hard
times in Kansas. That is unjust. The
sores of Kansas are older than the alli-
ance. I do wonder what the alliance
will do in regard to resubmission. I
hope that it will prove itself as wise as
it was strong. The alliance made
neither prohibition nor resubmission
an issue. But I wish it would remem
her the experience of his twin brother,
the union labor party and put the fol-
lowing lines in its album:

Four or five years ago the union labor
party met in Cincinnati, in national
convention. For several days the dele-
gates bought and sold, swapped and
traded with the prohibition party, and
the result remained nncertaiu for sever
al davs. Finally the union labor partv
fused with the third party, and both
fell in the dirt. For servicesto be ren-
dered bv the great, reliable third party,
the laborers adopted a prohibition
plank into their platform, and it is
there vet. for neither party ever had

n opportunity to use any of theirplanKs. It was easy to figure on the
result In the face of Cincinnati,
across the Rhine, where thousands of
people can not get a good, clear drink
of water during the whole year, it was
more than fooltshneM. it was tvrannv
nrmkean effort toward prohihiriAn
