COLFAX FRUIT
More Fruit Shipped From There in
1890 Than Ever Before.
[Colfax Sentinel, January 10th.]

Below we give the number of carloads
of fruit shipped abroad this season from
Colfax by the Mountain Fruit Company,
all of which commanded high prices, as
does all the fruit grown in this section;
and mark our words, old Father Time is
fast approaching with long, swinging
strides, as an advance guard to an im-
mense army of industrious and energetic
soil-tillers, who will gobble up all our
lands that are not taken, dot our hills
and valleys with farms, vineyards and
homes, and then old Placer can raise the
banner that will float over them all, and
its folds will be unfurled to the breeze,
displaying to the gaze of -all its well-
Ournc(; reputation of “First in Wealth,
First in Diversity of Products, and First
in Quality.” Following is the shipment
for 1890:

New York—Five cars of peaches, pears
and grapes.

Montana—Four cars of peaches and
grapes.

Chicago—Eight cars of peaches, pears,
plums and grapes.

Loeal market—Two thousand five hun-
dred boxes, or about three cars.

A. G. Bell, of Hillside Vineyard,
shipped five cars (ten tons each) of wine
grapes to the Nevada County Winery.
Also one car to Sacraimento.

W. B. Hayford shipped two cars of
grapes; of ten tons each.

This makes a total of twenty-five car-
loads of iruit and grapes shipped from
Colfax during 1899. The total number of
boxes would be about 20,000.

EL DORODAS OIL.
It Produces Fine Olives at an Altitude
of 1,500 Fect.

‘We have from time to time spoken of
the value and capabilities of the soil of
this county, and variety and qualily of
the fruit raised here, says the El Dorado
Deinoerat. The past year's crop, being
large and choice, has attracted the atten-
tion of outsiders, and the State press is
beginning to pay some attention to El
Dorado products. It was only last week
that a strong point was made in favor of
our county by D. Johnson of Sacramento,
who owns a large olive ranch near Pilot
Iill, in this county. He states that he
found that the olives on his place, just
above Cool, ripened fully five weeks
earlier than the same fruit in the valley.
This most desirable result is despite the
fact that Cool is fully 1,500 feet higher
than Sacramento.

The same paper says: ‘“Joseph Meyer
of Grizzly F at brought to this office this
week some fine samples of vegetables,
raised by him at an altitude of 4,800 feet.
Parsnips and carrots were especially fine,
the latter measuring four inches in cir-
camference. There was a foot and a half
of snow on the ground when Mr. Meyer
dug these vegetables, yet they were fine
and solid and sweet when we tasted
them. The rich soils of the mountains
raise the choicest of the hardy vege-
tables.”
