WasninaroN, Jan. 13.—It is under-
stood that the Cabinet considered the
Behring controversy and Indian
question at the reguiar meeting to-day,
but it is impossible to obtain any official
information on the subject. Attorney-
General Miller does not appear disturbed
over the turn atlairs have taken. Itis
learned throngh perfectly competent
authority that this apparent complacency
is due fto the fact that the case is not
actually before the Supreme Court for
final settlemient. ‘“You see,” said this
official, *‘the petitioners moved an in-
junction, or rather a prohibition, as it is
termed in admiralty eases.”

SENATOR ITEARST.

His Secretary Says 'lle is Not Danger-
ously Ill.

WasHiNagTox,Jan 13.—Senator Hearst’s
private secretary is authority for the state-
ment that the Associated Press report of
Senator Hearst’s condition is not correct.
Both Senator Iearst and his private
secretary, Wedderburn, say that Senator
Hearst’s condition is not dangerous, and
he is improving slowly but surely. 'The
doctors decline to talk on the subject.
This is regarded by some as indicating
that the Senator is in a dangerous con-
dition.

The family and those closely aonnected
say that Senator Hearst’s condition is im-
proving, and the doctors refuse to talk,
80 his real condition must remain un-
known until there is some radical change
for the better or worse. Senator Hearst’s
most intimate friends are 4lso in the dark
as to the Senator’s real condition.

Congressman Clunie thinks the Senator
is improving gradually, and that the re-

orts of his condition by the Associated
.Il’l"-x\_:j‘u‘(- grossly exaggerated.

Senator Stanford causes his private
secrelary to inquire every day as to Sen-
ator Hearst's condition, but the answer
returned in each case is that ““the Senator
passed a comfortable night, and is im-
proving slowly,” or ‘‘he passed a restless
night. and not quite so weil to-day.”
Further than that, it is impossible to
learn anything about his condition. It is
asserted by some that he has cancer of
the stomach, and will never be able to
resume his seat in the Senate, but these
reports usually emanate from those not
in a position to know as well as some
others,

W. R. Hearst continues by his father’s
bedside. This is regarded by some as ¢
sure indication of the Senator’s danger-
ous condition.

HIS CASE HOPELESS.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 13.—A consultation
of Senator Hearst’s physicians, it is said,
reached a decision that the Senator is suf-
fering of cancer of the colon, or the large
intestine, and that there is absolutely no
hope of recovery. He may die in a few
days or may linger for months.

CONGRESSIONAL.

Sherman Delivers a Lengthy Address
on the Financlal Bill.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 13.—In the Senate
to-day Morgan, on behalf of Colquitt, gave
notice of an amendment Ito the financial
bill abolishing the tax on State banks.

The Senate then resumed consideration
of the financial bill, and was addressed
by Sherman. The Stewart amendment,
he said, was a radical proposition, which
changed the whole character of the bill.
It was a proposition that the United
States should pay §1 20 for every ounce
of silver bullion that might be of-
Not
only this, but it had no option as a mode
of payment. The option was in the hands
of the owner. This proposed measure
gave ‘prvfcrvnvo to silver over gold; not
only this, but it was not open to further
amendment, To-day the value of silver
in the markets of the world was some-
thing about $1 05 an ounce. Here was
an oiler to pay 24 cents an ounce more
than the market price,

Shérman also criticised the proposition
that silver was to be formed into coin or
bars at the option of the owner *“*without
charge.,” He said now, in all sincerity,
that he believed the free coinage of silver
would enable us to maintain the value of
silver bullion up to that of gold. He
would vote for free coinage to-day, hut it'it
were admitted that silver would not reach
gold execept by the Government paying a
bounty to the producers of domestic sil-
ver, he did not think there was any dan-
ger of the measure passing.

There was no difiiculty, Sherman as-
serted, in keeping gold and silver at
parity with each other. When they sepa-
-rated in market value, and when it wus
clearly perceived that cither metal was
going down in value, then the ratio
should be changed. He believed the
best money ever devised by man
was the Treasury notes of the United
States, issuing under the laws of the last
session, gold certificates and silver certifi-
cates. The common people believed in
hard money. They were willing to have
paper money, but they wanted it main-
tained at par. He cautioned the Demo-
cratic Senators from the East and the
Senators from the Southern States that
it they committed themselves to the
policy of the free coinage of silver, they
would bave the bhurden of that comntit-
ment next year, when the respounsibility
of legislation would be upon them; and
Le reminded them that during four years
of Democratic administration they had
not dared to propose such a measure, but
kept guiet as possible, and no alliance

would have driven them to the prineciple
of free coinage. For one, he would stand
by a legal standard of wvalue, on which

sumed his seat, amid applause:

Teller said the Senator’s argument had
been an a%peal against the mines of the
country. The question was not one of
compensation to miners, but whether the
world wanted'silver as mioney.

Allison said it-was true that the people
of the United States'did not favor the use
of metal as money in ordinary transac-
tions—whether of silver or gold. They
preferred  paper substitutes for coin
whether the coin be of silver or of gold.

Aldrich and Evarts also spoke against
the amrendment.

MecConnell argued in favor of free coin-
age.

The hour then being late, it was de-
cided that Jones of Nevada, Ingalls, Gib-
son, and Hiscock he allowed to address
the Senate in extenso to-morrow, after
which a ten minutes’ debate be entered

upon.

COLUMBIA RIVER.

Objection to a Boat Raillway Near The
Dalles.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 13.—A meeting of
the House River and Harbor Committee
was held to-day to consider the boat rail-
way bill, passed by the Senate recently.
There is strong objections made to pay-
ing nearly §3,000,000 for a ship railway at
the Columbia river obstruction, ahove
The Dalles.

Representative Hermann submitted an
amendment providing for the present ap-
propriation of §200,600, and authorizing
the Secretary of War to contract for the
entire work. and to construct in the be-
ginning so that it might as early as possi-
ble answer the urgent demands of com-
merce, pending the completion of the
work.

This also engendered lively opposition.
General Henderson argued against the
ship railway scheme, and said it was bet-
ter to pay 3900,000 more, which was the
estimate for the canal through the
obstructions, than pay $2,500,000 for an
experiment.
1_Gru:svner and Blanchard agreed with
1im.

Hermann finally suggested that the
committee favor a portage road, which
would cost $431,000, according to the
engineer’s report. This would answer
the temporary purpose. This plan met
with the comittee’s approval, and Her-
mann, Grasvner and Blanchard were ap-
pointed a committee to prepare an
amendment, which would in effect be a
substitute for the Senate bill, and, as
amended, Hermann was instructed to re-
port the Senate bill to the House.

Pecullar Actions of the Police in Re-
storing the Stolen Property
to the Ov?her.

It is signed by
whal purports to be the full name of the
thiet, who, Professor Dahl says, he would
not want arrested now, it he had to go
without an overcoat for the remainder of
the winter. The letter is as follows:

/THE CONFESSION,
SACRAMENTO, Junuary --, ’91,

Professor Dall—DeEAl  SIR: [Confession.]
With due respect 1 take the liberty to bring
the following to your notice. There are periods
in human life when every trouble, disaster
and misfortune seems to have combined to-
gether to erush all earthly hopes of a man ina
common rujin. I am in such a period now, A
I stranger ingthis city, trough circuiustance of
wich I had, no control whatever, brought to
absolute misery, I had no more contro! over
mysell. Possessing a fine education, talking
and writing flnently four or five modern lan-
guages, having tirst-class reference, willing to
do anything {0 muke an honest living, willing
to work for any board only till I eould senc
for assistance to my family, it was impossible
for me io, obtain employmment. Four days
I was without anything to eat. The cold dur-
ing the night, especially in the silent hours of
the morning, was such that I prayed to God
to let me dic there and then, and if T had pos-
sessed the means I would have committed
suicide. Saturday morning I entered the city
library to obtain some warmth, I saw an
overcoat hanging there, and I thought how
warm it would be to have one during the
night. I had to sell mine to get something to
eat; the tempiation was too strong, and in de-
lirium of despair, without knowing the extent
of my crime, the coat was in my hands. Oh
how T suffered after the deed was done; how I
suffer yet. I would give iny left hand to undo
what [ did. Forgive e, dear sir, the troubles
I gave you. Iassureyou, when I obtain em-
ployment I will restore everything you may
have lost by it. Last night was the first in 4
days 1 had g bed, but it was impossible for me
to sleep, my conseience would not let me rest.,
I walked up and down my room, almost on
the verge of insanity, from fear of being ar-
rested, and be rained forever, and then the
disgrace I bring on my mother and sisters;
to think on that was enough to make me pa
a sleepless and erying night. 1 send you this
letter to tell you I never did any wrong in my
life before, 50 you can understand perhaps
how I suffered before 1 fell to temptation. I
never, so help me God, will commit another;
will die from hunger before I will attempt
another theft. Youmay scorn me, but I think,
knowing my circumstances, you will pity me
also. Respectfully.

THE STATE'S HEALTH.

The Board of Health’s Report Shows
an Increase in the Death Rate.

The Deeember report of the State Board
of Health has been issued by the Secre-
tary, Dr. G. G. Tyrrell. Mortality state-
ments from 93 localities, with 740,169 pop-
ulation, show 1,196 deaths, the largest
percentage since January of last year.

he increased death rate wasowing to the
increase and fatality of diseases of the
respiratory organs, including diphtheria
and eroup.

Consumption caused the death of 169
persons; pneumonia, 140; bronchitis, 28;
copgestion of the lungs, 9 whooping-
cotuigh, 1; diphtheria, 63; croup, so closei‘y
allied to diphtheria as to be almost
synonymous with it, caused 35 deaths;
cholera infantum, 12: diarrheea an
dysentery, 9; scarlet fever, 2; measle§, 1;
smallpox, 3; typho-malarial fever, 5;
typhoid fever, 31; remittent and inter-
mittent fevers, 5; cerebro spinal fever, 5;
erysipelas, 3; cancer, 34; heart disease, 84;
alcoholism, 28; deaths from causes not
classified, 478.
