JHE SENATE PASSES TIIE FREE
COINAGE BIUL.

The nouse Disposes of the Army

Appropriation Bill—The Seal-

Ing Matter.

Special to the Record-Union.
Washington, Jan. 14.—The financial

bill was taken up immediately after tho
reading of the journal. Ingalls addressed
the Seriate, beginning his speech with a
bitter denunciation of the independent in
politics.

He then had rend in the morning papers
Sherman's speech, a considerable part of
"which was directed to the defense of
millionaires.

People hud suddenly awakened to a
conception of the fact that the bulk of
the property of tho country was passing
Into tlif>hands of those whom the Senator
from Ohio c.-.11-'i', by euphemism, the.
speculators of tho country. These men
had no politics but plunder and no princi-
ple but spoliation.

It warn no wonder tho laboring and
agricultural rlfl—fllof this country had at
last awakened, and speculators must take
•Warning.

Referring to tho late election, he said:
"Itwas neither a Republican defeat nor
a Democratic victory. It was a demo-
cratic uprising, independent of aud su-
perior to both politic-ill parties. Itwas a
crisis that might become a catastrophe-
It was a peaceful revolution."

He attributed the depression of the
country in a great measure to tho de-
niouitization Act oflS7a. He had not the
slightest doul.it that the great majority of
the people, irrespective of party, were in
favor ofthe free coinage ofsilver, and had
been for the past fifteen years. Warn-
ings and admonitions were plenty in this
debate, but he would say to those who
were arraying themselves against the de-
liberately expressed judgment of the
American people that men would cornea
time when the people would not be trilled
\u25a0with on this subject.

The political power of the nation has
been transferred from circumference to
center, and the people of that center were
Unanimously demanding the free coinage
ofsilver. Itwas for that reason he should
cordially support the amendment of the
Senator from Nevada.

Ingalls spoko a little over two hours,
anil as he took his seat lie was heartily
applauded, as wellfrom the floor as from
the densely crowded galleries.

Jones of Nevada next addressed the
Senate infavor of Stewart's amendment.
The Senators might as well make up
their minds that the time was fast ap-
proaching when the question of the
\u25a0world, would be, "What is the money of
the United Stales?" and then the effortof
the world would bo to obtain some of
thai money wherewith to nay the United
States forbalances of trade "which they
\u25a0would owo us. "I believe it to be tlie
privilege and destiny of this Republic to
solve the great problem of tho perfect
money riddle which the sphinx of civil-
ization is forever putting to the nations."

The debate then continued under the
ten-minute rule.

Gorman offered an amendment to the
proposition presented by Sherman on
the 2<it!i instant, providingfor the imposi-
tion ofa coinage charge on foreign silver.
After debate Gorman withdrew the
amendment for the present.

Sherman offered an amendment, add-
ing to tho words making the Treasury
certificates legal tender, "except where
otherwise expressly stipulated in the con-
tract." Ho subsequently withdrew the
amendment.

Finally discussion on Stewarts amend-
ment was closed, and the Senate pro-
ceeded to vote on it. It was agreed to.
Yeas 42, nays 30, as follows:

Pairs were announced as follows: Col-
quitt and Dawes, George and Blair,
Kenna and Harwell.

During the announcement of tho pairs
Wolcott asked by whose authority the
Senators from South Dakota, who lie un-
derstood wore i:i favor of the amendment,
were paired with Senators who would
also vote for it.

The Vice-President said he could give
no information on the subject.

Voorhees said he had been paired with
Mr. Moody. Having gathered that the
Senator could not be relied uj>on to vote
for the amendment, but agaufst it, his
(Voorhces 1) pair had boon transferred to
Ransom, who would have voted for the
amendment.

Casey said ho had telegraphed Moody
and ivttigrew four or five days ago. stat-
ing that a vote would be taken to-day,
and asking whether they desired any
change in l heir pairs, and received no re-
lily. The pairs therefore remained with
iansom and Hearst.
Stewart moved to strike out Section 4 of

the bill,being the proposition for an issue
of |200,000,600 of 2 per cent, bonds to buy
up outstanding bonds.

Sherman said tiiat after tho decisive
votejust taken, there was nouse wearying
the Senate uselessly. With the free coin-
age of silver, he doubted whether 2 per
cent, bonds could be sold at par.

The fourth section was struck otit—ayes
48, noes l!i.

The negatives were Aldrich, Cameron,
Casey. Dixon, Dolph, Edmunds, Frye,
Hale, Hawley, Higgins, Hoar, Morrill,
Platt, Power, Quay. Sanders, Sawyer,
Shoup, and Wilson of lowa.

Sherman voted aye.
Plumb moved to strike out the first sec-

tion of the bill. Agreed to without di-
vision. (This section provided for the
purchase of 12,000,000 ounces of silver at
the market price.)

Plumb moved to strike out the second
section, limiting the compulsory require-
ment of deposit bonds by national banks
to 81 ,000. Agreed to without division.

Plumb moved to strike out the third
section, as to national bank currency, and
to insert in lieu of it the following: That
tho Secretary of the Treasury is hereby
authorized to replace all sums of national
bank notes hereafter permanently retired
and cancelled by the issue in lieu thereof
like sums in United States notes of the
description and character of the United
States notes now outstanding and author-
ized by the Act of March a, 1803, entitled
an Act to provide ways and means for the
support OS the Government.

After a long debate Plumb's amend-
ment was defeated—yeas 20, nays 40.

The Senate then passed a free coinage
bill,pure and simple, as a substitute for
the iiuancial bill—ayes 39, noes 27.

IN THK HOCSE.
Washington, Jan. 14.— The House

went into Committee of the Whole on the
army appropriation bill.

Alter the disposing of a few amend-
ments of minor importance the commit-
tee rose and the billpassed.

Enloe of Tennessee to-day Introduced
in the Houses resolution declaring that
the conduct of ?Jreat Britain in tiling a
suggestion for tho determination of tho
sealerj' controversy by the United States
Supreme Court was -without precedent,
prejudicial to the comity of nations and
to the amicable conduct of international
relations, and in derogation of the dignity
of the Government and the people of the
United States.

Tho House then went into Committee
of the Whole on the District of Colum-
bia bill, but little was done, when the
committee rose and the House adjourned.

AMUSEMENTS.
There was a largo attendance at the Fete

of Nations entertainment at the Opera
House last night. Tho programme was
excellent and was concluded early, leav-
ing plenty of time for dancing, prome-
nade and social intercourse. Every-
thing passed otf more smothly and rapidly
than on tho lirst niglA. The pro-
gramme was materially changed. It
opened with a "Grand March ofNations,"
by liOO participants. It was a beautiful
spectacle. J. EL L>csmond gave a song
effectively and was warmly encored.
Superintendent Albert Hart read Trow-
bridge's "Vagabonds" in character, with
excellent dramatic effect. Miss Ida Des-
mond, in costume, sang "The Dairy
Maid's Song," with such spirit and
in such good voice as to win
warm applause. On recall she
sang "The Cows Are In the Corn," and
was again enthusiastically encored. Miss
Pullman's class gave anew series of Del-
sarte movements, in the costumes of
classic Greece. The movements were
very graceful and expressive, and proved
tho class to be remarkably well drilled
for the brief time in which it
has been organized. The Spanish
section presented a handsome tableau, as
also did the Italian section, the
latter with a characteristic and well-exe-
cuted.dance by Miss Maud C'aswell and
Professor Watson.

IngeniousFruit-Shipping Box.
A very ingenious and neatly arranged

device for carrying fruit for Easttrn ship-
ment has been invented by T. S. Fitch of
Alamcda. With it fruit, like peaclies,
apricots, pears or oranges, can be kept
firmly in place in the box, and, at the
same time, each peach or pear is entirely
by itself. The name thai accomplishes
this is made of cardboard frames, each
holding six peaches, fitting in the ordi-
nary sized peach box. In the bottom of
each frame six holes are cut with a die,
shaped likea •, the length of the radiat-
ing points depending on the size of tho
fruitfor which the frame is graded. The
fruit—an orange or peach, for example—
is pressed into each hole, the cut card-
board points bending and binding so as
to hold the fruit linnly in place. The de-
vice willboth grade and carry the fruit.
Mr. Filch thinks the method will prove
more satisfactory for shippers, and also
accomplish the desired result with much
less labor than the present system of
packing.

PRESTON INDUSTRIAL SCHOOL.
The Secretary's Estimate of tlio Cost

of Completing It.
The first report of Bvainard F. Smith,

the Secretary of the Preston School of
Industry at lone, has been issued. It
gives the following excellent description
of the building, which is now in the
courso oferection:

"The main Administration Building
willhave a frontage of Ifiß feet and a depth
offiftyfeet; is to bo three stories inj^li
above a basement. Prom the rear center
wIB extend a corridor 30 feet in length
and 9 feet wide, connecting the main Ad-
ministration Building with its annex,
which willbe two stories high above a
basement. Tho main Administration
Building is to be built of common bricks,
faced with Sacramento stock bricks
(bricks of a quality and finish a medium
between common and pressed bricks),
and trimmed with lone red sandstone.
There is to bo a water and clock tower,
US feet high, to the right of the main en-
trance to tho building. Tho corridor and
annex are to be built of common bricks.
The structure, when finished, will be a
model ofits kind, for the Board has fol-
lowed the implied wishes of the Legis-
lature in combining all tho excellencies
ofedifices ofa similar character found inthe East by President Devlin.

The Secretary lias also prepared esti-
mates of the cost necessary to complete
and furnish the school, so as to put it in
full working order for the reception ofthe wards oi the State, and fortheir main-
tenance for tho next two years. He esti-
mates that |81,800 will be needed to com-
plete the main building, and $132,*« more
to cover the expense of building cottages,
a stable, barn, commissary building,
power and trades school building, en-
trance gateways and architect's fees. The
estimated cost of furnishing and lifting
tin.' main building is &iU,il<fc>; furnishings
lor barns, out-houscs, etc., $1(3,775; fittings
for trades school, $l!i,.!50; general addi-
tional expenses, £41,000; maintenance es-
timate, §51,710 00; total, §3«),000.
