Senators Heacock and Goucher Have
a Tilt About Economy.

Both Branches Take a Kecess in Order
to Visit the Citrus Fatr-Tes-

terday's Proceedings.

SEXATE.

The Senate met at 10 o'clock a. m., Pres-
ident pro tern. Fraser in the chair. Roll
called and quorum present. Prayer by
the Chaplain, Rev-. J. A. Bruner. Jour-
nal read and approved.

THE ARCHIVES VAULT.
Mr. Banks, from the special committee

appointed to confer with the Secretary of
Suite relative to the completion of the
vault in the basement of the Capitol
building for the custody of the archives of
the State, reported that tho committee
had examined the vault and found itto
be fire-proof, burglar-proof and practi-
cally water-proof. The committee recom-
mended that itbe completed and used for
the purpose intended.

Mr, Crandall said he had examined the
vault and tamo to the conclusion that it
would be too damp for tho storage of
written or printed matter.

Mr. Preston said the committee was ac-
companied by an arobiteet, a plumber, a
builder and the engineer of the Capitol in
their investigations. They found that

ners In an adjoining room, where they
been for two or three years, had not

su tiered from dampness, and the com-
mittee was satisfied the vault was all
right. Itwas completed, and needed only
interior finishing and furnishing. Of the
the original appropriation of #10,000 some
$3,<HHJ remained unexpended, and it would
t>e better to have tiie vault completed and
put to use than go to the expense ofbuild-
ing a new one.

NO CLERKS FOB DEMOCRATS.
Mr. lleacock, as the special committee

of one to whom had been referred the
resolution of Mr. Seawell. asking that
each DemoaiaUc Senator be allowed a
clerk at a per diem of $i, submitted the
following report:

$3, lms had the aa&w under consideration,
and beg leave to report that it has searched
diligently foran established precedent which
would warrant a Bworabie report on the reso-
lution. The nearest approach to such preee-
tlcnt which your committee has been ui>le u>
litnl was established iv this body at its last
session, wh«fc-as tho record shows—twenty-
two DemocrsQc Senators enjoyed j;le luxury
an.l companionship of upward of forty-four
committee clerks, an average of at least two
for each DesMeostlc Senator.' ]>ut, as such
precedent was not afterward approved by the
people, wtaow servants we all ar._-, for instead
of twenty-two, a remnant of only twelve
Democratic Senators, have been returned at
the present Bcsision.fyour committee doe* not
tlcuiii it wise to follow It, and therefore recom-
mend the indefinite postponement of the reso-
lution.

The roll was called on the adoption of
the report, aud while it was in progress
Senator Seawell—who had been absent —reached his seat, lieasked some Demo-
cratic friend how he should vote (not
knowing what was before the Senate), and
was told to vote aye, and he did so.

The report was adopted by a vote ofjJG
ayes too noes.

Mr. Goucher gave notice of a motion to
reconsider.

A.n hoar or so later Mr. Soawell stated
to the Senate that ho had cast a vote some
time before under a misapprehension,
and asked unanimous consent to change
it. The Senate, however, veftased to grant
tin; request, at which thero was consider-
able merriment, the Senator irom Men-
dociuo taking it good-humorodly.

Mr. Heacock called op tho special order
of the day, the consideration of S. B. 2U7,
fixing tho number and per diem of at-
taches of the Senate, the pending motion
being that it be declared a case of urgency,
read three times and passed. The bill is
as follows:

Mr. Britt moved to amend by making ,
the pay of Postmasters §5 per day, instead ;

wanted his political friends of the future ,
to have the benefit of the proposed in- ,
crease of pay. ,

The amendment was lost.
Mr. Goucher spoke against the clause

fixingthe per diem of undesignated at-
taches at $5. He said it was offering too j
strong a temptation to office-seekers to :
swarm uj>on the capital at each session of
the Legislature, demanding positions at
the hunds of representatives.•Legislators
who honestly desired to be economical
were not proof against importunate con- :
stituonts. This was the case at the last '
session. He had voted to employ a large 'number ofattaches, but the people of his
district took issue with him as to the
propriety thereof, and he could not have
bean re-elected had he not pledged him-
self to strict economy in that regard. He
intimated that Senator Ileacock's present
action was not consistent'with that oftwo
years ago, when he was an ardent oppo-
nent of the employment of numerous at-
taches. He moved to substitue $3 for95.Mr. Heacodc, with some warmth, re-
pelled the Senator's charge of inconsist-
ency. He (•Hcaeoek) favored economy
then, and he favored it now. The billbe-
fore the Senate was in the interest of
economy, by limiting the number of cer-
tain cla.-ses of attaches and establishing
ther rates of pay. It also fixed the per
diem of any other attaches that the Legis-
lature might find it in.vessary to employ,
instead of leaving it an open question, to
be determined at the willof a majority of
the members. Hs claimed to be as sin-
cere in his advocacy of retrenchment as
he was when the Democratic Legislature
of twoyears ago was indulging in such
unprecedented extravagance.

Mr. (.toucher's amendment was lost.
Mr. Ostrom then moved to amend the

same clause by making the per diem £1instead of He said there were men
working for low wages on farms who
would be glad to fill these positions at
that pay.

Tliis motion also failed, and by a vote
of 29 ayes to 0 noes the billwas passed.
