TIDAL  INFLUENCES.

IHE THEORY OF ONE WHO HAS
MADE CLOSE OBSERVATIONS.

Why the Strait of Carquinez Always
Swallows the Immense Masses of
Floods From the Valleys.

The greatest valley floods never yet
raised the flowing tide in this potential
tide-bearer the major fraction of a foot—
Probably never so much asa tenth of a
foot, according to the casual observation
of nautical men frequenting and experi-
enced in it (the best authority in such a
case on such a matter, for the eye of the
Practical sailor or waterman notes habit-
ually and almost by instinet, the pro-
gress, regress and peculiarities of tides.
Yetfrom time to time, during the gener-
&tion last past, grave doubts and alarms
&s to the capacity of this giant factor of
the ocean have been raised onthe very re-
spectable and very weak opinions of
landsmen and labberly land engineers.

I well wot of a really accomplished
everage civil engineer, who, once in the
presence of an official body having ap-
propriate functions, became patheticin
prophecy of terrible disaster because Car-
quinez wasn’t big enough to take and
carry great valley floods. It was one of
those vagaries without a single fact to
support its theory, that are hatched and
too often fledged under color of scientitie
pretension. and which, by the sheer etfect
of promulgation in the name of seience,
carry doubts and something of dismay
into the public mind without so much as
& shade of a shadow of demonsiration.

In view of the undisputed history of
Carquinez Strait and its all-time past

erformances in the discharge of valley

oods, I cannot doubt its power to dis-
pose at once of any body of flood water
that may be presented at the northern
lobe of open water in Suisun Bay by a
tidal channel through the Montezuma
peninsula.

Whether a backset of water would tem-
porarily result upon the bay islands can
riever be known sy computation, from
any data existing or attainable, without
the operation of the Montezuma Channel
itself, which would solve the question
conclusively, without computation at all,
Doubtiess acres of fignres could be made
to apparently prove anything and really
prove nothing, and regiments of mathe-
matical physicists be found to make and
verify them to the best of their knowledge
and belief. Nothing of that kind in this
matter should be trusted or tolerated.
Every possible net damage to property
ought to be, and under the ecleinentary
Jaw of our State would be paid. Such
damage, if ever found at all, could be no
more than an infinitesimal offset against
legions of great benefits of most substan-
tial kind, even the general habilitation of
& new earth of prime worth in these val-

leys.

Of the things that I do not know,
which are many, of my firm beliefs,
which are few, perhaps the chiefest of all,
next to the supremacy of Di-
vine intellig is  the belief
that flood delivered by the
Montezuma Ch , i1t is to be, will be
no more floods, except as constitu-

ents of the mighty ebb and flow, until
resurrected n by evaporaiion from
old ocean.and again transported and de-
posited by the powers of the air upon
this or another land.

Just here, charily, as against current
scientific opinicn in the main, I venture a
thought that a thorough tidal current at
ebb has greater power td capacity for
discharge than a non-tidal or semi-tidal
river current of like vertical section.
The practical paraphrase of this thought
was expressed by the writer in a publica-
tion made September 21, 1878, in the fol-
lowing words:

River currents are the effeet of gravita-
tion operating in the direction of the
earth’'s radii, and causing progress on
i of inclined planes such as the
earth’s surface m mppen to indicate
for them. erent cohesive prop-
erty of wu small figure as a factor
in the progress of a flowing stream solely
impelled by gravitation toward the
earth’s cen » prevailing character-
istic of rivers is of the greater de-
clivily near the source and the lesser near
the debouchure.

The tractile eflect of cohesion is thus
neutraiized by the more rapid current
near the source, which thrusts the slower
current forward instead of being itself
drawn forward by cohesion to the latter.

The exceptions, such as the Falls of the |

Nile, the Niagara, the Congo, cnly prove
the rule, to-wit: 'That the water of rivers
glides, rolls, rushes, tumbles, ete., with
slightly appreciable assistance from the
tractile property incident to the cohesion
of its particles, which traction when. in
massed volume under tidal influence, is
brought into steady and most effective
action, together with the carth’s gravity
as well,

Most effective.}I say, for the motor
of the ocean tiGal risa is not the effect of
gravitation toward the eartl’s center, but
ithe forces operating in a quite ditferent
direction, as inst » the attraction of
(gravitation toward) the sun and the
moon, the centrifugal force of the earth’s
diurnal revoiution, and soon. That the
inducements to thetides are but imper-
fectly understood by those best informed
in them is non-essential and indeed
hardly referential to my theory of the
power of the ebbing tide to draw along
with it great accummulations of water
not placed by the flowing tide at all, but
by dtmds from the inland watershed. It
is quite suilicient for my purpose to know
the mode in rise and fall of tides as in-
ferred from these two facis, respeclively,
seen and universally admitted.

Ocean tidal elevations occeupy immense
surfaces on the planet and advance with
stupendous velocity; yet the water com-
yosing them advances almost not at all—
it is simply lifted up, and when the tidal
elevaiion has p: i by and the water
ialls, it recedes no ali, except ifrom its
elevation. It is lifted and lowered in a
mass, the surfuce and the depths simul-
tancously. Ifonly the surface water was
affected by the rise, surface radii currents

. We know no such thing hap-
Hence, I repeat, the surface and
the depths rise in correspondence, and all
is serene. Nor can we imagine that the
whole mass of ocean is lifted clear of its
botiom, and undercurrents at twenty
times railroad speed formed to fill the
vacuum. But it is easy to conceive the
carth’s crust at the bottom—or rather the
whole mass of the planet—iflexible cnough
to yield the fool or two or three that
forms the maximum tidal cievation at
mid-ocean.

The iexibility of the carth is illustrated
clearly at every little shock of earthauake.
Were there 110 tlexion, the surface would
be broken by the least of them. As it is,
the earih opens only ler great shocks
that exceed its elasticity at particnlar
peints. It is quiite possible, and even

orobable, that continents expericnce an
imperceptible rise and fall from the same

pens,

. causcs that produce the rise and fall of

tides in the occean. Our old “‘solid earth”
is a little mellow after all, and it makes
us glad to think so.

I am a little wide of my main subject,
but shall return and get there all the
same.

When the advancing tidal elevation
finds an cbstruction, indenture or inlet
atthe land, then, and only then, is an ap-

preciable advancing current of water
formed to the land, producing the “flow-
ing tide,”” This eurrentis closely corre-
spondent to a river current of equal
depth, and is thrust forward, not drawn
forward at all by reason of its cohesion,
though gravity operates by reason of its
tidal elevation. Itis the practical equiva-
lent of a river current. But when the
culininating point of the tidal elevation
has passed, then the surface and the
depths of ocean fall similianeously and
communicate a like tendenci' to acees-
sories in bays and inlets. Hence, the
tidal currents at ebb in these accessories
are nearly uniformn from surface down-
"ward, often strongest beneath the susface
while river enrrents are always retarded
from the surface downward.

TH® river current is produced and
maintained sheerly by the gravity of the
earth; the flowing tide by the thrust of
the tidal elevation and the gravity of the
earth; the ebbing tide by the joint motors
of the gravity of the earth and a power-
ful traction through the cohesion of the
steadily moving masses of water directly
subjected toan uniform draft from sur-
face to bottom, equal to the whole sink-
ing weight of the ocean column of tidal
elevation, less the difference in depth
between the principal and its accessory.

In view of stupendous dchievements in
the discharge of inland floods, achicve-
ments that dazed engineers have many
times and oft been ready to denounce as
impossible, even in the face of the tri-
umphant facts known and read of all
observers, I much incline to trust my
theory of the tidal infiuence, and think 1t
truly discloses the reason why the Strait
of Carguinez always swallows the im-
mense masses of floods from these valleys
without appreciable rise of its surface or

one symptom of gorging. And if the
theory is true, then the strait
has a far greater capacity than

natural exigency has ever yet demanded.

Yet the well knewn facts that illustrate

Carquinez are a basis of faith stronger

than can be anytheory of forces, unless

approved by results, S. N. NORTON.

In blasting, and this was the roar of ar-
tillery that Billy Hamilton and the liitle
boys and giris heard. Now, Mr. Hamil-
ton, you are getting cornered up a little,
Will you get hot again? Will your eyes
bug out like a pair of Roman candles?
They mignt furnish you a little light on
the subject. Now, Mr, Billy Hamilton,
if you have been mislead by other parties,
why mnot come out 1';‘:’.nkiy like 2 man
and say =o, and let the slanders rest
where they belong, for you can prove
nothing that you allege. I have given
yvou a direct challenge. T am not joking.
I'm in dead earnest, and I want you to
know it., You are trying to involve Mr.
Routier in getting a bill-passed by rush-
ing it through the lLegislature before it
can be well considered.

This attack on me is only a pretext for
an attack on the farmers of this valley.
But I will speak of this part of it when I
have done with you, Mr. Hamiiton.

You say that I am thinuing out the
ducks. This is s0 comieal that any one
who knows anything about the class of
ducks here now would not pay the slight-
est attention to what you say, except to
grin at you.

And now, Messrs. Editors, and you,
dear readers, who have been watching
the dark plots of these fellows from the
start, but do not know their objects, it is
a spiteful attack on me. ILet me tell you
that this is only an indirect atiack on the
farmers of this valley. These sturdy
fellows are the backbone of Californ a
and are the men who have built up and
supported the cities of this valley, and
they need all the protection the laws can
give them. Tloodsand dry seasons have
done their work on these gallant feilows,
and to-day most of their homes are
mortzaged ; but still they strugele on,
bravely determined to succeed, and they
will do it in time. Itis not many wears
since the law for the protection of ducks
was done away. This was unwise, be-
cause some of our game birds needed pro-
tection, and the next Legislature amended
and {)assed the present very effective law
for the protection of game.

THE DESTRUCTIVE BALLEE.

Now, dear reader, let me explain why
this law was abolished,

The widgeon, or ‘‘ballee,” as this duck
is sometimes called, is the entire cause
of all the trouble the il:\rd-working farmer
has to contend with, being very gregari-
ous in its habits. It goes in immense
swarms to the grain fields, where they
destroy everything around them, fre-
quently ruining an entire field of grain
in a few days and there is no protection
against them. 1 have seen these destruct-
ive birds on the grain, where they could
be counted by the acre, and figures are in-
adequate to give any idea of their incredi-
bie numbers, and to say that a few hunt-
ers could make any impression in thin-
ning them out is absurd.

The farmers have tried every means to
protect their grain, but it is little use, the
birds in the night and about daylizht can
be seen making their way to the tules.

The widgeon is not like any other
duck. His habits are distinet and pecu-
liar, and he is more like the wild goose
than the duck, and his home is not on the
water with the other dueks: but in the
pastures and grain fields, where he eais
and destroys nearly everything that is
green. This is why he is such a terror to
the farmer who raises grain. The breed-
ing grounds of these birds are some
thousands of miles from here, and in the
great northern lakes and swampsthey
breed undisturbed, the long cold winters

preventing all vegetation from growing’

except the mosses and spongy growths
belonging to this family, but the short,
warm snmmer fills the lakes and swamps
with an abundance of insect and veg-
ctable life, on which these birds fatten
and raise their young.

When the winter begins, their migra-
tory habits lead them to move to more
genial climates, and they wing their way
to this continent in swarms more like the
dreaded locust than anything else I can
compare them to, and when they reach
here they are still quite fat in spite of
their long flight to their winter hoime,

The Sacreamento Valley gets its fall
share of them, and the farmer dreads the
advent of these destruciive birds almost
as much asa swarm of locusts, and they
are nearly as desiructive.

I have known large fields of grain to be
compictf’?* destroyed in a few days by
these birds, and it is difficult to give an
accurate idea of their ineredible numbers,
In one of my hunting excursions a few
days a.i?ﬂon the plains between Pritch-
ard’s Lake and this city, I came across

a swarm of these bi On an an esti-

mate theyw ere at least

!

ONE-FOURTH OF A MILE LONG,

And from about fifty to 200 yards wide,
and sc densely packed that the ground
could not be seen. Can some of the read-
ers of the REcorD-UNION calculate how
many hundred thousand of these ducks
there were in this swarm? It will be im-
possible for many years to ecome to thin
out their numbers. 2l

Advancing civilization is the best agent
we can get for this pu .

In the meantime the farmer needs all

ithe protection we can give him, and
it 1s time that we began to re-
alize the fact that the farmer is

of more use to us than a few.ducks. Now,
dear reader, the issue in this little dispute
is between the farmers of the valley and a
few sports wholive-in the cities. These
fellows want the ducks so plentiful that
they can shoot them for sport without

etting out of their carts or Gurney cabs.
ﬁ‘his is all right enough as far as it goes,
but what have they done for this priv-
ilege?

b us see.

He hires a gun from the gunsmith
and buys a lot of shells. Then he buys a
flask or two of whisky from the rum
shop, and he is ready for his Sunday
work., Outside of any little work he
does through the week, he is of no use to
any one, unless on elecion days, when he
is wanted to vote. Now, dear reader, let
me ask what has the farmer done that we
should protect him? He has built up
our cities, e has raised the grain that
the *ballee” eats and that loads up the
immense fleets of vessels that sails from
our ports to every part of the globe. He
furnishes the bulk of trade to support
these- cities. He employs thousands of
idle hands, and our railroads would have
a slim purse if it was not for the farmer.
Is there any comparison between these
two classes? Then let us be careful how
we pass laws to Jdpjure him., He is a
giant, and he hardly knows his own
sirength yet; but we must not trample
on him, and you, gentlemen, who have
the making of our laws, see that no law
on game is passed to injure the men who
have plu(zo(f you in power to protect their
interests, and see that no law is passed to
injure them or hinder them or their
friends (the hunters) from using their
guns to suit themselves, This State has
only one market to supply, and that is
San Francisco. The other cities are only
iocal markets, and the game laws now in
force are sufficient protection for our
game birds and

NO NEW LAW IS REQUIRED,

And as a land-owner and tax-payer, I for
one protest against any new law that will
injure the farmer or his friends (which is
me), and as 1or sporting matters there is
very little to be done on the “overfiow”’
at present. The birds do not fly. The
most of them are up on the muadflats near
Pritchard’s Lake, where they can be
found in countless numbers. But the
sport does not bag many of these birds.
They are too wary. But he manages to
get away with the contents of his whisky
flask in good shape, you bet, and I sup-
pose he is satisfied.

Some enterprising sport found his way
into my game room abouta week ago and
had real good sport bagging about ten or
twelve brace of teal and widgeon in a
short time, and now a huge padlock
adorns the door—more suggestive of
dynamite than safety. These pleasant
little affairs break up the monotonous
life of a bhunter and make it more en-
durable; but perhaps, dear reader, you
think there is nothing but whisky sports.

'{'hat is a wrong idea.

There is another class that we call
gentlemen sports. These pleasant fellows
are always welcome to the hunter and
farmer alike. You see, being gentlemen,
they do not break the fences or shoot the
stock, or take a sly shot at a pig, and they
do not pack home some tame ducks or
geese and then blow about the way they
“knocked ’em.” They just behave like
gentlemen, and if théy make any mistake
it is corrected promptly and pleasantly.
In my long ecareef of hunting I have
known many of them nice, pleasant fel-
lows, They were always welcome in my
hunting camp, Who has forgoften An-
thony, of the Rrcorp-UNION, a gay old
gentleman sport as ever lived? Why, he
had a heart as big as a wheelbarrow. And
there were others just like him, and if
you think there are no sports of this kind
aft you are mistaken, God bless them!

And now, dear editors, you, who have
been always on the side of justica and
truth, how shall I thank you for your
kindness in allowing me the use of your
columns to defend myself and the farm-
ers, who are your and my {riends?
