
RIVER IMPROVEMENT.

The Government Examining Engineers
on Their Tour.

They are Entertained by the Members
of the Boa rd of Tirade at tho

Sntter Club.

The Government Engineers who have
peen detailed to look into the matter of
improving the Sacramento and Feather
Rivers arrived at this city on the snag-
boat Seizer an hour or so earlier than
they were expected yesterday forenoon.

The members of the Board of Trade
Were not taken by surprise, however, and
were on hand at the wharf when the
Steamer arrived at the foot of Xstreet.

On board were Major Alexander Mc-
Kenzie, Major Heuer and Captain Kings-
man.

When the gang-plank was thrown out
the committee immediately went aboard
and welcomed the visiting engineers to
Sacramento. The Board of Trade com-
mittee consisted of President P. E. Piatt,
Dr. G. M. Dixon, H. Weinstock, T. B.
Hall, V. S. McClatchy. George M. Matt,
L. L. Lewis, D. A. Lindiey, A. S. Hop-
kins and E. K. Aisip. George Ohlcycr
and Captain Roberts accompanied the
committee.

After engaging in a general talk on the
boat, the committee invited the engineers
to lunch at tho Sutter Club, and the visit-
ors accepted.

AT THE SUTTER CLUB.

Alter tho repast had been disposed of
Dr. G. M. Dixon, Chairman of the Ex-
ecutive Committee ofthe River Improve-
ment Convention, addressed the Com-
missioners on the import—ace of action
on the part of the United States Govern-
ment to improve the navigation of tlie
Sacramento and Feather Rivers. He re-
cited briefly what had been done by the
representatives of the River Convention,
and urged tiie commissioners to make a
fulland careful investigation of the river
and its commerce.

P. E. Piatt, President of tho Board of
Trade, was called upon for facts in regard
to the commercial Importance of the Sac-
ramento River, lie cave a general idea
ofthe amount of tonnage carried on tho
river boats, and promised to furnish the
commissioners with back data on the
subject.

NOW AND TIIKX.
Captain Foster, of the Southern Paeifix-

Company's steamer line, made a state-
ment of the condition of the Sacramento
and Feather Rivers in 1849 and at the
present time. In early days, he said,
0.-.an steamers came up to this city, and
tliocity from was lined with shipping of
till kinds, even by square-rigged vessels
coming up to our wharf. Two years ago
it had been impossible for even the com-
pany's flat-bottom stern-wheelers to
reach the city with a cargo, ie having been
necessary to transfer the freight to barges
in order to bring itto the wharves.

Ex-Senator William Johnston, ofCourt-
land, spoke of the vast amount of fruit
raised along the river and the importance
of preserving its navigable character.
The I'nited states Government was tho
proper authority to deal with tho matter,
and since it bad taken it up he hoped for
a favorable report from the commission.

Ex SenatorjKoseof< tolusa < -ounty spoke
generally of the past aud present condi-
tion ofthe river, and the vast importance
of its commerce. The Government ought
to improve the river, not alone for the
present traffic but for what it would bein the future. It was .i«.: spending money
to assist a small section, but for" the de-
velopment of a vast empire.

BABX.T STBtrOO-—S.
(U urge OehleyeryOf Sutter County, gave

a brief history of the condition of the
river in early days, of its fillingup, and
of the struggles of tlieAnti-Debris Asso-
ciation in seeoring the restraining of hy-
draulic mining. He said he would bewith the commissioners on tho Feather
River and would point out to them many
tilings of interest.

11. Weinstock spoke briefly of the im-
Eortanceof the Sacramento River as a

ighway for commerce, and on behalf of
the Heard of Trade and Sntter Club
thanked the commissioners fortheir pres-
ence. (m his motion they were tendered
a vote of thanks.

Captain Kingman,who is the Recording
Secretary of the commission, in a con-
versation with a R_cobi>Union repre-
sentative, said that he wished to impress
upon all who were interested the im-
portance of lii in<; with him, in writing,
tln ir views upon tho subject, and such
data as they have bearing upon it.

KXe'OURAOIXu, DTDKHD.
Judging from the occasional remarks

dropped by the engineers during conver-
sation with the committeemen, the latter
fool confident that already the engineers
are alive to the fact that the Sacramento
River cm stand an immense amount of
improvement. They feel sure that a fair
statement willbe made to Congress, and
in the end the river willbo restored to its
old-time navigable condition.

As regards the ability of the board se-
lected by the Government there is not the
least doubt. Major McKenzie and Cap-
tain Kingsmim have both had much I x-
porience in river improvements, having
been In charge of the work of leveeing
and dredging the Mississippi River. As
to Major Heuer. ho has been too long
identified with work in tjiis State to need
comment here.

Captain Kingsman stated that from
what ho had seen of tho Sacramento
river so far, he was satisfied that the river
needed a thorough system Of levees—that
he considered the only remedy that could
be s:ffcly relied upon. The sand bars
could, he said, be cleaned out by a system
of temporary wing-dams.

OFF for THH I i:atiii:u.
Allof the engineers appeared anxious

to learn all they could from the committee-
men, and requested that they be furnishedwith I—l the date possible, so as to thor-
oughly acquaint themselves with the
subject before them.

Shortly after 2 tho engineers were
escorted back to the Seizor, and u:e boat
pulled out a few moments later for the
north. Captain Roberts accompanied
them.

They expected to reach tho mouth of
the Feather River by this morning, and
willproceed as tax up tho Sacramento and
Feather rivers as possible. They ex; -,-.
to be back in this city by Sunday, and
will then proceed East immediately.

bondsmen. The Chinaman formerly
worked for Harlow, and was believed to
be honest by the latter. But one- day
<:in brought another Chinaman to Har-
low, who had a bogus Check that he
wanted cashed. Harlow cashed it, and
discovered his mistake when it was too
l.iic. Gin was captured, however, and
halfof the money was found on him. The
other Chinaman has never been seen
since, but Harlow, believing evidently
in the old adage that "it takes a thief to
catch a thief," went on Gin's bonds and
had him released, with the hope that Gin
would get the other halfof his'money for
him.

RECOMMENDED FOR PASSAGE.

The Bill to Provide for a State
Weather and Crop Service.

A Measure that is Expected to Result

in General item-tit to the Va-

rious Counties.

The Assembly Committee on Agricult-
ure and Forestry, at its session last even-
ing, took up for consideration the bill
introduced by Mr. Robertson ofSiskiyou

| aud entitled "An Act to establish a State
i weather and crop service in the State of
California, forthe purpose ofco-operating
with the Signal Service of the United
States tn the collection of climatic data,

| and publishing the same for disseminat-
jing more speedily and thoroughly the
jUnited States Signal Service weather
forecasts, storms and frost warnings, for
the benefit of the citizens of this State,
and to establish in each county one or
more meteorological stations."

The author of the bill addressed the
committee, explaining the nature of its
provisions and tho necessity therefor.
He called attention to the widespread in-
terest that is already manifested in all
parts ofthe Union in the dissemination
of the limited information that is now
sunt out from California regarding her
meteorology, climatic conditions and
crop reports, and prophesied that grand
results would follow if a more thorough
system wore adopted for informing the
people of other States on these subjects.

Signal Observer Barwiok of this city
explained to tho committee the details of
the present imperfect system ofcrops and
meteorological reports made public
through the Signal Service Bureau, and
reminded the committee of the fm-t that
California was far behind other states in
this particular, some twenty-live of them
having made provision for a volunteer
system under the plan uroposcd by the
bill.

liesaid he was in constant receipt of
letters of inquiry from people in other
States and countries who wished to be
fullyinformed inregard to the climatr,
rain Call, crops, etc., of California before
venturing to come here to locate homes.

Ed P. Smith, .Secretary of the State
Board ofAgriculture, also addressed the
committee, at its request, on the subject.
He spoke of tiie great value of the mete-
orological department embraced in the
published reports of the Agricultural So-
ciety, as demonstrated by the vast num-
ber of inquires made therefore from till
parts of the country. He held that the
information furnished by tho weekly
crop report—meager as they had been
thus far, from tho hitherto lack ofencour-
agement on the port of the State to vol-
unteer (ibservers in the several counties-
was of great value to the commercial in-
terests of tbe State, as a knowledge of the
condition of the growing crops, from
week to week, enabled merchants to de-
termine the financial prospect of their in-
terior customers, and; thus regulate tlie
affairs between dealers and buyers. Busi-
ness failures and commercial surprises
were thus avoided.

After briefremarks on the part ofmem-
bers of the committee, it was deckled to
report the billto the Assembly with the
recommendation that it pass" The bill,
which is not only of local but general in-
terest, is as follows:

Section 1. There shall be and hereby is es-
tablished in tho state of California, muter the
supervision ol the Board of Directors ofthe
State Agricultural Society, a weather and crop
service, tobe officiallyknown as the California
Stale Weather and Crop .Service, co-operating
with the Signal Service of tlie United States
for the purpose of collectingcrop statistics and
meteorological data, and more widely dissem-
inating the weather forecasts and Storm and
frost warnings for the benefltof producers and
shippers of perishable products, and to pro-
mote a general knowledge of meteorological
science and the climatology ofthe State.

Section 2. The Central Station of said
weather and crop service shall be in the city
of Sacramento, under charge of a chief Di-
rector, an Assistant Director, and a Sub-
Director. The chief Director to be the Secre-
tary of the State Agricultural Society, the
Assistant Director to be an officer of the
United States Signal Service, who may he de-
tailed for that purpose by the fjbiefSignal
Officer at Washington, D. C. and the Sub-Di-
rector to be the State Superintendent ofPublic-
lusiruction; and the County Superintendents
o; Public Schools in each of the counties, or
cities and counties, in this state shall be Sub-
Directors ot the, California state Weather and
Crop Service for their respective counties, or
cities and counties.

Section 3. The Chief director, in conjunc-
tion wilii the Sub-Director of each county, or
city and county, in this State shall establish in
such county, 01 city and county, one or more,
volunteer stations, not to exceed three In anyone county, or city and county, and shall ap-
pointobservers-thereat, who shall make and
note .carefully daily observations or meteoro-
logical events and crop conditions, according
to blanks furnished to them for that purpose,
and Shall forward reports thereof to the ('hit-f
Director Ka.-h teacher whileactoaUy engaged
in teaching in any ofthe public schools in this
state, shall, ifso instructed to do by the Sul>-
Director ofthe county, or city and county, tn
which said teacher may be so engaged in
teaching, make and note such daily observa-
tions of meteorological events and crop condi-
tions as may be called for in blanks furnished
to said teacher by saidSub-Dlrecto:-. who shall
note the receipt thereof, and Immediately for-
ward said reports to the Chief Director.

See. 1. The Chief liirector shall supervise
said volunteer stations, and. in conjunction
with the Assistant Director, shall tabulate the
records received therefrom, and from the Su!>-
Directors, for thu permanent records; and
shall issue a weekly weather and crop bulletin
during the season from AprilIst to October
Ist ofcatch year: and shall also edit and cause
to be published, at the office of the Slate
Printer,a monthly weather and crop reviewcontaining meteorological and agricultural
matter of public interest and educational
value; and it shall be the duty of the State
Printer to Issue fifteen hundred copies thereof
for distribution from Ihe office, oi the State
Agricultural Society; and the Chief Director
shall also prepare blank forms (or all blanks
and circulars needed In securing reports as
herein provided; and it shall be the duty of
the state Printer to print and deliver such
blanks and circulars to the Chief Director,
upon his requisition therefor; and the ChiefDirector shall also compile and publish in
each annual report oaf the state Agricultural
Society a complete review and summary of
the year's labor and observations, drawn from
the reports of the California State Weather
and Crop Service.

Section 5. The Chief Director shall furnish
each volunteer observer with a set of meteor-
ological Instruments, taking therefor his per-
sonal bonds for the proper care, condition,
and safe-keeping of said instruments.

Section 6. The services ot the Chief Di-
rector. Assistant Director. Sub-Dir.-otois. vol-
unteer observers, and teachers in preparing;
furnishing, tahulaliiig.and cditmgtbe blanks!
Circulars, reports, observations, reviews, and
Summaries herein provided lor. shall be with-
out comiK-11.4at.ion or expense to the State ofCalifornia.

Section .. There shall not be paid to any
one out of the moneys ofthe state which may
hereafter b. appropriated to the use or ba nefit
Of the California State Weather and Crop
Service, any part thereof, except for the pur-
pose of paying the necessary expenses ofthe
Chief Director in establishing the volunteer
stations herein provided for, purchasing and
k »pingin repair all necessary meteorological
rnstrnments tobs used at the volunteer sta-
tions herein provided :<>r, for clerical hire not
to exceed the sum of $10() per month, and f,.r
stationery not to exceed the sum of Slot) per
year.

Section 8. All appropriations hereafter
made by the State for the use .>r benefll of the
California State Weather and Crop Service
shall be made to the State Agricultural So-
ciety, for the use of the California Stale
Weather and Crop Service, and shall be ex-
pended by the State Agricultural Society in
strict conformity with tho provisions ofSec-
tio.-i 7 of tiiis Act.

Section 9. This Act shall be in force and
take effect from and after its passage.

THE WEATHER.
Serceant Barwick Compares This Year

With Last Year.

The Signal Service temperature at 5 a.
m. and 5 p. m. yesterday was 46°
and 60°, while the highest and lowest
was 04° and .SO 3, with gentle northerly
winds and a cloudless sky. The barome-
ter readings at 5 a. m. and 5 p. m. were
30.31 and 30.22 inches.

The highest and lowest temperature
ono year ago yesterday was 40° and 38°,
with .04 of an inch ofrain, and one year
ago to-day 48° and 35°, with .30 of an inch
of rainfall.

Tlie temperaturo comparisons above
show how very much warmer it is now
than it was one year ago at this time, and
too, itis supposed that our dry winter
weather is cold and a wet one, but the
present spell knocks that theory out in
one round.
