COLONIZATION OF RUSSIAN JEWS.

Doubts Expressed as to the Wisdom
of the Scheme.

Eps: Recorp-UxtoN :  Ilearn from the
Suxpay UNIoN that articles of incorpo-
ration have been filed by the ‘““Interna-
tional Society for the Colonization of
Russian Jews,” and I - asked myself
whether the gentlemen who have organ-
ized this society and subseribed a million
dollars to its capital stock, have fully con-
sidered in all its bearings the question of
inviting a colony of an almost unlimited
number of foreigners to settle in our
midst. If these gentlemen are actuated
in this undertaking by motives of utility,
what advantege do they hope to reap for

the people of this couniry as a result of |

their immigration scheme? Do they
think that the population which has in-
creased nearly 14,000,000 in the last decade
is not growing rapidiy enough? Do they
believe that with the millions of people
now out of employinent and sufiering for
the necessities ot life the vast army of
laborers in Ainerica needs a further addi-
tion with which to divide the scanty op-
portunities of earning a livelihood and
share the doubtful benefits or decreased
wages? Are these gentlemen not aware
that without any invitation or special
efiort on the part of our citizens 500,000
cmigrants from Europe are landing in
this country every year, filling all
avenues of employment, and, by the
sharp comipetition of necessity, crowding
the ﬁsboriug people of the country and
reducing the rate of wages to a point
where bare existence is a struggle?

Certainly we are not in need of any
more laborers in this country; and these
people are not (-aFitu]ists, or even in easy
circumstances, else why a subscription
of a million dollars? If itis intended to
settle the unoccupied lands of this and
other Western States, there are thousands
of people already here, just as honest,
industrious and deserving, and more en-
titled to the occupancy of the land, who,
with the same financial assistance that it
is proposed to give these foreigners, will
make better and more intelligent citizens,
and whose sentiments will accord more
harmoniously with our republican in-
stitutions.

If these gentlemen are impelled by
feelings of humanity why stop with
rendering assistance to the Russian Jews?
The benighted and starving hordes of
China, the down-trodden and evicted ten-
ants of Ireland, the enslaved and much-
abused tribes of Africa, the burden-bear-
ing and brutal peons of South America
and millions upon millions of wronge
and oppressed people cry out to human-
ity for relief from their oppressors,
Surely the distresses of these untorinates
should appeal to the sentiments of charity
with a force equal to the sufferings of the
natives of Russia.

Fuarthermore, have these charitable

entlemen ascertained whether the graft-
ing of this unlimited ecolony into the
body pelitic will be aceeptable to their
neighbors and countrymen?

The seniiment of the age is rather
towards the restriction of immigration
than otherwise, and it might be well to
take this into consideration before em-
barking extensively in the colonization
business.

These few suggestions I have thrown
out not with any spirit of malice or pre-
judice, but for the purpose of having the
question viewed from all sides and ascer-
taining whether the accomplishment of
this scheme will result in the “‘greatest
good to the greatest number.””

A h‘[‘:ountsln:Sectlon' Where the Finest
Apples in the Market
Are Raised.

In the search for homes in California
few persons have had their attention at-
tracted to the extreme northern counties
of the State. The orange groves and
orchards of the valleys and of the thermal
foothill belts usually arouse the admira-
tion of home-seekers from the far East,
and there they generally strike their
camps and establish their homes.

But there are resources of the northern-
most counties that are ¢apable of profit-
able development, and which but await
the touch of the hand ofthe husbandman
to yield good returns. This fact is fully
demongtrated by the arrival in this city
yvesterday of a earload of apples from the
far-off Klamath RiverinSiskiyou County.
The fruit was consigned to a wholesale
firm, and was disposed of to the retail
trade in a very few hours and at good
figures.

The enterpricing gentleman who
brought this fruit to market is Colonel
B. B. Jackson, whose home and orchard
are located at Buckeye Bar on the Klam-
ath River. : ;

A RrecorDp-UNION reporter met Colonel
Jackson at the Capital Hotel last evening,
where he has on exhibition some samples
of his apples. The gentleman was quite
enthusiastic over the (::t&)uhilitivs of his
county as an apple-producing section,
and from him the reporter learned some
facts that may be of interest to those who
prefer the mouniains to the warm valleys
in which to establish homes.

Colonel Jackson (who is one of the Su-
pervisors of Siskiyou county) stated, in
resgponse to inquiries, that his apples are
grown at an elevation of frem 2,700 to
3,000 feet, He has bat a smail orchard of
ten acres as yet, but has this seasen
shipped therefrom some 3,000 boxes
beside great quantities that were allow
to go to waste. He has with him samples
of Golden Pippins, Typhocen, White
Pearmain, Lady Apple, Iusophus Spitz-
bergen, Wine Sap, Smith’s Cider, Roman-
itte and other varietics.

The apples are all of fine size and su-
perb fiavor, and clearly demonstrate the
fact that Siskiyou county is capable of
suppiying not only the hoine market but
otiier portions of the Union with this de-
sirable fruit.

Aside from their size, beauty and fine
tinvor, these Siskiyou apples possess the
valnable quality of keeping well. Colonel
Jackson assured the reporter—and his as-
surances were indorsed by Assemblyman
Robertson of that county—that some va-
rieties of these apples have been known
to keep in good condition for a year and
a half, Indeed, tlw{' will, it is claimed,
preserve their good qualities for even a
longer period. Colonel Jackson has now
some American pippins that were picked
a yvear ago last fall, and he doesn’t know
how much longer they may keep.

The apple-growing section, the reporter
wus informed, is now ¢hiefly confined to
Big Shasta Valley, Little Shasta Valley,
Scott Valley, and along the Klamath
River. Land suitable for the cultivation
of this fruit can now be kad at from § to
$20 per acre, although wild land—much of
which is quite as good for ‘the purpose—
has practically no present value; itcan
be had at anywhere from $1 50 per acre.

There is any quantify of both Govern-
ment and railroad land in that section
that can be had at a low figure. "The
growing of apples should become a profit-
able indusiry there in the necar future.
Sacramento fruit dealers assure Colonel
Jackson that they can find a market, at
good prices, for all the apples they can get
{ from there. 'Those brought here by Col-
{onel Jackson retailed readily at $2 50 per
| box of sixty pounds.
| It can be seen from these figures a ten
{or twenty-acre orchard would yield the
| owner a handsome income.

“Up to a few years ago,” remarked
Mr. Robertson, ““fruit-growing was profit-
less in our part of the State; but now that
the California and Oregon Railroad has
penetrated the mountains and valleys of
that seetion, horticulture has become not
only possible, but profitable, by having a
market opened up for the products
thereoi. By hauling their fruit a few
miles to the railroad stations the orchard-
ists can readily market their fruits at a
| good profit.”
