ALL. HONORS PAID TO THE DEAD
MONARCH.

Impressive Ceremonies at the Church

—Elaborate TFiloral Offerings—The

Body ZEscorted to the Flagship

Charleston and State

by Federal

Military and Civic Organizations.

SAN

Fraxcisco, Jan. 22. — Formal
honors were paid to the deceased Hawai-
ian King to-day with impressive cere-
monies,

The funeral was conducted at Trinity
Church, in the presence of a vast con-
course of prominent San Franciscans, by
Rev. J. Sanders Reed.

The United States Government, the
State of California and  the City of San
Francisco to-day vied with each other in
demonsirations of grief at the death of a
monarch who had always been in hearty
accord and sympathy with America and
American people.

During half of yesterday and through-
out the night the body of the dead King
lay in state in the mortuary chapel of
Trinity Church.

At intervals of an hour squads of sol-
diers from the regular army relieved each
other as guard at the cofiin side, and
throughout the silent watches of the night
and far into the morning the echoing foot-
steps of the sentry, pacing up and down
at the outer door of the chapel, could be
heard, even to the furthest recess of the
big charch auditorium.

FUNERAL PREPARATIONS,

Preparations for the service hegana
littie after 12, when the Post-street door
of the church was opened to admit the
clergy, public officials and privileged in-
dividuals.

The streets without were almost im-
passable from the throngs gathered in
the vicinity. The interior of the church
was not draped except at the back of the
chancel, where the American and Ha-
waiian fiags were hung together, while
before them burned a number of jets of
gas arranged in the form of a Kkingly
Crowi.

Atlo’ciock the immense auditorium
was packed from door to altar, even the
aisles being taken up by crowded chairs
and benches.

The ehurch was elaborately decorated,
for the most part in solemn colors, though
there was a great profusion of red and
white flowers. Immense bouquets of
these filled the panel niches on either
side of the center pulpit, and the floor of
the railed space inside the altar was set
with numerous pots of rare and blossom-
ing plants.

A half circle of palms and other semi-
tropicals framed in the whole, and the
eflect was strikingly suggestive, as was
doubtless the intention, of the island
home of the dead monarch, where fra-
grant fraits and flowers thrive and per-
petual summer reigns.

A crown formed of flaming gas jets and
backed by immense American and Ha-
waiian flags formed the middle back-
ground, and in front of this, under an-
other erown made of white flags and tea
roses, the coflin rested.

SERVICES AT THE CHURCH.

At 1:25 o’clock the big bell in the church
tower began tolling an announcement
that the service was about to begin. As it
ceased the organ pealed forth a funeral
march, and a procession of clergymen en-
tered the central aisle of the church,
marching with slow and measured tread
to the chancel and forming in a circle
about a table upon which a minute later
was deposited the coftin, which had been
at the same time borne in by bearerers ac-
companied by the guard of militia.

The casket was draped in the Hawaiian
flag and aimost covered from sight by
floral wreaths.

The choir, composed of fifty voices,
chanted a hyimn,and at its conclusion
Rev. Dr. Spaulding, of St. John’s Chureh,
read the 20th chapter of St. Paul’s Epistle
to the Corinthians, conciuding: ‘O Death,
where is thy sting; O Grave, where is thy
victory ?”

The choir then rendered ““‘Jerusalem,
the Golden,” and Rev. J. Sanders Reed
delivered the funeral oration.

Concluding the oration the reverend
gentleman, in the name of the church, and
speaking, as he said, for the American
people, bade the officers of the Charleston
take the royal body back to the people
who loved him best,

The choir sang “Rock of Ages’ and the
assistant clergymen repeated the creed
and responses. A benediction by Rev.
Mr. Reed concluded the services.

The pallbearers then took up the coffin
and bore it down the main aisle, through
the front entrance and deposited it in the
hearse.

FUNERAL ESCORT.

During the conduct of the servicesin
the church the escort was being formed
on PPost and Powell streets in the follow-
ing order: Two troops of the Fourth Cav-
alry, in command of Lieutenant-Colonel
Mills, formed on Post strect, with the left
resting on Powell and facing the church
entrance. The Fifth Artillery Band ac-
companied the battalion. The light bat-
tery of the Fifth Artillery formed on Post
street, the right resting on Powell. Light
Battery A of the Second Artillery, N. G.
C., formed on the left of the first men-
tioned battery. 'The Second Brigade, N.
G. C., formed on Post street, with the left
resting on Stockton street.

At the end of the services in the church

wthe casket was carried tothe entrance and
given over to the escort, which at once
took up the march to the wharf, via Post
and Market streets.

On either side of the hearse marched the
members of Golden Gatei Commandery,
Knights Templar, No. 16, and the pali-
bearers. Immediately after the hearse
came the carriages containing the mem-
bers of the suite of the late King. Then
followed General Gibbon and staff.

The next section of the funeral parade
was made up of Admiral Benham and
statf, and Major-General Dimond and
staff, representing Governor Markham.
These were followed by two light bat-
teries.

Marshal of the Second Division, Colonel
J. M. Litchfield, came next at the head of
the participating civil organizations. At
the head of gl' Second Dhvision marched
the Scottish®ite hranch of Masonry. The
Pioneers iollowed them, and then came
the city and county officials in carriages.
Chief Scannell, with 100 men, and Captain
Douglass, with a detail of police, brought
up the rear of the procession.

The funeral procession moved in the
order given above—along Post and Mar-
ket streets to the wharf.,

The streets along the entire route were
crowded with people, thousands turning
out to see the cortege pass,

THE REMAINS CONVEYED TO THE
CHARLESTON.

When the cortege arrived at the foot of

Market street the military drew up and
lined each side of the street, allowing the
hearse a clear passage down East street
to Washington-street wharf. On this
pier a dense crowd of people had gath-
ered, and the police had difiiculty in
clearing a space for the cortege to pass.

The casket containing the King’s re-
mains was placed aboard the light-house
steanier Madrona, and was received by
Admiral Brown. The Madrona then
steamed out to the Charleston, and the
casket was transierred to the flagship and
placed in the after barbette under a can-
opy formed of American and Hawaiian
flags. In a few moments the Charles-
ton’s anchors were weighed and she com-
menced to move down the bay, while
minute guns were fired from the bat-
teries at Alcatraz and the Presidio.

About 5 o’clock the Charleston passed
through Golden Gate and proceeded to
sea.

THE CUSTOM-HOUSE CLOSED.

Collector Phelps closed the Custom-
House from 12 to 2 o’ciock, during the
funeral services, out of respect for King |
Kalakaua. |

ADJOURNED OUT OF RESPECT.

All but three of the Superior Court de-
partments were closed to-day out of re-
spect to the memory of King Kalakaua.
The Justices’ Court also adjourned until
to-morrow for the same reason.

IVSTERY AT ELR CROVE

Joseph Morrow is Shot Four Times by
an Unknown Man,

The Wounld-be Murderer Escapes Into
the Brush—Morrow Does Not

Krpow Ilis Assailant.

Joseph Morrow, a farm hand, employed
on the ranch of Dennis Maroney, about
four miles cast of Iilk Grove, was shot
and probably mortally wounded Wed-
nesday morning by a man unknown in
the neighborhood. The attempted mur-
der is shrouded in mystery so far as the
causes which led to it are concerned, and
as the would-be assassin has escaped and
the vietim was not able to recognize him
at the time of the shooting, it is doubtful
if ever the mystery will be explained
unless the fleeing party is captured.

THE SHERIFF OBTAINS NO CLUE.

Sheriff Stanley drove out to the scene of
the shooting yesterday, but could gain no
information which would lead to the de-
tection of the man who commiited the
assault: The Sheriff learned that Morrow
was employed on the ranch of Dennis
Maroney, and on Wednesday morning
he and a number of ranch hands went out
to the wooded land near the bank of the
Cosumnes River and commenced clearing .
away the brush. They had worked some
time, when a man was seen coming to- |
wards them, and working his way through |
the thicket. Heapproached Morrow, and
after speaking a few words, drew a pistol
and fired four shots at him. Morrow fell
to the ground, and while his comgmm(ms
gathered around him the man who fired
the shots escaped. Morrow was taken to
the farm-house and made as comfortable
as possible.

Late last evening more of the details in
regard to the affair were learned from one
of the ranch hands. The stranger, it ap-
pears, came to Elk Grove on Tuesday
cvening and made inquiries as to the
whereabouts of Morrow. He soon ascer-
tained where he was working, and on
Wednesday morning started for Maro-
ney’s ranch,

TILE STRANGER AT THE FARM.

He saw the men working, and ap-
proached a number of them who were
grubbing young willow trees. He stood
looking at them for some time wuntii the
curiosity of the foreman was aroused, and
he asked the strangerif he was out hunt-

g\\'hnt do yon ask me such a question
as that for ?”” replied the visitor. He then
started over to where Morrow was work-
ing. The latter looked up, and nodding
to him said, ‘“Pleasant morning,” and
kept on working. Tne stranger stood
for soine minutes eying Morrow while
he was plying the grub-ax. Morrow
worked around into such a position as to
cause his back to be turned to the
stranger, and as he did so the mysterious
visitor fired two shots from a revolver at
him. Omne of the bullets struck Morrow
in the head and the other lodged in the
shoulder. The wounded man fell but
rose to his feet again and faced his as-
sailant,

“Do YOU KNOW ME?”

As he did so, the stranger exclaimed
in an excited tone, ““Do you know me?”’
He also said something about acknowl-
edging certain things, which was not
understood by the rest of the laborers,
who by this time were scattering in all
directions.

Morrow’s reply was, *“I don’t remem-
ber that I ever saw you before.””

‘*Well, T've followed you for years,”
cnid’tbc stranger, “and T mean to do you
up.’

I{\'ith this he fired another shot, which
struck Morrow in the head. The latter
then grabbed for his assailant’s weapon
and it was discharged a fourth time, the
bullet penetrating the palm of his right
hand. 'The pistol was dropped and the |
would-be assassin grasped an ax lying
near by. Morrow grasped a grub-hoe |
belonging to one of the men and ex-
claimed, **Come on.”

But the stranger did not come. Drop-
ping his ax he picked up the pistol and,
taking out his knife, coolly began to
remove the empty eartridges. Morrow
fell exhausted while his assailant was
doing this, and seeing his chance, the
fiend-like stranger ran into the brush and
escaped.

‘“WIHHERE WERE THE LABORERS?”?

Seven men wdre working within two
hundred feet of Morrow, but every one of
them fled for their lives as soon as the
shooting commenced. Not one of them
offered him any assistance, and even after
the man had escaped, one of the laborers
refused to lead Morrow to the farm-
house, fearing that the stranger would
comie back and renesw the fusilade.

Morrow was brought to Elk Grove,
where he received piompt medical aid.
He was afterwards taken to the County
Hospital, where he was attended by Dr.
White. The doctor stated last evening
that the patient was resting easy, and he
did not think the wounds were neces-
sarily fatal.

The man who did the shooting is de-
scribed as a young man man about 5
feet 9 inches tall and at the time of the
assault wore a black Prince Albert coat,
somewhat worn. His hat was of soft

INCORPORATION MEETING

Of Vacaville Citizens Enthusiastic on
the Subject.

VACAVILLE, Jan. 22.—An enthusiastic
meeting was held at Enterprise Hall last
night to revive the subject of town in-
corporation. The number in attendance
exceeded that of any meeting heretofore
called. A report was received from a
committee previously appointed, recom-
mending the boundaries, including all
the town residences and some hundred or
more acres of orchard property. The re-
port was laid on the table, and a proposi-
tion toincorporate the entire township
met with general favor.

CONGRESSIONAL,

QUIET PREVAILS INEBOTH SENATE
AND HOUSE.

The Cloture Resolution Debated in the
Senate, and a Recess Taken

Until To-day.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 22.—A quorum ap-
peared in the Senate at 10:30, and the
question of the approval of the journal
came up. Aldrich took the floor, and
stated that the Democrats had at last
thrown off all disguise, and disclosed the
fact that they had decided to prevent any
legislation unless their wishes in regard
to eertain measures were acceded to.

Harris said that if the Senate proceeded
to the consideration of the appropriation
bill the minority would consent.

Aldrich, at the conclusion of his re-
marks, urged the Senate to proceed to the
consideration of the resolution to amend
the rules by the adoption of a plan of
cloture.

The point of order was made on the
Democratic side that the unfinished busi-
ness was a motion to correct the journal
of Tuesday’s proceedings, and that as it
involved the status of Aldrich’s resolu-
tion, it must be first disposed of.

The Vice-President indicated his desire
to hear argument on the point and the
position on each side, stated by the vari-
ous Senators.

Stewart argued strongly on the Demo-
cratic side and Sherman argued that,
although the motion to correct the f'our-

not
necessarily follow that it must be first
considered. Any other subject might be
taken up in preference by a majority
vote.

The Vice-President ruled that Aldrich’s
motion to proceed to consideration of the
cloture was in order, and overruled Har-
ris’ point of order. Harris appealed, but
the Chair was sustained. Messrs. Teller,
Wolcott and Stewart voted with the Dem-
ocrats.

Harris moved to proceed to the consid-
eration of his resolution, and Gorman
moved to table it.

The Vice-President submitted the
guestion and a vote was taken. It re-
sulted: Yeas 30, nays 35. So the action
to table was lost and a vote taken on the
motion to consider the cloture rule. It
prevailed by a vote of 36 to 32.

Immediately, however, Harris called
up his point of order against the cloture
resolution of Tuesday, that it was not ex-
plicit enough to meet the rule.

The Vice-President ruled against him,
but Harris took an appeal, and was per-
mitted to debate it.

Finally, on motion of Aldrich, Harris’
appeal was laid on the table—33 to 28.

After further debates and notices of
amendments by Stewart and Gibson,
Cockrell, who had the floor, yielded and
the Senate took a recess until to-morrow.

The ohject of taking a recess instead of
adjourning, is supposed to be to avoid
question being raised as to the correction
of the journal. There will be no journal
until the legislative day of the 22d is
finished.

: IN THE HOUSE.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 22.—In the House
this morning, Rogers of Arkansas raised
a point of no quorum, but the Speaker
counted 168 members and directed the
reading of the journal.

MARKHAN WAS RIGHT.

It Was in His Power to Withdraw
Waterman's Appointments.

Attorney-General Hart Says the Demo-
crats Established a Pyecedent
Which Markham Followed.

Attorney-General Hart wrote the fol-
lowing opinion yesterday in regard to the
right of Governor Markham to withdraw
appointments presented by ex-Governor
Waterman for the confirmation of the
Senate:

SACRAMENTO, January 22, 1891.

Hon. G. G. Goucher, Member of Senate—MY
DEAR SIR: I am this morning in receipt of
your communication of 20th instr.z sent to my
office while I was absent in San Francisco at-
tending to State business. In your communi-
cation you asi:

1. “Is it in the power of the Governor of
California to withdraw a name presented by
the preceding Governor for the Senate’s con-
sent before the Senate has acted thereon?”

2. “If the Governor has this power, from
whence is it derived?”

I have given your questions as much atten-
tion as I can in the short time allotted to me
in which to answer, as the business of this
office is very much behind and 18 accumulat-
ing every day faster than it can be disposed of.
Therefore I must reply to you gencrally, in-
stead of specifically.

In the first place you do not inform me what
officers have been withdrawn by the Governor,
in order that I may examiné the statutes per-
taining to that office, its creation, appointment
and term. If I had the name of the offices for
which the parties named were originally ap-
pointed or nominated, and I had sufficient
time to examine the question, I should be
glad to give mYy opinion in reference to each
one. As you belong to the opposite political
faith to myself, I consider that your letter is
entitled to a full and complete answer, so far
as I am able to give it, but from the reasons
above given and from the fact that the matter
is to be acted upon to-day by the Senate, as I
am informed, I will be compelled to give you
a hasty opinion; and yet in doing so I can
only refer to the subject upon general prin-
ciples and as to what has been the custom in
this State on the same subject. It is provided
by Section 8, Article V. of the Constitution of
California, as follows:

“When any office shall, from any cause, be-
come vacant, and no mode is provided by the
Constitution and law for filling such vacancy,
the Governor shall have power to fill such va-
cancy by granting a commission, which shall
expire at the end of the next session of the
Legislature, or at the next election by the
people.”

You will notice that this section of the Con-
stitution, which is the paramount law of the
State, is from its terms self-operative (so far as
it applies) without the intervention of any
statute upon the subject. I interpret it to
mean this:

1. Ifany office shall from any cause (after
the adjournment of the Legislature) become
vacant and the Constitution and the law does
not provide for the filling of such vacancy, the
Governor has the power to fili the vacancy by
granting a commission, which commission
must expire at the end of the next session of
the Legislature.

2. If, howevor, the office in which the
vacancy has occurred, as aforesaid specified
is an elective office, there should be nominated
by the people a person to bevoted for at the
next election to fill such vacancy. That is to
say, if the office i8 not an elective office then
the Governor appoints by granting a commis-
sion, which shall expire at the end of the next
session of the Legislature; but if it is an
elective office, he grants a commission to ex-
pire at the end of the next election by the peo-

ble,

’ 3. If the mode is provided for by the Consti-
tution and law for filling such vacancy, then
that mode must be pursued, because Section 8
of Article V, quoted as aforesaid, provides for
such contingency.

Section 16 of Article XX, of the Constitution
provides as follows: ¢

“When the term of any officer or commis-
sioner is not provided for in this Constitution,
the term of such officer or commissioner may
be declared by law; and, if not so deciared,
such officer or commissioner shall hold his

osition as such officer or commissioner dur-
ing the pleasure of the authority making the
appeintment; but in no case shall such term
exceed four years.”

You will notice by Section 16 of the Consti-
tution just quoted, that if the term of office is
not declared by law the officer or commis-
sioner shall hold his position during the
pleasure of the authority making the appoint-
ment, not exceeding four years. I presume
that this section should be intérpreted to mean
that if the law creating the office fixed the
term, then the term would be declared as fixed
by law. Therefore it becomes necessary for
us to consider in determining this question,
what is the law provided upon that subject.

Section 995 of the Political Code provides
how resignations of officers shall be made.

Section 996 of the same code provides how
vacancies occur.

Section 999 of the Political Code provides
in substance the same as Section S of Articie
V. of the Constitution.

Section 1000 of the same code provides:
“Vacaneies occurring in office during the re-
cess of the Legislature, the!lappointment to
which is vested in the Governor and Senate,
or in the Legislature, must be filled by ap-
pointment made by the Governor; but the
person so appointed can only hold the office
until the adjournment of the next session of
the Legislsture.”

You will notice that Section 1000 only ap-
plies to such officers the appointment of which
is vested in the Governor and Senate, and does
not apply to officers who are appointed under
statute by the Governor, and the appointment
of which need not be confirmed by the Senate.

Section 381 of the Politieal Code provides
that, “within ten days after the meeting of the

Legislature, the Governor must transmit to it’

a list of all appointments made by him under
the provisions of Section 1000” (during the
recess of the Legislature), and that the persons
so appointed occupy their positions from the
issuance of the commissions and qualifica-
ticn of the officers, until the close of the next
session of the Legislature.

You will find no law, either by implication
or enactment, which provides that the names
transmitted to the Senate, under the provis-
ions of Section. 381 of the Politieal Code, are
to be acted upon by the Senate, and the Senate
has nothing to do with such appointments;
the transmission being made to the Senate
only for the purpose of notifving the Senate
of what vacancies have occurred during the
previous recess, and by whom the positions
have been filled.

I submit that if the present Senate had any
intention that such transmission of names
warranted them in acting thereon, then such
intention was not warranted by law, and the
Governor’s action therein was proper.

It is provided by Section 859 of the Politi-
cal Code, as follows: “Nominations made by
the Governor to the Senate must be in writ-
ing, designating the residence of the nominee
and the office for which he is nominated.”

You will see that this section used the ex-
pression “nominations made by the Governor
to the Senate.” This certainly does not mean
the appointments made by the Governor dur-
ing the recess of the Legislature.

The next Section, 890, provides: “When-
ever the Senate concurs in a nomination,”
ete., which means that the Senate only acts
upon such persons who may be nominated.
under Section 889.

The Supreme Court of this State on the 17th
day of January, 1891, rendered a decision in
the case of The People ex rel. Laine, respond-
ent, vs. Gi G. Tyrrell, appellant, and held, in
substance, that in order to constitute the ap-
pointment of an officer, where the nomina-
tion must be concurred in by the Senate to
constitute an appointment, four things must
exist:

1. The nomination bg the Governor.

2. The eoncurrence therein by the Senate.

3. The issuance of the commiission.

4. The qualification of the officer.

Each one of these four things must take
place, and the appointment was not complete
until each had taken place.

You can, therefore, readily see that this pro-
vision cannot be applied to appointment of
such officers made during the recess of the
Legislature.

I am therefore of the opinion:

1. That the Senate has no right to act upon
appointments made by the Governor during
the recess of the Legislature, and his Excel
lency, Governor Markham, had the right to so
inform the Senate, which he did, by with-
drawing from confirmation the names which
the Senate supposed they were to act upon.

If such a precedent did not exist the richt of
the Governor to withdraw nominations should
and ought to be maintained on the ground of
publie policy; for when the people of a great
commonwealth have made a change in the ad-
ministration of its officers by electing a new
Chiey Executive, that Chief Executive should
be responsible for the administration ot its
aflairg, and he canonly do so when he has the
right to control the appeintments of the offi-
cers who are to act in unison with the princi-
ples of the platform and party electing the
Chief Executive. If this were not the case,
then the previous administration by a ditter-
ent political party could perpetuate itself upon
the officers and the people when it was the de-
sire of the people that the administration
should be changed.
