Coffee is a very powerful disinfectant.
The beans, when dried, roasted and
pounded to a coarse powder, should be
placed on a plate in the rocom where its
dicinfecting influence is desired, or sprin-
kiled in‘the vesspools or other places
where an offensive effluvium is perceived.
