
ELK GROVE'S MYSTERY.

Morrow Was in all Probability Shot
by a Madman.

Thomas Balz Is Arrested and Admits

That Ho Did the Shooting—His

Queer Statements.

The mystery surrounding the shooting
of Joseph Morrow at Elk Grove last
Wednesday—a fullaccount of which was
published in the Record-Union—has
been cleared up.

The police, constables and deputy
sheriffs had all been furnished with
descriptions of the mysterious shooter,
and allwere making a diligent search for
him.

Yesterday forenoon police officer Sim-
\u2666mons encountered a man in front of the
Western Hotel, who was acting strangely
and who tallied with the description ex-
actly. The officer immediately placed
the man under arrest and took him to the
police station and afterward to the
County Jail.

The prisoner gave his name as Thomas
J. Balz.

District Attorney Ryan interviewed
Balz shortly after his arrest, and soon
became convinced that the prisoner was
either a lunatic or was feigning insanity.

ADMITS TUE SHOOTING.
Balz admitted readily that he was the

person who shot Morrow.
"Ihad been looking for him for years,"

he said to a reporter who interviewed him
later. "Ialways feltconfident that some-
day I would find him, and kill him."

"Why did you wish to kill him?" ho
Was asked.

"Why? Well I had cause enough. It
Was he who caused my downfall. I was
King of this country once, and my mother
was Queen. But Morrow plotted against
us and we were thrown out. I swore
then that I wou'kl killhim. I tried my
best to kill him the other day. You see
when I was about eight years old he cutme on the left side of the stomach—he
Wanted to do away with me you know—
and then alter he saw it didn't killme, he
Said that aller I grew up that I would get
cut in a saw mill on the other side of my
Stomach,

AND WOULD DIE

From tiie wound. His prediction came
true, because only a littlewhile ago I was
Working in a saw-mill in San Francisco
and was cut on the right side of my stom-
ach, just as hesaid I would. But I didn't
die, though, and I knew that he would lie
after me again, so I made up my mind to
killhim lirst."

"What relationship, if any, do you bear
to Morrow?" asked the reporter.

"< Hi, he is my son," replied Balz.
"How old is he?"
"About 00."
"And how old arc you?"
"Thirty."
"Well, how can he be your son, and be

older than you?"
"Oh, that's simple enough. I had sev-

eral children before I was born myself."
Continuing, Balz said that Morrow was

sentenced to six years' imprisonment at
San Quentin, for cutting him, and, when
released. Morrow said he intended tokill
him (Balz) w hen he became of age—if he
did not Balz could kill him.

"Iknew that I would kill him," said
Balz, "so Igot a little lot out near Court-
land, and had it fenced off so that he
could be buried there, and when I died I
should be buried there, too. I was over
fixing up the lot the day before I shot
him, and itlooked very well."

BALZ TELLS OF THE SHOOTING.
After relating some more strangethings Balz consented to tell about the

shooting. He said he started out to find
Morrow on Sunday last, but was unsuc-
cessful.

"I finally located him, though," he
said, "and on Wednesday went out to
finish up the job. Ifound him chopping
trees out there at the ranch with some
other fellows. I stepped up to him and
he said 'Nice day,' or something like
that. I said 'Yes,' and felt for my revol-
ver. I felt sorry for him and hated to
killhim, but Iknow that I had to do it,
and it was no use being chicken-hearted.
I waited until he turned his back and
then tired twice at him. I know that is
not a very nice way to kill a man—to
shoot him iv the back—but you see I
didn't want to disfigure his forehead.
Morrow always prided himself on his
forehead, and thought he had the finest
shaped one in the country, so I didn't
like to hurt his feelings by disfiguring it.
I wish you would state that in your
paper, too, so that my subjects won't
think I was a coward. I want them to
think well of me when I go upon the
throne again.

THE HAND THAT CUT HIM.
"Well, as I said before," continued

Balz, "1 fired twice at him, both into tho
bock ofhis head. Ho turned and looked
at me, and I said, 'Do you know me?'
He said 'no,' and Iraised the pistol again.
He put up his hand as ifto stop me, and I
just put a bullet through his hand. That
was the band he cut me with. I told him
how 1 had been looking for him for so
many years, and then shot again, hitting
him in the stomach, in the same place
where he cut me. I fired two more shots,
but they didn't hit him, because Ithought
1 had put enough holes into him."

Balz then wandered off on another
story about his royalty, and could not be
brought back to the subject of the shoot-
ing, except to say that after it was over
he walked to Hicksville and there took
the train for this city, arriving here that
evening. Finally he refused to talk at
all, explaining that it would be more ap-
propriate for him to is«ue a formal state-
ment to his people, telling them all about
it, and setting date for his remounting
the throne.

Later in the afternoon a complaint was
i-^.u'd by Justice of the Peace Devine
against Balz, and it was sworn to by Dep-
uty Sheritt" I. __. Smith of Gait. He was
charged with assault to commit murder.

PAINFULLY INJURED.
Disasterous Kesults of an Attempt to

Make a very Short Turn.
Yesterday afternoon* as Willie Brown

and another young man were piloting a
transfer wagon along Seventh street, be-
tween J and X, and were attempting to
make a short turn in the street, the
wagon was overturned. The horses made
a dash for the sidewalk and collided with
an awning-post and were thrown.

Young Brown was thrown under the
wagon, and dragged and rolled over the
cobblestones for several yards. When
rescued from beneath the wagon he was
found to be badly bruised and scarred,
and his right ankle was twisted and
sprained. It was thought that his injuries
were not serious, but they certainly are
painful.

The team and overturned wagon came
withina few»inches of colliding with a
buggy in which a lady was driving, but
her presence of mind saved her from a
serious, ifnot fatal accident. She plied
the whip to her horse and he sprang out
of the way just in time to avoid the
threatened collision.

Aaron Wager Tells of His Wife's

The reporter accompanied him and the
letter was produced. It was as follows:

Mr. Charles „V. Steen— Dear Sir: I tele-
graphed you yesterday from Healdsburg and
write you t<vday from my homo. Had I
known sooner that you were in Healdsburg I
could have soon you, and it would have saved
me this trouble. What Iwant toknow is this-
My wife having been mesmerized (or psycho-
lonized, as the clairvoyants call it), and thenturned into a witch, I desire to know Whetheror not you can be of any help to her. This was
done by a German doctor and his wife. Hisname is Maurice H. Strope, and his wife'sname isTillie. Of course Ido not know whatpowers you or Mrs. Steen have, orwhether you
can read minds at a distance or not. if you
can, and can do her any good I am willing topay a fair price therefor. Must I meet you atsome place or can you write to me, so I can
show it to people, as there are some here who
believe in such tilings? lam convinced that
there is some reality in it, and for tiie sake of
suffering humanity Iwrite you. Icannot tellby the play-bill in my possession whether the
lady with you Is your wifeor sister, but it
makes no difference, as she is very good. If
she is, the stranger and I will leave it entirely
with you to do the business. Yours respect-

No, it's only sharp memory and
a well-planned programme, with endless
variations that enables us to do what we
do. Now, I have made this explanation
to you and I don't care what you do with
it, to show you how absurd it would be
for me to go to this man's house, humbug
him into the idea that I was a materialized
spirit or a bean-eating witch-killer from
Boston, and to make him believe that I
could cure his wife."

"How do you account for the strange

condition of his wife?"
"Simply that this doctor, whoever

lie was, was a man possessed of
animal magnetism to a high de-
gree, and having the so-called mes-
meric power, which is the, same thing.
He probably found her a very weak-
minded woman, and used this force ex-
perimentally. Once he subjected her
will |to his own, ho couldn't release her
to save his life and left her in that sad
condition."

FIRST COMMUTATION. i

Governor Markham Turns a Convict
Over to the Missouri Authorities.

Several days ago the Record-Union
published a letter written by Warden
McComb, ofSan Quentin Prison, to Gov-
ernor Markham, stating that an agent of
Missouri had called on him with requisi-
tion papers from the Governor of Mis-
souri, requesting that a convict, Charles
Drown, be turned over to the authorities
there tobe prosecuted formurder. Brown
was serving a term of eight years for rob-
bery in San Quentin, and his term would
not expire for several years. Tn order to
allow the prisoner to be taken back Gov-
ernor Markham on yesterday commuted
his sentence to l.i) days, which was
equivalent to granting him a pardon.
Brown was convicted last August. In
granting the commutation the Governor
thus explains the situation:

"Tliesaid Charles Brown has been in-
dicted in Maries County, in the State of
Missouri, of the crime of murder, under
the name ofWilson Howard, and a requi-
sition lias been duly issued by the Gov-
ernor of said State for extradition ofsaid
Howard, in accordance with the law and
the provision of the statute in such case
made and provided, and it being made to
appear to me that the said Brown and the
said Howard are one and the same person,
and. that the said Howard, alias Brown,
has committed a heinous crime in the
murder ofa deaf mute, and that ho is a
desperado ofthe worst character, and has
been indicted also in Harlan County, in
Kentucky, of the murder ofrive different
persons, and also ofthe crime ofrobbery,
and believing that justice would be better
subserved by commuting the sentence of
said Howard, alias Brown, and delivering
him to the agent ofthe said State of Mis-

, souri, to be by him taken to said State

and tried for murder, Icommute his sen-
tence to 149 days."
