SECRETARY OX STATE'S OFFICE.
A communication was received from

the Secretary of State in response to the
request of the Roiwtfi. explaining the con-
dition ofthe funds for the us« of his de-
partment. The Senate was informed
thai there was probably enough money
in the different funds for the remainder
of the fiscal ye:ir, with the exception of
tluu for furniture, carpets and other sup-
plies. That fund Inis a deficiency of
something In excess of $2,000. Secretary
Wuite said he had no meant! of knowing
how much of the deficiency was author-
ized by the Board of Examiners. He
was ofthe opinion that $3,000 would be
sufficient for his us-.- until July next.

CAI'ITOL PASS IMPROVEMENTS.
The last billconsidered during the day

•was S. B. im, to provide for the removal
Of the old wooden fence, sidewalks and
curb from the State Capitol grounds, lo-
cated at Sacramento, ana have constructed
in their stead a granite post and chain
fence, a concrete sidewalk and granite

curb, and to appropriate money therefor.
Mr. Goucher was against it. Ho said

he had voted at the last session to appro-
priate some $60,000 for improvements
about the Capitol, and now they were j
told the money had been exhausted and j
the work uncompleted. He admired the
genius of statesmanship which caused the
world "old"to be inserted in the title of
the bill, but he was not to bo caught by j
that seductive device.

Mr. Dray replied that he might have [
appreciated the gentleman's criticism if
his sarcasm had been directed at the bill
next on the tile(providing for the com-
pletion of the granite steps in Capitol
Park), which was to carry out the inten-
tion of one passed two years ago, but the
billunder consideration had nothing to
do with that one. The old fence sur-
rounding that portion of the park east of
Eleventh street was constructed about
twenty years ago, and would disgrace a
cattle ranch in Fresno. He explained the
nature of the improvement contemplated
by the bill, and said the work could and
would be done for the sum asked, $18,000.

Mr. Seawell said he had noticed the old
fence, and did not think itany credit to
the State to maintain such a dilapidated
structure on the Capitol grounds.

The billpassed by a vote of 25 ayes to 5
noes.

"JACK" HARRIS CONVICTED.
A Jury Fluds Him Guilty of a Charge

ofButtery.
"Jack" Harris was tried and convicted

of battery in the Police Court yesterday.
The jury was composed of Peter Fuchs,
1). A. Lindley, H. C. Hotfilter, H. B.
Neilsen, W. P. Tanquary, P. A. Miller,
C. F. Williams, R. P. Pedlar, Fred Day,
Robert 11. Hawley, F. N. Mott and J. L.
Chadderdon. Hiram Johnson repre-
sented the defendant and City Attorney
Hart conducted the prosecution. The
complaining witness, Joseph Cottev, told
his side of the story as published the day
after the occurrence, and his testimony
was partly corroborated by other wit-
nesses.

Harris testified in his own behalf, and
claimed that he would not have struck
Coffey had he not made use of a vile epi-
thet towards him.

The jurywere out about five minutes,
and on their return to the court-room an-
nounced a verdict of guilty. Harris will
be sentenced next Friday alter George
Green has his trial. Green is charged
with having assisted Harris in his brutal
assault on Coffey.

CITY TRUSTEES.

A Vigorous Protest Against the Issu-
ance of a Saloon License.

The California Bank Pur-chases 910,000

Worth of Street Improvement

Bonds—Other Business.

At the regular weekly session of the
Board of City Trustees yesterday, Fred.
Sherman, who conducts a saloon on
Eighth street, between J and X,asked
that his water rent for the past eight
months be cancelled. He stated that he
had not paid it for nearly a year past on
account of poverty, and he thought ifthe
board would cancel the rent up to last
January, he would be able to pay itregu-
larly hereafter.

Upon motion of Trustee McLaughlin,
the request was denied.

E. K. Alsip, H. Weinstock and C. H.
Hubbard, members of the Board of
Trade, appeared and asked what action
the Trustees proposed to take in regard
to the request of George E. Bates, asking
that they redeem about £s,'_>oo worth of
old bonds, by issuing new ones in lieu
of them. Mr, Alsip stated that tlio
Board of Trade thought that the question
as to whether 6r not the city should be
compelled to refund the bonds, ought to
be referred to . .some attorney who was
familiar with the history of all the bonds
issued by the city.

Trustee Wolf stated that he, as a mem-
ber of tho board, would not act in the
matter until he had obtained an opinion
from some attorney who had fully inves-
tigated the subject.

THOSE OLD BONDS.

Two petitions were received remon-
strating against the issuance ofa license to
a party desiring to establish a saloon on the
southeast corner of Twentieth and M
streets. The. signers of the petition
churned that the saloon was not de-
sired by the majority of residents of the
block, and that it would injuriously
affect the children who live in the vicin-
ity and tend to create disturbances in that
locality. The two petitions contained
thirty-throe signatures.

The application of Mr. llauser to con-
duct the saloon on th.; corner of Twen-
tieth and M streets was indorsed by
eight persons.

Trustee Mt-Laughlin had somo doubts
as to tho genuineness of some of the sig-
natures, and he wanted the matter fully
investigated before any action was taken
by the board.

The Mayor said he had looked into the
matter thoroughly and was convinced
th:it tho majority of the residents in the
block; did not want the saloon located
there.

AGAINST THE SALOON.

Trustee McLaughlin thought it would
work a hardship on Mr. llauser for the
Board to refuse him a license, lieowned
the property and had built a house
thereon.

The Mayor moved that Mr. Hauser's
application for a license be denied.

A. Abbott, Cashier of the California State
Bank, 'Offering to take $10,000 worth of
Sacramento Str,ect Improvement bonds.
The oiler was accepted.
STREET WORK AND NEW SEWERS OR-

DERED.
A. O. Lovdal appeared before the board

and staled that he had graded and grav-
eled one-h:«lf o/the street in front of his
property, from the corner of Sixteenth
and O streets to the alley between O and
1% and ho wanted to know whether or
not he was entitled to one-fourth the ex-
panse.

Trustee McLaughlin said that when tho
entire block wa» improved by grading
and graveling Mr. Lovdal's ela'irn would
be :iflowed.

The following resolutions of intention
were passed : To grade and gravel Thir-
teenth street from Gto L; to grade and
gravel Fourteenth street from G to L; to
construct an eight-inch iron-stone pipe
sewer in the alleys between N" and O,
Seventeenth and Twenty-second streets.

A petition was presented asking that a
sewer be constructed in the alley between
G and 11, Fourteenth and Fifteenth
streets. The matter was referred to the
Street Commissioner, and a resolution of
intention was passed to do the work.

An order was passed to tho effect that
no assignment of contracts for street- work
shall be made hereafter. The contractor
whose bid is the lowest must perform the
work himself.

REQUESTS, COMPLAINTS, ORDERS, ETC.
S. Anderson complained to tho board

that the sidewalk on the southeast corner
of Seventeenth and H streets was in bad
condition, lie also informed the board
that the electric light at Seventeenth and
Xstreets did not burn sometimes for but
two or three nights in the week. The
matters were referred to the Street Com-
missioner. -

A claim of J. C. Plerson for 82,1251 75
for repairing the levee at the foot of W
street was allowed.

On motion of Trustee Wolf an order
was passed directing all parties who had
cinder sidewalks infront oftheirproperty
to replace them with stone or bituminous
rock walks withinsix months.

It was ordered that the City Engineer
prepare plans and specifications for a
stone sidewalk in front of tho property
belonging to the Van Winkle estate on
the west side of/Fourth street, between I
and J. The sidewalk was condemned, but
Mr. Chandler, the agent, refused to con-
struct a new walk.

The Board adjourned.
