This is an ac-lion to recover for services ron-

dered by the plaintiffs* city .Murshu! of the
defendant. A.cenand ilemurror to Hie com-
plaint was Interposed and sustained. The
plulniill' declined to amend, and thereupon
the court gave judgment that he take nothing.
From that Judgment lie appeals.

April, IJSSB, be rendered services to the
defendant corporation, in arresting oil'enders,
•nd summoning Witnesses and jurors, by
virtue of warrants of arrest. MUbpenas and
Ycniivs duly and regularly is.iued out of the
Heeorder's court of the city, and for thewe
service* the defendant beosine and is indebted
to him in the sum of $S(>:s 55. Again, be-
tween the Ist day of May, lbSh, and 'lie U2d
day of Jlarch, IViS9, he" rendered other like
services, for which the defendant became ami
In indebted to him in the sum of !?31S 25.
Before cofnnii.'ncint; his action, be demanded
Of defendant payment of both sums, but the
defendant refused and still refuses to pay the
•ame or any part thereof.

The act of the Legislature, entitled "An act
to provide for the organizution, incorporation
and government of municipal corporations,"
approved March 18, \H>>:i, (Stats, lbs:!, p.
HU) provides, in the chapter relating to "Mu-
nicipal corporations of tlio sixth class" (Bee.
855) that the Cleric, Treasurer, Marshal and
Recorder shall severally receive, at stated
times, a compensation to be fixed by ordi-
nance by the Board of Trustees, which com-
pensation shall not be increasedordiminished
after their election, or daring their several
terms of oltiee." And Section SBO of the same
chanter provides what duties the Marshal
Khali be required to perform. Among other
things, it says: "He shall and is hereby au-
thorized to execute and return all process
lsKued and directed to him by any iegai au-
thority * » • He shall, for service
ofany process, receive the same fees as Con-
stables. He may appoint, subject to the ai>-
provalofthe Board of Trustees, one or more
deputies, for whose acts he and his bondsmen
ehaii be responsible, whose onlycompensation
Khali be fees for the service of process, which
shall be the same as those allowed to the
Marshal."

InPritchett vs. Stanislaus County (73 Cal.
310) the plaintiff was Marshal of the city of
Modesto, a city of the sixth class, In the
county of Stanislaus. He brought his action
axainbl the county to recover lor services ren-
dered by him In the execution Ofprocess, such
as warrants of arrest and subpenas, issued out
of a Justice's Court of the county incriminal
cases. A demurrer to the complaint was in-
terposed and sustained. It wns said by this
Court, referring to the provisions of the stat-
ute above auoted: "The compensation fixcil
t!y the Hoard ol Trustees under Section 855 la
to be for all duties imposed on the marshal by
the Ac!. These duties are set forth in S**ctlon
880 (Stats. lbS3, p. 277) and Include the
duty to execute and return all process Issued
and directed to him by any legal authority,
and by the same section, for the service Ofany
proems he la toreceive the same fees us Con-
stables." And again: "Itdoes not appear that
the Hoard ofTrustees of the city of Modesto
has passed any ordinance flxing the compen-
sation Of the Marshal, but we presume it has.
If It has passed such ordinance, the Marshal
1h only entitled t*> the compensation so iixec!.
If no such ordinance lias been passed by it,
then the Marshal can recover nothing." It
was held that the demurrer was properly sus-
tained and the judgment was affirmed.

That case is directly in point hero, and upon
its authority it must be held that <lie <i->

murrer in ihU case was property sustained,
and the judgment must be affirmed. Soor-
ilercd.
