
MRS. OPPENHEIM'S ALIMONY.

The Husband Under Oath Declares
that He is Poor.

He Would Go Into Business When

He Had Gotten Rid of

His Wife.

The troubles of the Oppenheims were
aired again yesterday.

This time the scene of action was trans-
ferred from the Police Coujt to the Su-
perior Court, and it came up on Mrs. L.
S. Oppeiihcim's cross-complaint in the
divorce . proceedings. The husband,
Emanuel Oppenfieim, entered suit for a
legal separation from his wifesome timo
ago, on the ground of desertion. Since
then, it will be remembered, the parties
were in the Police Court in attendance
upon the trial of Mr. Oppenheim, who
v, as charged with threatening to take his
\u25a0wife's life—but on which charge he was
not convicted.

In her cross-complaint Mrs. Oppen-
heim does not ask for a divorce, but for
alimony, at the rate of ?<X) per month,
$450 attorney's fees and £j0 costs. She also
asks for the custody of their «»-year-old
daughter. As the grounds for her suit
the wife alleges desertion and extreme
cruelty on the part of the husband. She
says that he is worth about S-'ft.OOO, whilo
she is poor, and lias to be supported by
friends and relatives.

BAYS HE IS POOR.

A. L. Hart appeared as Mrs. Oppen-
heim's attorney when the case came up
yesterday, while Grove L. and Albert \\ .
Jolms< 1:1 appeared for the husband.

Ppaenheim was called to the witness
stand l)j- his attorneys, and in answer to
their questions stated that he was abso-
lutelypenniless. He had formerly held
a position in the firm ofGeorge \V. «'lies-
ley cfc Co., bis salary being $75 per month,
but he bad resigned that position some
time ago, and had found, no employment
since.

Attorney Hart's cross-examination of
Oppenheim was vigorous. Under his tiro
the husband admitted that he was one of
the beirs of his father's estate, which is
valued at $100,000, but he explained thai
be had received nothing from the estate
as yet. He denied that he resigned his
position at Cbesle.i '* in order to defeat his
wife's application foi alimony, lie stated
that he had talked .;!' buying an interest
in the firm he bad worked for, but this
was contingent upon his mother "putting
up tin; money." lie believed he had told
acquaintances that lie would be one of the
firm ofChesley it Co. after he had gotten
rid of his wifj. After leaving his po-
tUion he had worked ou his mother's
ranch.

THE WILL IN COURT.
Attorney Hart, in order to show that

Oppenheim had an interest in his de-
ceased father's estate, read a copy of the
will. This did not help him out as mue.h
as ho had expected, however, because it
showed that the entire estate was left to
the widow, and it was optional with her
whether she gave anything to the child-
dren before her death or not.

Judge Catlin suid he was not satisfied
from tho terms of the will that young
Oppenheim possessed any property, and
instructed attorney Hart to inquire only
as to what the young man actually
possessed. Ho said ho was averse to
making orders for the payment of ali-
mony, unless the husband possessed
something.

Attorney Hart argued thnt it was the
duty ofany and every man to support his
wifeand children; While ho did not be-
lieve that Oppenheim could take anv-
thingfrotn th,- estate with which to pay
his wife, still he believed that the hus-
band's interest in the estate was one
which could be .sold under execution.

OFVKBS TO THE WIFE.
11l answers to questions by Grove L.

Johnson, Oppenheim said that only re-
cently his mother had made a proposition
to his wife ottering to support her and her
child as long as she lived, but tho wife

thad refused the offer.
"Well," said Mr. Hart, "that proposi-

tion was made after you were arrested for
threatening you wife's life—"

"Of which charge he was adjudged not
guilty," promptly interrupted' Mr. John-
son, senior.

"And that was because Mr. Hart did
not prosecute him," added Mr. Johnson,
junior, with biting sarcasm.

Attorney Hart deigned no reply.
The next question asked Oppenheim

was as to whether or not any other prop-
ositions had been made to his wife. Op-
penheim replied that there had been. He
had offered at one time to give her Sixi
and pay all of the costs ifshe would get a
divorce, and at another time he offered
her S7oo—both of which oners she had re-
fused.

"Where did you expect to get that
money?" asked Mr. Hart, thinking thnt
he had caught the witness napping.

"Borrow it," was the; loconic reply.
The ease was finally submitted, and

Judge Catlin said that from what he had
heard ho was satisfied that Oppenheim
could afford to contribute something to-
ward the support of his wife and child,
but not as much as she had asked for. He
then made an order that tho wife be al-
lowed 525 a month, pending the tinal
disposition of the divorce proceedings.

THREE YEARS AT FOLSOM.
The Penalty for Casting a Fraudulent

Vote. •

James Fitzgerald, alias Sullivan, who
\u25a0wan convicted of voting illegally on
Wednesday, was brought before Superior
Judge Van Fleet yesterday for sentence.

Ui'lbrcpronouncing judgment tho Judge
g:iy.> the prisoner a severe tnlking-to.
"Tin.' evidence in the case," be said, "was
conclusive as to your guilt, and showed,
farther, that you cast your illegal vote
for the paltry sum 6fs] 50, which sum
wbs given you by some person who knew
he was paying you to y:>te illegally. If
you bad shown an inclination to further
the ends ofjustice by divulging the uamo
of the man who hired you to vote, that
fact would have been taken in your favor.
Jiut you have, refused to name him, and
the court does not believe you when you
nay you do not know who gave you'the
money.

"'The fact of your rooming where you
did is evidence that the crime you com-
mitted was premeditated. You are, ac-
cording to your own story, a miserable,
drunken mature, and though there is no
evidence that you were too.drank at the
time to realize what yon were doing, [

consider that the man who paid you l'.ir
voting was equally as guilty as yourself.
This thing of illegal voting must be
stopped. If the courts can do it."

'lhe Judge then sentenced Fitzgerald to
three yean' imprisonment at the Folsom
Penitentiary.

QUINLANACQUITTED.

He Tells a Sorrowful Tale and the Jury
Is MereJful. .

The trial of Dennis Quinlan r charged
with being implicated with John Sulli-
van and William Wright in the robbery
oi' James Page at Brighton, some time
ago, was resumed before Superior Judgo
Van Fleet yesterday.

The Impaneling of the jury was com-
pleted early in the forenoon. The evi-
dence taken was the sauic in .many par-
ticulars as that given at the trial of
Wright. Sullivan took the stand again
and repeated his confession. The
only new evidence ho gave
was that he had been con-
victed and imprisoned twice or. charges
of felony. On one of these he was sent
to Folsom, and on the other to the House
ol Correction in San Francisco. He re-
iterated his former testimony, however,
that Quinlan assisted him and Wright in
the robbery of Page.

Qumlan excited the sympathy of every
one in tho court-room when he took the
witness-stand and related his story.
He had served the Union dur-
ing the rebellion, he said, and he
exhibited his certificate, showing ;
that ho had been honorably dis-
charged from the service. Qninlan then
went on to relate a >;ad story of his life.
lie told, with tears in his eyes, how he !
had lost his wife and children in Con-
necticut, had became despondent, and
taken to drink to drefwn his sorrow.
Liquor finally became his master, and
since then lie gave himself up for lost.
He came to California with the hope that
he could shake off hi.s old habits, and be-
giu lifeanew, but he had only been here
a couple ofdays when he was arrested for
tin- robbery ofPage.

Quinlan denied positively that he had
had anything to do with the"robbery. Ho
was greatly under the influence of liquor
that day. Ho met Sullivan and Wright
at Hrighton half an hour before the rob-
bery for the lir.st time in Mis life.

C-buries T. Jones made an eloquent ar-
gument for the defendant.

The jury was only out five minutes be-
fore returning a verdict ofnot guilty.

MURPHY-MAHONEY CONTEST.
The Case Submitted to tho Committee

Without Argument.

Ifc was expected that the Senate Com-
mittee on Elections wouldlast night hear
the arguments in the Murphy-Muhoney
contested election case and decide on its
report. The committee mot, and there
was quite a number of persons present to
listen to the arguments.

Senator, Maljoney was there, too, with
his attorneys, M. A. Dora and Colonel
Kow&lsky, and so was the contestant, P.
J. Murphy, accompanied by Andrew J.
Clunie, his counsel.

Mr. Cluiiie asked to have the hearing
ot the arguments continued until some
evening next week, aa he was to illto
proceed with the ease.

Messrs. Dora and Kowalsky would not
consent to this, saying that' their busi-
ness would not permit them to make
so many trips to the Capital. They
would do this, however — they would
waive all argument in the matter, and
submit the case to the committee on tes-
timony before it. An attempt had been
made to besmirch the Republican party,
Senator Mahoney and [Senator Stanford,
but tiicrc was absolutely nothing in it.
They would even agree to throw out all
the other testimony and submit the case on
the testimony oi'Mr. Murphy himself. The
whole thing was a bubble —ifstepped on,
it would burst.

Mr. Ciunie would not consent to sub-
mitting the case without argument, and
insisted on the committeo passing upon
his request for a continuance.

Senator Welch then moved that the
hearing be continued until Monday even-
ing. The motion was lost by a tie vote.
Senators McGcwan, Banks and Welch
voting in the affirmative, and Senators I
McComas, Streeter and Kagsdale in the !
negative.

Mr. Ciunie and Mr. Murphy went out-
side and consulted for a few moments,
and when they returned they agreed to
submit the case without argument.

The committee took the matter under
advisement, and adjourned to meet at the
call ofthe Chairman.

GREEN GUILTY.

A Jury Says He Was an Accessory
to the Battery of Coffey.

Over Three Hours Taken Up In Impan-

eling a Jury to Try

Green's Case.
I

Tho venire for forty jurors was ex-
hausted yesterday in Judge Cravens'
court before a jurycould be obtuined to
try the case of George Green, charged
with battery. A special venire for fifteen
was issued, and itwas 2 o'clock in the
afternoon before the twelve men had
been selected. The work of impaneling
the jurywas the most interesting part of
the proceeding, and at times quite amus-
ing to the spectators, though not to the
defendant.

Elijah Comstock, ono ot the first to bo
examined by Green's counsel, Hiram W.
Johnson, as to his qualifications to act as
a juror, said, upon being questioned, that
he did not think he could give the defend-
ant a fair trial. Ho had his mind pr«tty
fully made up as to his guilt, and had
formed an opinion which could not easily
be removed. Mr. Comstock was excused.

George M. Mott, on being examinod
by counsel, said ho knew < iroen by sight
and did not think much of him. "It
would require a preponderance of evi-
dence to cause mo to discard the
jopinion I have of him."

STRONGLY PREJUDICED. .
"I don't like him a bit," said Robert

Allen in answer to questions. "I've got
nothing against him, but I don't like his
looks. If 1 were in Green's place, I
would not want to be tried by a jury
composed of men whose minds were as
prejudiced as mine."

"We'll excuse you," said the court.
Green eyed Mr. Allon as he walked

from the room, and got rather angry
when he heard the excused juror mutter,
"I'd send him to Folsom if I got a
show."

Several other of the men subpenacd to
serve on the jurysaid they had read the
newspaper reports and had formed opin-
ions which might influents them in
renderings verdict in the ease.

The following jurors wore finally so-
lected to try the cause: L. Tozcr, C. A.
Yoerk, C, Lages, D. C. White, P. Stan-
ton, C. N\ Nelson, E. K. Avery, K. Noble,
J. M. Henderson. C. K. Doherty, W. C.
Kendall and H. A. Heilbron. The testi-
mony given was similar to that which was
heard at the trial of "Jack" Harris, the
man who beat Joe Coffey so brutally.
Green was with Harris at the time, and
the charge of the prosecution was that
he was an accessory, and had threatened
to do violence to any one who interfered
with Harris while he was beating Coffey.

The first witness called was Joseph
Coffey. He related the circumstances
connected with Harris' assault, and swore
thnt Green stood by and made the re-
mark twice, "that he would give any-
body who interfered worse than what
Coffey was getting."

Attorney Johnson stated that if the
prosecution did not intend to prove that
Green had assaulted Coffey then he
(Johnson) would move to dismiss the
case. The allegations in the complaint
were that Green "used force and violence,
etc." and if these allegations were not
true, then the defendant should be dis-
charged.

City Attorney Hart and C. N. Post, for
the prosecution, argued that there was no
distinction made in law between the prin-
cipal in a crime and the accessories, and
that the complaint was sufficient. Judge
Cravens held the same views and denied
the motion to dismiss.

WHAT WITNESSES SAW.
State Controller E. P. Colgan, Wjn.

White, a laborer in Capitol Park, and
George H. Dunlap, swore that they saw
the fight and noticed Green standing by.
The latter said he heard Green warn par-
ties not to interfere.

For the defense, Matthew Wagner said
he saw Green trying to separate the two
men, who were fighting, and afterwards
lead Harris away.

"Jack" Harris swore that Green had
nothing to do with the affiur. "I did all
the fighting," said the witness, "and 1 re-
member having struck at Green several
times when he endeavored to stop me
from striking Coney. He never tried to
prevent anybody from separating us, but
on the contrary wanted me to stop beat-
ing my man."

Green took the stand and testrfied that
as soon as he saw Harris beating Coffey
so unmercifully he tried to take him off,
but was unable to do so. Harris struck
at him (Green) several times, and tho
blood was spattering over his clothes.

Closing arguments were made by tho
counsel on both sides, and the jury re-
tired. In about ten minutes they re-
turned with a verdict of guilty.

Green will be sentenced along with
Harris to-day.
