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CYCLONES  ANALYZED.

Lieutenant Finley Gives out Some
Interesting Information,

The Cyclone Described as a Vast Eddy
in the Atmosphere, Devast="
ing in Effect.

Lieutenant John P. Finley, who is in
charge of the Signal Service on the
Pacific Coast, has, in view of the many
inquiries received at his office relative to
the use and significance of technical
meteorological terms, and for informa-
tion as to the character of the various
forms of atmospheric disturbances recog-
nized by the science of meteorology, con-

sented to prepare for publication, a series |.

of circulars or bulletins which will
briefly, but yet comprchensively furnish
the desired data. It is believed that this
plan will serve to instruct the public on
an important subject and assist in mak-
ing the daily weather forecast of more
practical value,
ABOUT CYCLONES.

The first of these fpwperss has just been
issued, and treats of the cyclone.

About fifty years ago, says Lieufenant
Finley, Piddington of Caleutta, East India,
first applied the term cyclone to all circu-

storms of whatever area. The earliest
published account of storms where the
curving of the winds is recognized was
by Captain Langford in 1698, in a paper
on the West India hurricanes, which he
called “whirlwinds.” The term eyclone

‘comes from the Greek cyclos, which sig-

nifies, among other things, the coil of a
snake.

Its application to the most important of
all meteorological disturbances is not in-
tended to affirm that the area described
by the storm is a true circle, but rather
expressing sufficiently the tendency of
the air to a circular motion. The word is
now accepted by the leading meteorolo-
fists of the world as properly distinguish-

n'i a certain class of storms.

he ¢yclone is a broad disturbance hav-
ing a diameter from three hundred to five
hundred miles, and sometimes one thou-
sand miles. It isa vast eddy in the at-
mosphere and moves along in that
medium very much as the eddies in a
stream of water. The air does not have
an actual circular motion at any place
within the storm area, but only a tend-
ency to spiral movement. But even this
tendency is not revealed by reports from
& single station.

MOTION OF THE DEVASTATOR.

It is necessary to obtain observations
from the entire area of disturbance,
which, when plotted on a chart, discloses
the general movement of the air gradually
inward toward the center, where it rises
to the upper cloud region and flows out-
ward on all sides.. This motion of the air
gives rise to westerly winds south of the
cyclonic center, southerly winds on the
east, easterly winds on the morth and
northerly winds on the west. At the
center of the area thereis a calm space
ten or fifteen miles in diameter known as
the “‘eye of the storm.” This is'a very
dangerous part of the cyclone for vessels
to encounter, as they become motionless
and are then suddenly caught at a disad-
vantage by the rear of the storm. The
barometer is lowest at the center and in-
creases outward to the circumference.
The form of the cyclonic area is either
circular or elliptical, generally the latter.
The direction of progressive movement
is from west to east under the infitience of
the rotation of the earth, and while not
diroctly visible, is apparent in the pass-
ing changes of the weather. The rate of
movement is on the average about thirty
miles per hour. being most rapid in win-
ter with a maximpm of fifty miles, and
least rapid in summer with a minimum
of about ten miles, :

DISTINCT CHARACTERISTICS.

The four quadrants of a ¢yclone have
distinet and invariable characteristics, as
follows: In the northeast quadrant, great
humidity, high winds, precipitation and
heavy clouds, especially in the southern
portion. In the southeast quadrant, the
maximum of heat and moisture, the re-
gion of all classes of local storms, es-
pecially the tornado. In the southwest
quadrant, clearing weather, with dashes
of rain in the eastern portion, falling tem-
perature and diminishing humidity. The
northwest quadrant has the minimum of
heat and moisture, general absence of
clouds and brisk cold winds. Some cy-
clones may preserve their identity in
passing entirely around the earth, but
the generality only make about one-third
of that distance and then disappear in the
general circulation of the atmosphere.

ELECTRIC ROADS A
The Conduct of the Legislature Deemed
Inexplicable. BT

The conduct of the Legislature on the |
subjeet of electric rail is inexplica- |

ble.
In évery other part of the world elee-
tricity is welcome(f:s the power that is to

solve the problem of rapid transit. In
all but certain localities affected by spe-
cial conditions, horse and cable roads are
obsolete. The old ones are operated until
they can be changed to electric lines, but
no new ones are building. In safety,
speed, efficiency and economy, electric
motors are so far superior toany other
kind that Eastern cities congratulate
themselves upon every new one that
makes it appearance. An expert recently
predicted that in five years there would
not be a horse-car running in the United
States. Apparently he reckoned without
the California Legislature.

The proposal to forbid the use of over-
head wires is a manifest absurdity. The
overhead system is the only one that is
an assured sucéess. Storage batteries
have been used to some extent, but are
still in the experimental stage. The un-
derground system is an absolute failure,
electrieally, besides being so expensive
as to put it out of the question for lines in
thinly settled districts.

Of course it is desirable to dispense
with poles and overhead wires as soon as
it can be done, although if properly de-
signed these accessories of an electric road
do not disfigure the streets. But mean-
while, are we to depend on horse cars or
walk ?

Finally, why should the Legislature
meddle with the matter at all, except to
undo its own toolish interference of the
pasi? The people of Oakland, San Fran-
ciseo, San Jose, Lios Angeles and other
towns want electric roads. 'Why should
not they be alloewed to have them? Let
us have a little. home rule.—S. ¥, Zram-
