The Senate met at 11 o'clock a. m.,
Reddick in the

\u25a0;hair. Roll called and quorum present.
Prayer by Rev. A. T. Xeedham. Journal
read and approved.

PETITIONS.
Mr. Seawell presented a petition from

the residents of Mendocino County re-
questing the passage of a law by which
municipal corporations that are free from
debt may disincorporate. Referred.

TO TAX GREENBACKS.
Mr. Heacock offered a concurrent reso-

lution memorializing Congress to pass a
law making greenbacks taxable the same
as other money or property. Referred.

RAILROAD COMMISSION.
Under the order of reports of standing

committees, Mr. De Long, from the Com-
mittee on Finance, reported back Senate
Constitutional Amendment No. 15, re-
pealing that portion of the Constitution
creating a State liuard of Railroad Com-
missioners, with tho recommendation
thai it do pass.

Mr. De Long moved that the report re-
ceive immediate consideration.

Mr. Goucher held that itwould be bad
policy to hurry the matter. He wished
to give it somo attention, and wanted to
hear it generally discussed.

Mr. Longford moved to amend the mo-
tion before the Senate by making.the bill
the special order for 3 o'clock V. M. on
Monday next.

Mr. Uprague moved a call of the Senate.
The motion was carried, and all but two
were Grand to be present. These ap-
peared shortly afterward.

Mr. Staweli also advocated a postpone-
ment of the subject. It was a very seri-
ous matter to amend the fundamental
law of the State, and should only be done
after dne deliberation.

Mr. Ostrom said he was impressed with
the idea of amending the Constitution as
proposed. He favored the abolishment
of the Railroad Commission, but wanted
time in which to more carefully consider
the matter.

Mr. Do Long said the bill simply pro-
vided for the repeal of a provision of the
Constitution. He could not understand
why the Democratic Senators should ob-
ject to submitting the question to a vote
of the people.

Mr. Mead said he was the author of the
bill under consideration, and it was im-
material to him whether itbe considered
now or next Monday. He simply wanted
the measure to be correct, and thus as-
sured lie was in favor of its passage.

Mr. Langfocd favored the resolution,
and said_ he would vote to abolish the
commission "and everybody connected
with it."

Mr. Wilson said the matter might as
well come up now as at anytime. He
was opposed to the abolishment of the
commission. It had worked well in
other States, and would here ifin proper
hands.

Mr. Campbell of Solano wanted to
have the resolution recommitted to the
Committee on Constitutional Amend-
ments. He moved to amend Mr. Lang-
ibrd's resolution to that effect.

Mr. Landlord, declined to accept the
amendment. He would change his mo-
tion no as to make the bill the special
order for Tuesday at 2 v. m.

Mr. Campbell's amendment was lost, '
and the bill was, on Mr. Langford's mo-
tion, made the special order for 2 o'clock
p. m. on Tuesday.

RESOLUTIONS.
Mr. Dray oiiered a resolution provid-

ing that when the Senate adjourn to-day
it be out of respect to the memory of the
late William Windom, Secretary of the
Treasury. Adopted.

Mr. Ostrom ottered aresolution request-
ing the Warden of the San Quentin
Prison to furnish the Senate with a state-
ment of the cost of the manufacture of
grain bags during the year IKJO, and the
cost per bag. Adopted.

CONCERNING THE POSTMISTRESS.
Mr. Heacock informed the Senate that,

inasmuch as the Postmistress and her
assistant were chosen prior to tho present
law regulating the salaries of attaches,
the Controller could not draw warrants
in their favor for the per diem now
allowed each. He therefore presented
the resignations of Mrs. E. E. Tabose and
Miss Agnes Vance, and they were ac-
cepted.

The ladies were then re-elected to their
respective positions.

S. B. 215, authorizing the Fish Com-
missioners to purchase the land on which
the Sisson and Tahoe fish hatcheries are
located, was taken \*p, ami alter some
debate, was passed b,y a vote of 29 to 1.

FISH HATCHERIES.

THE "WHEEL" MUST GO.
Several bills on the second reading file

were postponed, and finally the Senate
encountered a snag in the bill (S. I*. 45)
introduced by Mr. Dray, amending the
Penal Code in relation to the prohibition
of gaming. The bill read as follows in
its original form:

Section 1. Section 330 of an Act entitled
"AnAct to establish a I'enal Code," approved
February 14,1872, is amended to read us fol-
lows: 330. Every person who deals, plays, or
carries on, opens, or causes to be opened, or
who conducts, either as owner or employe,
whether for hire or not, any game of faro,
monte, roulette, lasquenet, rouge et noire,
rondo, tan, fan-tun, studhorse poker, seven
and a naif, twenty-one, hokey-pokey, wheel of
fortune, or any banking or percentage game
played with cards, dice, or any device, for
money, checks, credit, or other representa-
tive <>1 value, is punishable by line of not less
than two hundred nor more than one thou-
sand doilars, aud shall be imprisoned iv the
County Jail uutii such flue and costs of prose-
cution are paid, such imprisonment not to
exceed one year; every person who pjays or
bets ut or against any of said prohibited game
or games, is guilty offt misdemeanor.

Mr. G. 11. Williams moved to amend
by striking out the words "wheel-of-
fortuue."

Mr. Dray said the bill was introduced
by him at the request of another person,
aud he had been assured that the only
change it made in the existing law was
to include the game known as hokey-
pokey among those prohibited. Hokey-
pokey is a vicious, demoralizing game,
and should be prohibited. But ho had
been imposed upon by the inclusion of
the wheel-of-fortune. which he regarded
as a game of chance that is perfectly fair.
He was, therefore, willing that it should
be stricken from the bill.

Mr. Preston denounced the wheel-of-
fortune as a game that is very demoraliz-
ing to the youth of the State. Either
abolish the entire law or let this game bo
among those prohibited.

After some further discussion tho mo-
tion of Mr. Williams to strike out was
lost by a vote of9 ayes to 25 noes.

Soveral other amendments were then
offered and withdrawn regarding the
penalty for violation of the law, but the
only one adopted was that offered by Mr.
Heacock, making the maximum line §500
and the minimum §100, and the maxi-
mum imprisonment six months. This
gives Justices' Courts jurisdiction.

OTHER BILLS READ.
Resuming work on the second-reading

file, A. B. 211, authorizing tho formation
of county mutual insurance companies,
regulating their business and defining
tho duties of the officers thereof.

Among the several amendments
adopted was one providing that such
companies shall not be subject to the
jurisdiction of the Insurance Commis-
sioner.

QUESTION 01' PRIVILKOE.
Mr. Gould—I arise to a question of

privilege, and I think one of the most
important questions of privilege that it is
possible for a member of an assemblage
of this character to rise to. As the gen-
tlemen of this Assembly are aware, with-
in the last two weeks there have been un-
der consideration before this body certain
bills, and in the consideration of these
bills this House has met with very seri-
ous and adverse criticism from certain
individuals in different parts of the State.
And it seems to my mind now that those
criticisms have become centered and
individualized to such an extent that itis
the duty of this House, with due regard
fo the protection of its own reputation
and the reputation of those sitting here
as membars, to take some steps to inves-
tigate these charges, and determine
whether the gentlemen making them
have had sufficient grounds upon which
to make such allegations. I read in last
evening's San Francisco Post what pur-
ported to be an interview with Mayor
Glasscock, of Oakland, in which he is re-
ported as saying: "Why, we were not in
it for a moment. Those follows have got
to be paid, or the bill willnot be passed.
lam satisfied of that. To talk about any
other inlluence with them is the worst
sort of nonsense. Ifwe were to center
all of our forces and do our best we could
not get that crowd to adopt the Lord's
Prayer, unless they saw boodle in it." I
see, also, an article in an Oakland paper
—the daily Eventing Tribune —where it
states: "Mayor Glasscock is credited
with saying of the Alnmeda delegation in
the Assembly, that they havo not suilici-
ent influence to pass the Lord's Prayer."
I must say he is correct about the influ-
ence of the Aliitneda delegation, if they
expect to pass tho Lord's Prayer
by the use of boodle here. "He is
also of the opinion, after yesterday's
experience, that the bills cannot be
passed without the use of money."
There was also a statement made which
was credited to W.W. Camron ofOakland,
to the same effect, the verbiajje of which,
however, 1 have not at hand. I therefore
ofi'or the following resolution:

Whereas. There has appeared in the San
Francisco Evening I'ost of January 29, IS9I,
the following statement of an interview with
Mayor fllMnronlr of the cltvof Oakland, re-
ferring to this Assembly: "Why, 1' he said,
"we are not in it for a moment. Tiiose fellows
have got to be paid, or the bill will not be
passed. Jam satisfied of that. To bilk about
any other inlluence with them is the worst
sort of nonsni.'c. Ifwe were to center all ot
our forces, uad do our best, we could not get
that crowd to adopt the Lord's Prayer unless
they saw some boodle in it;" and whereas, it
has been recently stated in a lute paper that
V. W. Caiuron. ofOakland, has said that no

I electric bills could be passed without fixing
this Lcsislature, also referring to this Assem-
bly; bo it

llcioUcil.That a committee of three mem-
bers of this House be apiwinted, with full
powers to subpena. witnesses and to compel
their attendance before them, to examine wit-
nesses under oath, and to thoroughly investi-
gate the truth of these charges, as well asunv
others of a like character yiritii regard to this
Assembly; that said Muy6r Glasscock and
said W. NY*. Camron be summoned to appear
before said committee, andsjive all the inform-
ation they have concerning said charges, or
any other knowledge they may have upon the
matter, and to report the result of their inves-
tigations at as early a day as possible to this
Assembly.

Mr. Shanahan—l move the adoption of
the resolution. .

Mr. Galbraith—l hope we are not going
to waste time over these reports. I think
our surest auswor and'denial to all such
staff as this is to go to work and do some-
thing.

The Speaker—l think this is a matter
which calls for the attention ofthe House.
It appears to me, as charges have been
made affecting its honor and dignity, that
the House cannot silently sit aud allow
them tot pass unquestioned. I thought
for a w&ile that it was the duty of the
Speakerto call the attention of the House

to it,but inasmuch as ithas been done by
a member in the form of a resolution, I j
think itwould be proper for the Assem- i
bly to act upon it.

Mr. shaiiahuu—If the gentleman rotnf
Satita Cruz means that toy doing some-
thing we would exonerate ourselves, and
carries with it the implication that we
ought to do precisely what Glasscoek and
Caiuron want, I beg to say that I will
take my own time with regard to bills I
that have been presented here which, as
I believe and have stated heretofore, were
not drawn at the request of the people of
Oakland or directly in their interest, but I
solely in the interest of the companies !
who want tho concessions. If what the
gentleman says means that I am to fall
in and favor these measures, drawn by
the attorneys of the companies, I say I
shall not agree to do anything of the kind
to exonerate myself from the imputations
of Glasscoek, Cararon or any one else.
The proper thing is to haul these gentle-
men before a House uommittee, and let
them there state what they know of their
own knowledge that is wrongful or derog-
atory to the character of any member.
That is what they should be made to do.
But Ido not concede for a moment that
our exoneration consists in our doing!
what Glasscoek or Camron desire shall be
done. For one, I willexorcise my pleas-
ure in that regard and do what I consider
right.

Mr. Galbraith—I did not mean by what
I said, that we should proceed to act upon
the billin question particularly. I just
said a word or two because I did not want
the time of the House taken up by this
matter. My idea is, however, that our
strongest refutation of sill*such attacks
willbe to go to work and enact good leg-
islation, not spending our timefn trying
to build up our reputation. There is an
old saying, sometimes a true one, that it
is the wounded bird that nutters; anil I
think to simply ignore the whole thing
willbe our best course.

Mr. Young -I hope the resolution will
prevail. To my certain knowledge, during
a residence of a quarter of a century in
this State, there has never yet been aMKß-
sion ofthe Legislature that*has not been
annoyed, and its work retarded, by tho
continued presence of lobbyists in great
numbers, particularly from the large and
thickly populated sections. It has always
bften the custom of these gentry, when
they failed to procure tho passage of
measures which would make them mill-
ionaires, to go forth and fee the press and
its. reporters to stigmatise tho members as
a band ofthieves. Every honest man in
this dumber should feel, as a legislator,
that it is his duty to resent this insult to
the lawmakers of tho State. And if there
arc any upon the floor who have made
propositions showing that they are cor-
rupt, let an investigation bring it out
and iet them be impeached before the peo-
ple. For the reputation ofthis Legislature
Isay that the investigation should be full.
If there are any thioves here, let them bo
shown up. If these statements are lies
ami slanders, let that be known, and let
this House be vindicated. But I have
never heard or read ofthe Legislature be-
ing bought on any bill, but it invariably j
turned out that tho report eamo from ;
those interested in the measure, Which j
was always one of private and not of
public interest. I say let this investiga.- j
tion go forward, and let it be prompt and j
thorough. [Applause.]

Mr. Sturtevant —When the electric fran-
chises were brought before the City
Council*of Oakland, Mayor Glasscoek
vetoed them on the ground that they
were not legal. Then he comes here
asking us to sanction these illegal meas-
ures ; and when wo refuse he goes home
saying we are thieves. In the lirst place
Mayor Glas-scock seems not to have been
in it;but now he seems to be in it. [Mer-
riment.]
"Mr. Ciark—T hope the resolution will
prevail. My experience concerning leg-
islation has been this: that when some
electric light or railway company, desir-
ous of legislation that will make them
millionaires the moment the billbecomes
a law, comes before a legislative body and
demands its passage at its hands, if there
is a single dissenting voice they publish it
broadcast to the world that that man was
actuated by impure and improper mo- i
tives. They do this, neither in the inter-
est of the people nor of good legislation,
nor because they believe any one is cor-
rupt or could be corrupted, bat
as a lash. In other words, they say: "Do
what we tellyou, or we willbrand you to
the world as men who are corrupt." I
think the resolution should bo adopted,
and if these gentlemen know anything
derogatory to the honor and integrity of
any one upon this floor, let them come
before a committee and state it; and lot
the committee report who the corrupt
ones are, that they may be heralded to
the world as unlit to occupy tho position
of legislators.

Mr. Martin—Iam opposed to the pass-
age of the resolution. As I understand
our position here, we are servants of the
people, hired to do their bidding at a cer-
tain per diem. And, considering the
worth of our service, if I had not been
impoverished by the shutting down of
our mines, I would, for one, refund a
good deal of the $8 which they pay me
daily. [Merriment.] I hold ft is the
people's right to examine into the acts of
their servants. It you hire a man and
place him in charge ofyour business, you
have a right to examine his course and
see whether he is faithful to the trust
which too.have placed in his hands. If,
in your view, he is influenced by some
unworthy motive, you have a right to
censure and even to discharge him. I
believe it is a constitutional right the
people have to watch over the acts of
their servants. And if there is any
boodle in this matter, good God, I don't
want to have it ottered to me; for fear I
would forgot that part of the Lord's
Prayer which reads, "Lead me not into
teniptation." [Applause.]

Mr. Cram—Early in this session wo
shut off any junketing trips of commit-
tees because of the expense. Later on
we would not allow even sub-commit-
tees to go because of the expense. Now
comes a statement of hearsay remarks in
a newspaper; and because 'some one is
reported to have said this, that or the
other, wo aro asked to appoint a commit-
tee to go and investigate; which, ifitpre-
vail, willresult in a consumption of days
and days of the time of this Assembly
when the report is made. And for what?
Suppose you disprove what lias been
stated; willit shut on" people from here-
after making the same charges? willit
accomplish anything? Not the least
thing in the world. Ithas been said hero
that those who came here advocating the
passage of the electric railway bills were
financially interested in those measures.
In reply to that I wish to say that tho
gentleman here the other day'in the in-

I terest of the electric railway measures
jwere not interested one dime in those

I roads, but solely interested for the City
of Oakland and County of Alamoda
which want them. Now to appoint this
special committee to investigate these
charges, made probably in the heat of tho
moment, as men often say things they do
not really mean, is a waste of time and of
no benefit whatever. 1 therefore hope

I the resolution willnot prevail.
Mr. Bruner—l support tho resolution

and do it for this reason: Ifthese gentle-
men from Alameda made the statements
credited to thorn, they made them with
regard to those differing with them upon

the bills. We have simply the word of
the gentleman preceding me, that those
gentlemen had no other interest in the
passage of the measures than that of the
public. Now Ido not believe that their
standard of honor is auy higher than
mine or that of any other member; and I
would not take their word any sooner.
They have no right to impngn my mo-
tives no more than I have to impugn
theirs. This is a matter of the highest
privilege, and I thiuk it should be inves-
tigated.

Mr. Robertson—While I can very well
understand the feeling of members, and
while there is no doubt the resolution
will pass, I would like to say a word iv
its favor. When I first began service
here I was met by covert allusions in
numerous newspaper articles which had
a tendency to impeach the motives of my
personal action in connection with mat-
ters with which I had to deal. I thought
at flirt I would rise to a question of priv-
ilege, but as it reached only myself I felt
willing to let the people judge of me
after the whole of my work here was ac-
complished. But now when an attack is
made against the whole Assembly, I
think it time for us to earnestly investi-
gate and head off the charges so that
members may not be hampered in acting
as their consciences dictate because of
moral cowardice and the fear of being at-
tacked and hounded by newspaper arti-
cles prompted by those interested in
measures they desire passed. I think
it our duty to investigate this and
every other charge brought against'
the members of this House. Whenever
we hear any one make a charge tiiatboo-
dle is being used, let us appoint a com-
mittee and institute a prompt and com-
plete investigation. It happened to be
my lot to move a reconsideration of one
ofthe electric bills; Consequently I feel
that the charge of Mayor Glasscock is per-
haps aimed as ' much at myself as any
other member. And if Imoved tliiitre-
consideration for boodle, I, for one, want
to find it out.

Mr. Murphy—T,.too, am in favor of the
resolution. It is a fact beyond dispute
that the reputation ofa California Legis-
lature, not only throughout the State hut
the United States, is not of the best. It is
a fact that everywhere California Legis-
latures have been accused of performing
acts that were untrue to the interests of
the people. How true these accusations
may have been heretofore, I know not.
hut I believe that this charge made at tho
'present time by those interested in the
passage of certain bills pending here is
untrue, and lor that reason 1 again favor
ofthe adoption of the resolution.

Mr. Anns—To me it is one of the
strangest features of this debate that
members can sit still and not demand
unanimously an investigation of ihesa
charge?*. Ican not conceive the condi-
tion of mind of a man who can sit calmly
in his seat when a resolution of this char-
actor, reciting that he is charged with be-
ing a thief, is under consideration. I
hope the resolution willpass and that the
committee will fully investigate tho mat-
ter. And if the statements made are
.shown to have been unwarranted. I hope
the parties making them will be brought
l>efore tho bar of tue House and punished
as they deserve.

. . Mr.'Doty—l hope the gentleman was
not reprimanding me as one of those who
did not rise. I thought I would sit still
—as 1 had represented the people in dif-
ferent positions for a good many years—
on the character I had. But if the gen-
tleman thinks allought to rise on this
question 1 want to, for I don't want to be
caught out. [Merriment.]

Mr. Bert—I do not desire to make a
speech, but feel a good deal like the gen-
tleman from Sacramento. I am very
much in favor ofinvestigation and hope
the resolution willprevail.

Mr. Galbraith—l suppose the gentle-
man from San Francisco alluded to me as
much as anybody. I take tho position
the gentleman from Sacramento does. If
my WHlk in life is not my certificate of
character I do not expect the Legislature
ofCalifornia to give me one. But I won-
der what state of mind members arc in
who believe calling this question up and
nviking a great show of indignation is
going to change a single vote as to boodle
or no boodle. And Ido not believe there
is one here simple-minded enough to
think the people are going to regard us as
one iota more honest or dishonest on
account of this great show of virtue. If
we willgo along about our business, pay-
ing no attention to these reports, this
hearsay talk, which is heard all tho time,
smd which we know is and will be said
about us, ignoring it entirely and putting
it under our feet as unworthy of notice,
we willbe h far more dignified body.

Mr. Murphy—It is not to establish the
reputation of any gentleman here, but
that oflho Legislature.

Mr. Qttlpniflfarl t want to know how it
is going to be established.

Mr. Lacey— Iam somewhat of the same
mind, as the gentleman from Santa Cruz.
Ifthis investigation is inaugurated it will
all go up in smoke, as such things always
do. I came here with tho intention "of
properly representing the people of my
county and of the State; and yet I hail
hardly wormed my seat before I saw it
stilted in a San Francisco paper that
Lacey was a revenue statesman and was
not here for his health. [Laughter.] I
treated the matter with silent contempt;
the best way to treat such things. Ido
not think this proposed investigation
willamount to anything at all.

Mr. Hocking—I want to suggest to
members that, to my certain knowledge,
for the last fifteen years, according to the
press, every succeeding Legislature has
been worse than the one which preceded
it. We can not hope to do any better
than the others.

Mr. McCall—I am a member of the Ala-
meda delegation, and most emphatically
deny tho charge of our Mayor when ho
asserts that the Alameda delegation lias
not sufficient infiuonco here to pass the
Lord's Prayer. [Laughter and applause.]
I venture to say that if I brought the
Lord's Prayer here and tho members of
the Alameda delegation all desired its
passage, the rest of the House would
stand in and support it. Democrats in-
cluded. [Laughter and applause.] I, for
one, would like to sec this, matter investi-
gated. I will tell you why. I am
anxious to see these electric railway bills
passed. It is for the interest of the entire
County of Alameda. Mayor Glasscock
only voices the sentiment of one man, as
against that of sixty thousand people
who are anxious to see these bills become
laws. I hope this matter willbe investi-
gated and it proved that the charges arc
lalse. I have my doubts, in fact, whether
Mayor Glasscock ever uttered the words
attributed to him, for I think he has too
much sense to do so. I think an investi-
gation will assist us in our good cause—
be the means of vindicating the Legis-
lature and of passing the bills referred
to. So 1, for one, insist upon it.

Mr. Culver —I feel a good deal like my
colleague with reference to the remarks
of Mayor Glas.scock derogatory to the
Alameda delegation. Idonot know how
the delegation are regarded by other
members—whether as equals or inferiors
—but I do know this: That I introduced
those electric bills, representing the peo-
ple of my district who wanted the roads,
and not capitalists. I secured a favorable
report upon them, and they passed their
three readings. Did I do my duty, or
not? I leave itto the record.

Mr. Gould—l do not think there is any
member who will impugn the
motives of the Alameda delegation or
make tho charge that that delegation has
not been true to every interest entrusted
to it. But when I hear gentlemen basing
this whole matter on the reputation of
themselves or of the Legislature, I con-
ceive they do not understand its bearing.
It has been charged by gentlemen high in
official position, if the interviews in the
press are to be believed, that this Legis-
lature, or members ofit, can be purchased
for coin. Now, ifthere is a member here
who can be, these gentlemen must know
who he is; and I want them to come and
point out the man that ho may stand be-
fore us and have an opportunity to show
the statements are lalse, or stand before
us as a convicted party.

The resolution was adopted with but
few dissenting votes. The Speaker ap-
pointed as the committee Gould, Murphy
and Sturtevanf.

LEGISLATIVE NOTES.
Yesterday the members of the Legisla-

ture were treated to samples of choice
oranges from San Bernardino County.

Tho Assembly yesterday gave its em-
phatic approval to the proposed constitu-
tional amendment extend the legislative
session to 100 days. The Senate indorsed
it several days ago.

In the Record Union's report of a com-
mittee meeting a few days ago, at which

Mr. Bartlett
further states that the Governor did not
leave the Capitol until a couple of weeks
after the session closed. At tho meeting
referred to it was, however, stated that he
went away as soon as the session ended.

Misused Passengers.
The depositions of a young German

named Shelcher, and two German girls
in this city, have been taken by C. H.
Oatman and forwarded to New Orleans,
where suit has been instituted against theowners ot the Atlantic steamship Havrefor mistreatment of passengers while
they were on a recent voyage from
Antwerp to New Orleans. The claim is
made that the steerage passengers were
treated more like brutes than humanbeings. Tho suit is brought under the"Passenger Act" of 1882, providing thatpassengers shall be supplied with oneand
one-half navy rations, and three bottlesof v.-aier per day. There is a penalty pro-
vided for non-conformity to this Act.
