Another Assemblyman Rises to a
Question of Privilege.

An Uneventful Day in the Senate—Bills

Still Rolling In by the

Wholesale.

SENATE.

Sacramento, Jan. 31,1591.
The Senate met at 11 o'clock a. jc.,

Lieutenant-Governor Reddick in the
chair. Roll called and quorum present.
Prayer by Rev. A. T. Keedham. Journal
read and approved.

The Chair caused to be read a communi-
cation received from the Women's Chris-
tian Temperance Union of Sacramento,
extending an invitation to the members
of the Senate to attend the lectures to be
given at the Congregational Church on
Sunday and Monday evenings by Mrs.
lloll'man, whoso abilities as a lecturer
\u25a0were highly extolled.

INVITED TO LECTURES.

Mr. Mead moved that the invitation
l>e accepted and the the Senate attend in a
body.

Mr. Goucher moved to amend by re-
ferring the communication to the Com-
mittee on Public Morals and the Senator
from Solano.

The Chair ruled both motions out of
order.

Mr. Heacock moved that the invitation
be accepted and placed on file. Carried.

TO FACILITATE WORK.
Mr. Ragsdale offered a resolution pro-

viding that, after the completion of the
special file in tho afternoon, tho Senate
take up the first reading fileand complete
it. Adopted.

BILLS INTRODUCED.
By Mr. Soawell—Authorizing the State

Capitol Commissioners to provide a resi-
dence for tho Governor.

Mr. Carpenter presented petitions from
citizens :tnd officials of Los Angeles and
Ban Bernardino Counties, also from the
proposed new- county of Pomona, against
the division of the former and the forma-
tion of the latter.

Mr. McComas moved their reference to
the Committee on Counties and County
Boundaries.

PETITION'S FEOM THE SOUTH.

Mr. Goucher said that all the petitions
had been before tho committee, and it
\u25a0would be useless to send them back
thore.

Mr. McComas withdrew his motion,
but it was renewed by Mr. Campbell of
fciolano, and lost.

Mr. McGowanjaresented a petition from
citizens of Del >.orte County remonstrat-
ing against the passage of the bill repeul-
inc: the Act declaring Klumnth River
navigable. The petition recited the fact
that the river is navigable, and that ves-
sels ply thereon for a distance of twelve
miles from its mouth. The removal of
tuo Indian reservation, as is now pro-
posed, will open up new agricultural*
lands for Battlement, when the river will
be used for navigation for a distance of
twenty-live miles. The mouth of the
river has already been injured by de-
posits of mining debris, but the Govern-
ment willnot improve it until hydraulic
mining ceases. Referred.

QUESTION OF PRIVILEGE.
Mr. McCall—lrise to a question of priv-

ilege. In the House on yesterday a reso-lution was introduced by the gentleman
from Merced (Mr. Gould), which made the
following statement: (Reads resolution
published inyesterday's Record-Uxiox.)

Now I desire to read a telegram, which
Ireceived shortly after this resolution
was introduced, from our Mayor, Mr.
Glasscock, most emphatically denyingthese accusations. I was positive when I
made the assertion on this floor yesterday
that Mayor Glasscoek never made use of
an expression of the kind, and now Iam
more than positive. Mayor Ulasscock
and myself differ politicalfy, but socially
there is no better man walks in the State
of California than our Mayor of Oakland.
I was, I repeat, more than positive that
he never made any assertion of the char-
acter attributed to him; and here is a
telegram denying it most emphatically.

Oakland, Cal., Jan. 30,1891.
Hon. J. G. McCalt, Assembly Chamber. Bne-

run'.cnlo: lam just informed last evening's
I'ost contains reported interview which
makes me say "Electric bill cannot pass As-
sembly without use of money." Contradict
this emphatically. I have never used such
language, nor any embodying that idea. On
the contrary, have uniformly said that the bill
would pass when thoroughly explained.

That is from our Mayor. I want him
set right before this House and lieforo the
people; and Iwillsupport him from now
until the walls cave in, for I am more
than certain that ho never made any
(Statement of the kind attributed to him.
He is too much of a gentleman to do any-
thing of the kind. Now, here is a letter
from Mr. Cauiron, most emphatically
denying that ho ever has made any asser-
tion rellecting on this Assembly in any
way, shape, form or manner.

Oakland, January 30.1891.
Hon. J. O. Mi-Oill, Sacramento— Deah Sir:

' The Oakland Enquirer of this evening has a
| news Item from Sacramento, saying In large
headlines: "The Assembly excited <»er ul-
tesed charges of corruption against it. J. It.
Cjiiiscoek and W. W. Camron to be cited beforen committee ofthat body."

1 was rathersurprisedto rend the above this
evening. I have no objection to ap|>ear before
the committee and telling what. Iknow upon
this subject, but Ido not relish this newspaper
notoriety. Iinclose for information a clipping
from the Enquirer of January 29th, which is
the only paper that has interviewed me upon
this subject, also a short editorial, which was
the result ofthe manager's interview with mo.
I returned home with the firm belief that the
bill for electric street railroads would, afterthorough investigation, be passed, and have
bei-n busy collecting matter of information,
and have also proposed a concise amendment
which willremove Mr. Bruner's objection to
the bill. Ifeel very sorry to know that any
feeling has unnecessarily been engendered
against mo, as 1 have neither done nor said any-
thing to injure the feeling of any Assemblymen
or impair the usefulness of the legislature.
I trust tiiose who have taken offense at any-
thing that was said or published without
authority, purporting to emanate from me,
will do me the justice of withholding their
opinion until they have properly Investigated
the matter.
It is my intention to visit Sacramento at an

early date, at which time I will be pleased to
talk with you upon this subject further. Yours
truly, W. W. Camp-on.

Now, brother members of the Assem-
bly, I am positive—more than positive—
that these accusations are false, and I in-
sist upon a thorough investigation, know-
ing that when it has been had these gen-
tlemen will come out pure, and it bo
proved to you without question that they
are guiltless and have been entirely mis-
represented.

Mr. Gould—l move as an amendment
that they also be spread upon the min-
utes of the House.

The Speaker—Are there any farther
communications?

Mr. Gould —I havo a communication
from Mr. Camron inrelation to the mat-
ter, asking for information as to what
paper the statement attributed to him,
and referred to in my resolution, was
published in. Ho says:

Oakland, January 30,1891.
7/077. J. If. (ioultl, Sacramento —Dkar Sir:

I read from the columns of the Oakland Even-
ing Tribune of this date the followitig, being a
part of a resolution introduced by yourself in
the Legislature this day:

"Whkiikas, It has been recently stated in a
late paper that \V. \V. Camron, "of Oakland,
has suid that no electric bills could lie passed
without fixing this Legislature, referring to
this Assembly."

Will you kindly inform me in what paper
you read such a statement? Inclosed you will
ptaise tind the only interview I have fur-
nished any paper in this State on this subject.
Any olher than this interview was unauthor-
ized. Yours truly, W. W. Cameo.v.

In view of the full and complete denial
made, I do not know that itwould be ad-
vantageous to pursue the inquiry any
further. Considering the character and
standing of these gentlemen, Ipresume
they havo probably been misunder-
stood, and so far as I am individually
concerned, I think perhaps as wise a plan
as tho House could adopt would be to now
order the, committee discharged, and, as
its Chairman. I make that motion.

Mr. Murphy—As a member of tho
committee Iam opposed to discontinuing
the investigation, for thg reason that we
started out to locate the source whence
these stories originated, which we havo
not yet done. If we discontinue the in-
vestigation at this time we will simply
havo dono nothing at all to find out
whence the misunderstanding, if such it
may lie called, arose, what was the cause
of it, and who, if any one, is responsible
for it.

Mr. McCall—l insist upon a thorough
investigation of the matter. I, for one,

! willnot allow it to be whitewashed in
! any way, shape, form or manner. We
do not propose to be stigmatized on this
llonr, and I say, "Let us have an investi-
gation." I insist upon it, and willnot,
for one, permit any whitewashing. I
want the investigation.

Mr. Gould—lt the gentlemen of the
House, and the gentleman from Alarneda,
are desirous of any further investigation,
as Chairman of the Committee, I am sure
I willbe very happy to gratify them. I
therefore withdraw the motion.

Mr. Shanahan—l think it well enough
to proceed with the investigation and let
these gentlemen come here and tell what
they do know.

Tho Speaker—The question before the
House is whether the communication
whall be spread on tho minutes and re-
ferred to tho committee.

Agreed to.
Mr. Shauahan — Generally speaking,

where I have seen such nowspaper re-
ports there is some little foundation ibr
them one way or another. That is to say,
some one has said something of the char-
acter indicated. So I think it would bo
well enough to determine in a satisfac-
tory manner whether or not these utter-
ances were made. I have heard rumors
around town, not published in any news-
paper, about statements certain gentle-
men had made. So I think it only right
and proper that these gentlemen should
corao here and state if they know any-
thing.

Mr. Culver—After the communications
read what object can be gained by pro- ]
reeding with the investigation. These
gentlemen have denied that they said
what is attributed to thorn, and if they I
come before the committee tlioywillsim- j
ply make the same denial. So what can j
be gained by pursuing the matter?

The Speaker—lt is for the committee to
consider and report 00. The committee
willproceed with its investigation, and
these matters are referred to it.

THE SILVER BILL.
Views or an Old ltosidont In the Min-

ing Ulstrict.
Eds. Sunday Uxiox: I have read in

your valuable paper some good remarks
about the free coinage of silver, and think

i ij would be a great calamity to our coun-
ry if it should become a law. It most

certainly would drain us of all the gold
Iwe hold. Franco alone has five hundred
| millions in silver which she willquickly
change for gold if it can be done without
a great loss. It seems strange to me that

j great commercial bodies have aot'taken
i more interest in this great question. We
j have had a greenback party and its plat-
' form was more greenbacks, no matter
| what the real purchasable value of a dol-
: lar was, but keep on printing more. The
silver men want more silver, and ourGovernment is to be made a cat's-paw for
speculators and money kings. The law
is already bad enough, but now they are
going from bad to worse. For every 412 I

! grains of standard silver the Government I
lis to return a dollar. It is preposterous.
jLook at the amount of silver that would
be rolled up to our mints from all the.
world.

There is one thing that Congress ought
jto know—they cannot change the un-
governable laws of trade. If more silver

i is produced, then tho laws of trade de-
mand then the price goes down; if other-
wise, the price willgo up. There is just

j as much reason in a party who are min-
ing for coppper, and the price depredates

| to three or four cents per pound, going to
i Congress and asking to have a law passed
| for tho Government to buy four milli-on pounds of copper every mouth[ and pile, it up in its vaults, or to buy any.
j other commodity, to raise the value. I
recollect very woll reading in the papers
thirty-five years ago, after gold was dis-[ covered here in our own State and in

; Australia, that there would be an over-
i production of gold and the price or stand-
I aid of gold would be lowered. But that
; time has not yot come. The total pro-
i duetions of gold, silver, copper and lead
I west of the Missouri River for lfe&'i was
9127,678,000; for 1830, $127,107,000. Whilethe total result is about the same, and
productions of gold §32,000,000 each for
tho two years, there is an increase of
nearly $4,000,000 in copper over 1889 and
a decrease of ${,000,000 of silver in ISiK).
Itshows that ISSO has been and probably

| will be the highest point ofour silver pro-
duction.

I was talking to a laborer about the sil-! ver bill—he thought wo would all have
plenty of money then. I told him lie
would have to work for his money just
the same, and it would not increase his

I wages one cent. The silver is already
piled up in the vaults. Nobody wanks
the staudard dollar excepting what isnecessary for change. To induce the peo-
ple to take the standard silver dollar
$200,000 was appropriated to pay express
charges for all silver dollars expressed to
the interior, providing a person ordered
§500 or more at one time. When this
camp was lively Iwould order from the
mint 1,000 standard dollars. It cost the
Government |7 50 to express the
silver here. In a month or six weeks
these dollars find their way to the mint
again, so I order another lot, and the
Government pays express charges again
on some of the same dollars. Think of
the expense and folly. The Government
cannot force a coin on its people that
they do not like.

I venture to say that there is not a cap-
italist living in Sacramento to-day who
would go to your bank, borrow §20,000

i and dare pay his note with a couple of
! cart-loads ofstandard dollars. The bank
j could not refuse tho silver, but it would

I never lend him money again.
jitThe silver billis not a party measure;
and no purty is to blame, but it corneafrom the silver men in the South and
Weat, and doubtless some of our law-
makers will be well paid if the bill is
passed. Let us havo a dollar that is
worth a dollar, the same as the gold dol-
lar. Go to Kngland with §100 of ourgold in your pockets, you lose nothing;
go there with 100 standard dollars, and
you lose twenty per cent.
I have read all speeches infavor of sil-

ver carefully, and cannot see a single
reason why wo should raiso tho price of
silver at our own expense for all tho
world to profit by. The last bill is a
complete failure, but somo of our Senators

! and Congressmen may have made money

A personal judgment for the
I amount due on tho note was entered
against the defendant, Ott, by default,
ami from that judgment, ho appeals.

Justice made and delivered to the plain-
tiffhis promissory note for $1,000, dated
November 18, ]^7<», and payable five years
altar date, with Interest; that plainti:i' is
still the owner and holder of the note, and
that no part of tho principal or interest

I thereof has been paid; "that on the
day of May, Inss, by an order of tho Su-
perior Coon duly made and onteivd, said
defendant, George T. <>tt, WM appointed
the guardian of Hie estate and person of

1 said Jesse Justice, and that ho is now
I Bach guardian; that on or about the 18th
\u25a0 day of May, 1888) pkiintilf demanded of
said guardian the payment of said prom-
issory note, and the interest thereon,

: but said guardian refused to pay said note
: <>r any part thereof:* 1 wherefore, the, plaintiffprayed for judgment against tho
: defendant, George T. Ott, as such guard-
i ten, for the principal and Interest duo on
the note, amounting to $2,4<iu.

A summons was issued, addressed to
"George T. Ott, guardian, etc.," and he
wm thereby notified that ifhe felled to
appear and answer the complaint, the
plaintiffwould cams his default to be

I entered, and would tako judgment
I against mm for $£,400, and costs of suit.

I The summons was served on the defend-
ant personally, by delivering to him a
copy thereof and a copy of the complaint,
but, so far as appears, no service was

I made on or notice given to Jesse .Justice.
Tho affidavit shows scrvico on the de-
fendant and states the time, but not the
place of service.

On the 89d day after the defendant was
served,the clerk of the court, by direction
of the plaintiff's attorney, entered his
default, and on the next day entered
against him :> persona] judgment for tho
amount prayed for in the complaint.

It is very clear that this judgment can-
not be sustained. The facts stated in tho
complaint do not show any personal
obligation on the part of the defendant to
pay the note. The obligation, if any,
was on the maker, and the action
should have been brought against him,
though an incompetent, and not against
his guardian. (Brown vs. Chase, 4 Mass.
4.'i(j; Raymond vs. Sawyer, 'SI Me. 400;
Robinson vs. Betsey, W Me. ii2s; Coombs
vs. Janvier, 81 X. *J. L. 240; Van Horn
vs. Kami, 89 N. J. L. 207; Steel vs.
Young, 4 Watts [Pa.] 4o!t; Fox vs. Minor,
32 CM. US.)

Ifthe action bad been properly brought,
the summons would hare been served* on
both tho incompetent and his guardian
(Sec. 411, Sub. 4. C. C. P.), and it would
then have been the duty of tho guardian
to appear and defend tho action. (Gron-
fier vs. Piiyinirol, 19 Cal. G32.) And if
deemed expedient, tho court might also
havo appointed a guardian ad Stem to
represent the incompetent. (Sec. 372. C.
C. P.)

Other grounds ior reversal are argued
by counsel, but they need not be consid-
ered.

For the reasons above stated wo advise
that tho judgment bo reversed and the
action dismissed. Bklcuku, C.
