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BETOND THE ROCKIES

Terrible Mine Explosion Reported
in Colorado.

SO0 LIVES KENOWN TO HAVE BEEN
LOST.

A Cold Wave Sweeps Over the North-
west—The Thermometer Many De-
grees Below Zero in i\ﬂnnesota and
the Dakotas—A Desperado in an
Alabama Jail Stands Off an Armed
Mob—Xoch’s Treatment.

DENVER, Feb., 3,—A. M.—A Newcastle
‘Col.) special says: The Mammoth mine
disaster occurred here last evening in the
Grand River coal and coke mines. Just
at 6 o’clock as the day shift, composed of
geventy-five men, was about to leave the
mine, a terrific explosion occurred, and
immediately a black smoke came pour-
ing out of the side of the mountain. Men,
womien and children rushed toward the
entrance of the mine, only to be driven
back by the clouds of smoke.

Above the roar of the escaping gas the
pitiful cries of the imprisoned miners
could be plainly heard by their wives
and children. Soon willing hands braved
the great danger and started the hoisting
machinery, relieving each other as fast
&s their comarades became exhausted.

Soon seventy-five miners were brought
to the surface, some more dead than alive,
none of them any too soon, as the flames
immediately reached the shaft and came
up with such force as to drive everybody
away. Explosions soon followed every
few hours.

At 2 o’clock this (Tuesday)morning
the excitement is so great that it is im-
ossible to tell if any one failed to get out.

t is thonght several have perished.

Had the explosion oceurred when the
miners were at work, not one would
bave escaped. The mine has been on fire
several times before in the last two years,
caused by miner’s lamps igniting the
gas, which always troubled them.

JAIL RAID.

A Desperado Ilolds the Men at
Bay.

SuarRevEPorT (La.), Feb. 2.—Homer,
the parish seat of Clairborne, has heen
a scene of intense excitement the past
two days. Saturday night 2 mob battered
a hole in the jail and six men went
through the passage to kill Link Wag-
onger, a desperado recently captured.
Link. who had two revolvers, shot two
of the men in arms, and held the rest at
bay.

Waggoner was not in a cell, and did the
shooting from the corridor, dodging into
different apartments. In trying to pull
open the door of a fellow-prisoner’s cell,
the latter caguht the door with one hand
to keep him out, when Waggoner drew a
knife and cut off the fellow’s fingers. The
Sheriff says his friends must furnish him
with arms.

KOCH'S LYMPH.

The First Patient Treated in This |

Country Dies.

NEw HAVEN, Feb. 2. — George M.
Bradley, the first patient in this couniry
to receive a lymph inoculation, died
to-day, and the son of Professor Blake,
another lymph patient, who has been
under treatment nearly two months, is at
the point of death. 3

Bradley was 30 years of ace, and not in
an advanced stage of consumption when
he began receiving the treatment. Dur-
ing the pastfew weeks he suffered in-
tensely, as the treatment had a distress-
ing efiect upon his throet, making it difii-
cuit and exiremely painful to take nour-
ishment.

The physicians state that death was un-
doubtedly hastened by the condition of
his throat. st

Professor Chittenden said to-night: “I

cannot see how Bradley’s death can have
ny effect upon the value or use of lymph.
It 1s perhaps natural that the publie will
at first look upon it as showing the future
of the lymph, but among the doctors and
?eople who will consider it intelligently,
cannot see how it will have any effect.
The case was a particularly bad one for
the use of the lymph., One of the man’s
lungs was nearly gone and the other was
in a bad condition. He was zlso suffer-
ing from laryngitis, and it was for this
that the lymph was especially used.
*“The lymph did a great deal of good for
this trouble. The man with Bradley’s
trouble would probably have died of
strangulation. It is possible the lymph
had some remote eﬂgct upon the lungs,
but I don’t think it hastened his death.

The amount of lymph use was very
small.”

Changes on the Unidn Pacific.

OMAHA, Feb.” 2—The appointment of
E. C. Smeed to succeed V. G. Boyne as
Chief Engineer of the Union Pacific, pre-
dicted a few days ago, was officially an-
nounced to-day. Beginning to-deyanew
sub-division is established on the moun-
tain division of the Union Pacifie for
passenger traflic only. Trains will be
run between Pocatello and Salt Take,
instead of the former point and Ogden, as
heretofore. The road between Pocatello
and Ogden was changed to a standard
gauge recently, and the change in trains
is made for the accorimodation of Salt
Lake lp(:oplo. Freight trafiic will be con-
ducted as heretofore.

WARDEN McCOMB.
HE RESIGNS TIIIS POSITION AT

SAN QUENTIN.

The Prison Directors Abolish the
Office of Deputy
Warden.

SanN FFraxcisco, Feb. 2.—Warden John
McComb has resigned his position as
chiefofiicer at the San Quentin Peniten-
tiary. When the State Prison Directors
met to-night in their rooins on Market
street, it was whispered that there was a
surprise in store, and when they retired
to the inner chamber, where they re-
mained for nearly an hour, matters be-
gan to assumgan interesting appearance,
Shortly after 9 o’clock they emerged
from their privacy, and when the roll was
called it was found that all were present.

Director Devlin was in the chair, and
on rapping for order, announced that as
his term as Chairman had expired, he
would suggest that the election of his
successor be made the first order of busi-
ness. Without further preliminary, he
proceeded to place Director Sonntag in
nomination, and that gentleman was
chosen without dissent. The Secretary
then stated that he had received a com-
munication of some importance, and was
directed to read it. It was as follows:

SAN QUENTIN, Feb. 2, 1891,

To the Honorable State Board of Prison
Directors — GENTLEMEN: 1 have the
honor to tend the resignation of my office
as Warden of the State Prison at San
Quentin, to take effect on the 1st day of
April, 1891,  Very respectfully, your obe-
dient servant, JouxN McCouBs.

On motion of Director Sonntag the res-
ignation was accepted, and the Director
immediately followed it. up by moving
that the office of Deputy Warden he
abolished on and afier March 1st. This,
too, was agreed to, Director Craig alone
voting in the negative.

Mz, Stamp suggested th in accepting
the resignation of Warden MecComb, the
letter conveying the action of the Board
contain some kind expression for his
services, and moved that such course he
taken. This was agreed to without a dis-
senting voice.

Mr. Devlin then asked if it was the de-
sire to choose a new Warden, but it was
agreed to defer the motion until some
future ocecasion, and Mr. Stump was
named as a committee of one to seleet an
expert to examine intothe accounts of
the prison and make a careful inventory
of all property on hand, preparatory to
the new Warden assuming charge of
atfairs,

Mr. Sonntag moved that a committee
be appointed by the Chair to draft a new
set of rules for the government of the
prison, and to revise the list of employes,
with a view to a reduction of exnenses.
He was prompted to this, he explained,
by reason of the fact that he believed that
there were a number of offices that could
be dispensed wiith without ineconvenionce
to the management. He had prepared a
set of rules and a list of employes which
he wonld submit at the proper time.

Mr. Stump was of the opinion that defi-
nite action should be deferred until the
new Warden was chosen, in order that
that official might be allowed to make
such suggestions as might oceur to him.

«The suggestion was deeme & good one,
and Messrs. De Pug, Stump and Devlin
were appointed as a committee to report
afier the election of a new Warden.

The board then adjourned to meet at
San Quentin, on February 14th.

EMIN PASHA.

Ile Disregards Instructions and Hoeists
a Flag at Tabora.

Brruix, Feb. 2—The White Book is
published here, containing Emin Pasha’s
reports in the middle of November last.
These reports form a record of extrava-
and disregard of instructions,
Emin ignored the order to found a station
on Victoria Nyanza. Instead he hoisted
a flag at Tabora, in spite of Commissioner
Sehmidi’s efforts to dissuade him, the
comimissioner objecting on the ground of
great expense. Emin spent 150,000 marks,
instead of 60,000 marksallowed him. He
repeatedly complains of the insufficiency
of his supplies, owing to which. he says,
his men were becoming mutinous. He
therefore declines responsibility for the
failure of the expedition. .

Crusade on Highbinders’ Societies
in San Francisco.

THE POLICE DETERMINED TO BREAK
: UP THEIR MEETINGS.

A Squad of Police Visit Chinatown

and Break Down All Barricades to
Their DIDens—Meeting of Sweet-
Wine Producers of the State—A
Sensation Created in Stockton by
the District Attorney Refusing to
Bank Deposit

SAN FranNcisco, Feb. 2.—There were
exciting scenes in Chinatown to-day. At
noon Sergeant Price and a posse resumecd
the crusade of the meeting places of the
highbinders’ socicties, and to preserve
order during these raids and keep the
streets cleared, Chief Crowley detailed a
squad of twelve stalwart officers, under
Sergeant Harter, to accompany the raid-
ers. -

The escorting squad was provided with
side arms, which included the regulation
club and pistol. Many of the highbind-
ers’ headquarters raided during the past
few days were visited again.
the places had been refitted, and the fur-
nishings and fixings were again demol-
ished.

The smashing of partitionsand frame-
work eaused hundreds of Chinese to col-
lect on the opposite side of the street, and
they were kept at a respecttul distance
by the escorting squad.

At the headguarters of Sing Kong
Tong, Sergeant Price and the posse
found that new partitions in the rooms
had been constructed since the first raid.
These were quickly smashed into splint-
ers by the axes of the invaders.

‘“T'he Chief told me to deal with these
highbinders as I saw fit,”" said Sergeant
Price, as he 'wiped big drops of sweat
from his brow, “and I am going to pro-
ceed with this werk until they give up
all attempts to fixing up quarters or hold
meetings.”’

The last place visited was No. 69 Spof-
ford alley, the headquarters of Chee
Kung Tong, the oldest and most power-
ful highbinder society in the city. This
organization is also the richest and nu-
merically the strongest in Chinatown,
and the parentof all others. Its rooms had
remained untouched for the reason that
the meinbers have not of late become in-
volved in murderous deeds. It was con-
sidered as dangerous as the others, how-
ever, and for that reason the officers paid
it a visit. There were many costly orna-
ments in the rooms, and the officers hesi-
tated before beginning the work of de-
struction as some of the richly engraved
wooden ornaments were worth at least
$15,000.

“I’ll give you just two hours to move
out everything in these rooms.” said
Sergeant Price to a sleek-looking Mongol
in charge of the place, “and if they are
not all out by that time we will smash
everything left.”

At the end of two hours the officers re-
returned and found everything moved,
and that their orders had been obeyed.

HE HAS FLOWN.
A Chinaman Decamps Leaving His
Employes in the Lurch.

SAN TFrancisco. Feb, 2.—There are
about eighty Chinamen awaiting the re-
turn of their boss, How Yup, who was a
manufacturer of men’s flannel shirts and
underwear, at 1121 Stockton street up to
early this meorning. They want last
week’s wages that is due them, amount-
ing to about $1,000, but it is thought they
will not get their pay. They will see
How Yup no more, nor will Lowenberg
& Co., to whom he owes 81,500,

How Yup was one of the largest manu-
facturers of flannel clothing in China-
town, and employed in the busy season
200 Chinamen. Most of the goods he
manuizactured went to large jobbers on
Sansome and Battery streets, bhut prin-
cipally to Lowenberg & Co. How Yup
hought piece goods from Lowenberg &
Co., 2and has at times owed as much as
$2,000. :

How Yup bas not been seen in China-
town since Saturday night. He has a
brother in Fresno, and it is likely he has
gone there. He owes about $4,000, and
the chances are that there will be another
highbinder feud if he does not make some
settlement.

STOCKTON SENSATION.
The District Attorney Refusces to Rec-
ognize Certificates of Deposit,
StockTeN  (Cal.), Feb., 2.—The new
District Attorney created a sensation in
banking circles to-day by refusing to

recognize the certificate of special deposit
in the bank as a legal equivalent for
money. When the new Treasurer took
office last month he received a certificate
of deposit in one of the local banks, and
charcing the depositary, accepted their
certificate for coin, his bondsnien being
principally stockholders of the bank.
The county furnishes no safe place for the
money, and it is the customn to deposit it
in local banks.

When the Chairman of the Board of
Supervisors, the Auditor and District At-
torney called to count the money this
morning, a certificate of special deposit
for $250,000 was not recognized by the
Distriet Attorney, while the other officers
were ready to accept it. The count was
not made, and there is talk of taking the
maiter into the courts.

THE NEW REGISTRAR.

Ife Files His Bond, and Takes Charge
of the Office.

SAx Fraxcisco, Feb, 2.—The Election
Commissioners met to-day and approved
the credentials and bond of Registrar
W. A. Brown, who was appointed by
Governor Markham to succeed T. J. L.
Smiley, resigned. Mr. Brown’s bonds-
men are T.J. Curley and John D. Raly,
both of whem qualified in £100,000.

Mr. Brown announced that he had ap-
pointed as his chief clerk, F. R. Benson,
vice Louis Jacobs, resigned. D. E. Bur-
rows was appointed messenger,

Registrar Brown immediately took
possession of his office. He states his belief
that he can reduce the expenses of the of-
fice $10,000 a year. He will begin the
work of redistricting the city at once,
subject, however, to .the action of the
Legislatare upon the apportionment bill
under consideration by that body.

It was decided to form an association of
sweet-wine producers for the purpose of
settling the troubles which have arisen
between the producers of sweet-wine and
the Internal S{c\\'enuc Commissioner and
toattend to the interests of the sweot-wine
makers in this State.

How a Sharper DMade

PorTLAND (Or.), Feb. 2.—In the United
States Circuit Court this aiternoon C. F.

WORK OF FIENDS.

A TIORRIBLE DISCOVERY MADE IN
TUOLUMNE COUNTY.

Two Men are Brutally Murdered and
Their Bodies Burned to
a Crisp.

MinToxN, Feb. 2.—The Ward toll bridge
across the Tuolumne river and the toll
house, with its contents, was burned on
Saturday night.  On investigation being
made on Sunday the charred remains of
the keeper and one other body was found
in the ruins. The keeper had a bullet
hole through the head, and the bridge
had been set on fire at both ends, show-
ing that a double murder had been com-
mitted. Sunday being the first of the
month the bridge keeper was presumed
to have a large amount of money in his
possession, but having shipped all the
coinon hand last Saturday, the parties
ot very little for their deadly work.
T'he officers are now scouring the coun-
try for the gerpetrators of this crime.

Besides the body of the bridge-keeper,
Charles S. Pease, the body of his friend,
Byrum N. Lowe, was found with a bullet
through his brain. The bodies presented
a fearful sight. Pease was terribly
burned. A small portion of his bodf
was found near the bridge, but his head,
legs, arms, and a portion of the trunk
was entirely destroyed. The lower arms,
legs and head were entirely consumed by
the fire, and the trunk burned to a crisp.

Great excitement l;)i:'evails throughout
the county, and to-day the relatives of
Peade te phed the Sheriff of Calaveras
County offering a large reward for the
grrest and conviction of the murderers.

The crime was evidently committed be-
fore the men had retired, for portions of
their clothing were found on the remains.

The bridge was erected by a private en-
terprise, and cost $10,000.

The flags on all public
buildings are displayed at half-mast,also,
those of - the hotels and business estab-
lishments throughout the city. Thelarge
columns of the four fronts of the Treas-
ury Department are heavily draped in
black. These honors are paid to the
memory of the late Secretary Windom,
whese remains were committed to their
last resting place to-day. The Navy De-
partment and the Department of Justice
were also draped in mourning in honor
of ex-Secretary Bancroft and ex-Attor-
ney-General Devens. <

The streets in the vicinity of the church
where the last rites were performed were

FUNERAL SERVICES.

The house was thrown open to the pub-
lic between 8 and 11 o'clock, during
which time there was a constant stream
of people passing through.

At the latter hour the house was closed
to visitors, and soon afterward brief re-
ligious services were conducted by Rev.
Dr. Hamlin, pastor of the Church of the
Covenant. These services were private,
the only persons present being members
of the afllicted family, near relatives, the
President, Vice-President and members
of the Cabinet, with their ladies.

Funeral services at the Church of the
Covenant begun at 12 g’clock. While ex-
ceedingly simple, they were profoundly
impressive.

The attendance comprised all the lead-
ing officials in Washington and their
families, inciuding the President and
Cabinet. 'The diplomatic corps, Justices
of -the Supreme Court and the Court of
Claims, Senators, Representatives, and
officers of the army and navy were also
represented.

The church was erowded and there was
an immense crowd surrounding it that
could not gain entrance.

The church was devoid of dgeoration,
except that many beautiful floral pieces,
previously mentioned, were tastefully ar-
ranged in front of the pulpit platform.
The pew formerly occupied by the de-
ceased was heavily draped in mourning.

The services consisted of singing by a
quartet and a number of prayers.

BEHRING SEA.

Sapreme Court Rullnlr Regarding the
Case Before It.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 2.—Chief Justice
Fuller to-day announced that the Su-
preme Court had decided to grant the pe-
tition of counsel representing the British
Government for leave to file an applica-
tion for a writ of prohibition to prevent
the District Court of Alaska from pro-
ceeding to carry out its decrce of forfeit-
ure made in the case of the schooner Sey-
ward, libeled for unlawfully taking seals
within the waters of Behring Sea. The
court asked counsel at what date the rule
requiring the Alaska court to come here
and show cause why the writ of prohibi-
tion should not issue should be made re-
turnable. By mutual agreement the rule
was made returnable the second Monday
in April. i

This settles merely the preliminary
question of the right to bring the case
into court, and the matter now to be set-
tied is whether or not the court will de-
cide that a writ of prohibition should is-
sue. There must now he an argument on
the merits of the Behring Sewn contro-
versy. In annoancing the determination
of the court, the Chiof Justice said that
the argument had taken a much wider
range than was necessary, and that the
court was of the opinion that it had juris-
diction by way of prohibition under See-
tion 688, Revised Statutes, to review the
proceedings of the Alaska court.
