CLEVELAND AND HILL

Prospects for the Nomination for
President in 18¢3.  °

Death of the Captain of the Famous

teamer Star of the West, Which

Received the First Shot Fired in the
Civil War—A Genuine Relic.

[Special correspondence of the RECORD-UNION]

WasHiNGTON (D. C.), Jan. 25, 1891,

An incident oecurred here last week
which would not attract attention but for
the name of the person and his immedi-
ate known associations, and the sequel
which immediately followed and its in-
definite possibilities., Dan Lamont,: pri-
vate secretary under President Cleveland,
arrived here at noon on the 16th inst. He
immediately drove to the Capitol, sent
his card to Senator Gorman of Maryland,
Chairiman of the Democratic Committee,
received an immediate interview of con-
siderable length and apparent earnest-
ness, thence drove back to the depot and
took the train for New York.

Things of this kind are of daily occur-
rence during a session of Congress and
no attention is paid to it apart from the
unimportant fact that such a person made
a hurried visit to Washington. This par-
ticular incident was supplemented with
the news that Governor Hill of New Yeork
had agreed to accept the Senatorial chair
now occupied by Senator Evarts. That
was where the trouble broke out, and the
hotels, lobbies, clubs and {loors of both
houses of Congress have been severely
exorcised thereby.

Some claimed that Governor Hill's ae-
ceptance of this position was the result
of an understanding with Mr. Cleveland,
and it cleared the track for the latier’s re-
nomination in 92, .

In conversation with some prominent
New York *‘statesmen’’ it is learned that
such 1s not the case at all. That any alli-
ance or understanding of a political na-
ture with Mr. Cleveland in the State of
New York is not considered valuable, for
the simple reason that he has no consider-
able following in that State, as witnessed
by the returns of the last Presidential
election. Nor would his movements or
wishes aid or antagonize any political ar-
rangement any more than any other
prominent private citizen.

THE PROBABLE INSIDE.

Itis boldly asserted that, instead of there {
being an understanding between thosc
rival candidates for the Presidency, on
the contrary, Gowernor Hill accepts this

lace in order to get cléser to the leading
Southern politicians who occupy pesitions
on the floor of both Houses of Congress.
Through this nearer acquaintanceship he
can more effectively demonstrate to them
why it is that Mr. Cleveland is not popu-
lar at home, and why his re-nomination
would be attended with no betier results
than the last. If he succeeds in this un-
dertaking, Mr. Cleveland could not even
be re-nominated for President, for it is
the *‘Solid South’” alone which afiords
him any valuable support.

It is very probable that Mr., Hill is
prompted to da this in the interests of his
own expected candidacy, rather than a
disinterested zeal for the success of his
party. He is eligible for the place, and
there is no law to the contrary.

That Governor IIill is an abler man
than Mr. Cleveland may be true, but
many Democrats, both North and South,
pause when considering whether he
would be asafer man and better Presi-
dent, in view of Mr. Cleveland’s past
services. '

Great ability don’t seem to be a neces-
sary prerequisite with the American peo-
ple in their dealings with Presidentiai as- !
pirants at the ballot-box. It is very gen-
erally believed that neither Roscoe Conk-
ling nor Allan G. Thurman could ever be
elected President, and yet they are uni-
versally admitted to have been repre-
sentatives of the foremost intellect of the
two great parties.

In my letter to the Rzcorp-UNION
dated December 27, 1 stated that the next
electoral college would consist of 453 votes. |
That was an error. The electoral college
contains as many electors as there are

*Senators and Representatives in Con-
gress. The next Congress under the new
apportionment bill, it it be passed by the |
Senate, will contain 356 members; the
Senate has eighty-eight members, mak-
ing a total of 444 votes instead of 453,

Under this condition 223 votes are
necessary to elect. The =solid South, un-
less the I"armers’ Alliance and an earth-

uake strike them at once, will present
their 165 votes as effectively “‘stutted’” in
the urn as was ever a ballot-box stuffed |
in Chicago, New York or San Franeisco,
varying only in the magnitude of the
job. By adding the thirty-four votes of |
New York, there will be only twenty-
four votes lacking to determine the ve-
sult. This statement of the case, Gov-
ernor Hill’s friends c¢laim, demands the
thoughtful consideration of his politieal
associates, reasserting that Mr., Cleve-
land’s candidacy would lose New York
beyond a doubt.

SOME INSIDE FACTS RECALLED.

It will be recollected that Mr. Cleve-
Jand was Sheriff at Buffalo, and was a
pronounced antagonist of the Irish ele-
ment which had very generally eon-
trolled that city. His determined antag-
onism to them attracted the attention of
Mr. Tilden. On account of his bitter ani-
mosity to John Kelly, Mr. Tilden aided
largely, and probably did personally
nominate Cleveland for Governor, be-
cause he could depend upon him as being
“agin the Irish.” -

It was rather a forlorn hope, but it will
be also remembered that at this time
President Arthur sought by unfair means
to nominate the Republican candidate for
Governor of that State in order to sccure
the machinery of the party for his subse-

uent nomination to the Presidency. The
acts were that Secretary Folger was
snowed under through the desire of the
Repuablicans to condemn Mr. Arthur's
methods and Mr. Cleveland was elected
Governor by over 190,000 majority. This
was an accident which wag hardly-antici-
pated by either Tilden or Cleveland.
Serving his term he was nominated for
President because he had carried the
great pivotal State of New York. The
unpopularity of Mr. Blaine’s candidacy
at that time, aided by the “Mugwumps,’’
and the disaffection of Senator Conkling
and his friends, made it possible for Mr.,
Cleveland to be the happy recipient of
two political accidents. The last time he
was a candidate he relied solely upon his
rerits with a record, and the result was
wholly different. .

Ou the other hand, Governor Hiil's
frienils claim that all he is, he made him-
self, and his achievements were the result
of unequal rather than favorable condi-
tions. Hence to renominate Mr. Cleve-
land the creature of accident, without a
disinterested political follower of prom-
inence in his own State, is simply an in-
sult to New York.

While that State is not exactly the
pivotal State which she was, yet, she
stands so close to it that twenty-four
votes from the outside are only lacking.
Indiana and Massachusetts, with their
thirteen votes each, under the new ap-
portionment, does the business unless
they reform.

Cloture, force, appropriations, and the
cold clouds that are gathering for a grand
burst up to some of them on the 4th day
of March next, furnishes no such a theme
for conversation to-day in Washington as
Hill’s election.

AN HISTORIC DEATH.

Captain John McGowan, U. S. N.,
eighty-six years,
Elizabeth, N. J.

He went to sea in 1819

as mate of the ship Henry, of Philadel- |

phia, and was appointed a Lieutenant in
the regular marine service by President
Jackson in 183l. He was transferred to
the navy in 1841, and was iieutenant of
the ship Forward, on duty at Vera Cruz
and on the Rio Grande. He partic¢i
in the attack on Alvarado, under Com-
modore Connor, and other important en-
ments in the Mexican war.
e also commanded the famous steam-
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died Sunday night at‘

ship Star of the West, which was char-
tered by the Government to take soldiers
and supplies to Fort Sumter in Charles-
ton harbor. Asshe entered that port on
that memorable 9th day of Janunary, 18G1
shore batteries, which had been crected
ﬁor her reception, commeénced firing on
er. : " .

Cgstain McGowan kept on in and sig-
nal for encouragement from . Fort
Sumter, but none was given. To lie
under the guns of Fort Moultrie and be
sunk was suicidal, and the Star of the
West turned back to save the lives of the
crew and property of the Government.
This act was"Subsequéntly approved by
Mr. Buchanan’s administration, and the
country at large. >

Thus Captain McGowan received the
first shot fired in our civil war, and, like
many others of the cld guard now passing
away, he stood by the flag until the last.
He was retired in 1882, after fifty-three
years of continnous service.

THE BELLAMISTS MUST GO.

1t is stated at 'the General Land Office
that the recent examinations show that
the lands taken up by the Kaweah (Bella-
mist) Colony, in the Visalia Land Dis-
trict, California, are principally included
within the reservation for the Sequoia
National Park, created under the Acts of
Congress of September 20th and October
1, 1890,

This colony is said to consist of about
300 families, and they claim to have ex-
pended in improvements and roads
through that hitherto alinost inaccessible
loeality in the vicinity of $100,000 cash.

The Department claims that these set-
tlements and improvements were made
without authority from the Government,
and they must necessarily stand for-
feited inasmuch as the larger part cannot
be removed. The only method for them

to obtain redress being through Con-
| gressional relief, the political condition of
the national party constrains me to ad-
vise them to abandon all hope unless the
Farmerg’' Alliance or Grand Army will
take up their cause.

It is & painful thing, but nevertheless
true, that the debts due from the Govern-
ment to private individuals, except in
rare instances, stand no show whatever
for payment unless there is a political
party behind them. Since the Co-opera-
tive House-keeping Association of Chi-
cago, which was also started on the
Beilamy plan, has bursted, there appears
no longer anything left for them to rely
on except jawbone.

ANOTHER OLD CALIFORNIAN ACCOUNTED
FOR.

General B. D. Iry, a veteran of the
Mexican and ecivil wars, died at the St.
Clair Hotel this cvening at 6:30 o’clock.
Deceased was in his oflice at 1 o’clock,
and complained of feeling unwell and
soon fainted. He was taken to the hotel
and rallied somewhat, but in a litile
while had a hemorrhage, and passed
quietly away. The General was €9 years
of age. He was agraduate of West Point,

| and served in the United States army up

to the outbreak of the late war. He was
made Captain in the Mexican war, and
while in the Confederate service rose to
the rank of Brigadier-General. At Get-
tysburg, while leading a charge, he was
dangerously wounded. At the close of
the war he went to Nicaragua, and fora
time was Governor of & province there.
He was in Walker’s f{ilibustering expe-
dition. For six years the General had
made RQichmond his home, being Presi-
dent of the Marshall Manufacturing Com-
any.

The above is a dispatch from Rich-
mond, Virginia. Deceased will be re-
membered by all old Sacramentans as
Captain of the old Sutter Rifies. He was
