A CHINESE WOMAN MURDERED AT
YSVILLE.

A Chinaman Swindles the Govern-
ment Out of Customs Duties to the
Amount of £30,000.

Sax Frawncisco, Feb. 3.—There are
hundreds of farmers in the upper San
Joaquin Valley who are on the verge of
financial ruin throngh the failure of A.
G. Ross, a shipping and commission
merchant, who made an assignment to
A. Showers of Visalia, for the benefit of
his creditors, the principal one being the
Grangers’ Bank of San Francisco. A

Ross had grain warehouses at Visalia,
Goshen, Tulare, Fresno, Hanford, Le-
moere, Alila, Tipton and Pixley, besides
agencies at other points. He virtually
controlled the grain trade of the section
in which he operated.

Ross apparently had a large capital,
which he loaned on growing crops at the
rate of 1 per cent.a month, taking the
borrower’s note, which he assigned to the
Granger’s Bank. When the farmers
turned their crops over to him he agreed
to deduct the amount of their loans and
pay them the balance due on the grain.

During the past two weeks the farmers
have been astounded to learn that he has
sold their wheat, for which they have not
as yet received a cent, and of late the
Granger’s Bank has made uemul_lds upon

heim for the payment of their notes,
which Ross assigned to that institution.
Sorne of them, it they have to pay the
notes, besides losing their grain, will be
-utterly ruined. :

The bank declares that it has had noth-
ing to do with Ross or his npcrzmuns,'he-
yond advancing money on his notes. The

eneral impression among those who did

usiness with Ross was that he acted as
agent for the bank. A majority of the
farmers say that they propose to carry on
a legal warfare, and claim that they can
show that Ross was a mere figurchead.

MURDER AT MARYSVILLE.

A Chinese Woman Found in a Horribly
Mutilated Condition.

MARYSVILLE, Feb. 3.—Chinatown is in
a state of high excitement over the brutal
murder of a Chinese womnan.

About 8 o’clock this morning a frenzied
Mongol informed the police that his wife,
Yon Toy, had been murdered. A num-
ber of officers accompanied him to the
scene of the erime and found in one of
the lowest houses of prostitution in the
Chinese quarter the naked remainsof a
horribly mutilated Chinese woman. The
throat was cut and the skull badly
crushed and gashed. Large pools of
blood were about the floor, and in the
room a blocody hatchet which was found
went to show the implement with which
the horrible ¢rime had been committed.

When found the woman had been dead
over an hour. An examination by a
physician led to the opinion that the vie-
timn had been hit over the head with the
hatchet until unconscious, after which
her throat had been cut with a sharp
Kknife.

The Chinese are at fever-heat over the
the affair and claim that the woman was
murdered by a white man, and that she
has been robbed of a large sum of money,
which she always had about her person.

A white man who happened to be near
the scene of the murder was chased by a
mob of Chinese, and had it not been for
the assistance of the police he would have
been foully dealt with. Ile was arrested,
but subsequently allowed to depart, as
he clearly showed that he had not
been near the house in which the dead
woman was found.

The police have no faith in the theory
that the woman was killed by a white
mau, but think she was murdered by one
of her own countrymen. An opinion is
being formed that the murderer is the
same person who killed George Call, half
a block away, last smmmer.

THE SOUTHERN PACIFIC.

Large Increase in the Earnings the
Past Year.

FraNciso, 3.—Sececretary
Lansing’s report for December shows
that the earnings of ithe Southern Pacific
Company for that month amounted to
84,010,985, an increase over the earnings
for December of 1889 of $307.811. The
operating expenses for December, 1809,
were 32,734,244, while for the same month
in 1889 they amounted to $2,911,534.

= The gross earnings of that company for
1590 amounted to $48,206,151, and the oper-
aung expenses were $30,907,728.  For 1880
the gross earnings were $46,427,862, and
the operating expenses $30,304,366, which
shows anfincrease in the earnings of last
year over those of 1339 of $1,77%,288, and
in operating expenses of $6U5,3252, a net
increase of $1,174,926.

SHARP TRICK.
A Chinaman Swindies the Government
Out of £30.00C.
SAN Fraxcisco, Feb. 3.—A scheme has
just come 1o light whereby a sharp China-
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man has swindled the United States Gov-
ernment out of some $30,000 revenue.

It isthe custom here when goods are im-
ported to take to the Appraiser’s store ten
per cent. of them, from which a total duty
isto be calculated. The Castom-house
broker has to file a hond of $400 for the
payment of the duty, and the owner is
then allowed to take the other nine-tenths
to his place of business,

On January 1st of this year a China-
man went through this routine, leaving
ten !per cent. of a large shipment of opium
with the Appraiser. Now ‘that he is
wanted to pay the duty he canot be
found. As the duty on the full
amount of opium he imported will be
al.)out_s&'),(m, and the ten per tent. left by
him is only about $3,500, he makes a
clean profit of over €30,000. He gave
what is believed to be an assumed name,
and has so long a start that it is not be-
lieved he can be caught.

COLLISION AT SEA.

A Steamer Captain Charged With De-
serting a Disabled Schooner.

SAN Francisco, Feb. 3.—The return of
the schooner Electra, Captain Knudsen,
to port this morning in a damaged condi-
tion, will furnish the Inspectors of Steam
Vessels some Iabor, as they will no doubt
commence an investigation shortly. The
Electra was damaged in collision, and al-
though the aceident happened on the 1st
inst., no news was obtained until this
morning. The Electra wason her way
to Humboldt from this ecity, and on the
night of the 1Ist inst., at 10:50 o’clock,
when the schooner was ten miles north-
west of Point Arena and beating up the
coast, the steamer Jeanie, ‘aptain Porter,
came along on her way to this city from
Seattle, loaded with coal. Without any
warning the steamer collided with the
schooner, striking her on the port bow
and carrying away her bowsprit, jib-
boom, cathead and top-gallant sail.

The steamer, according to Capiain
Knudsen’s statement, never offered any
assistance whatever atter the aecident oc-
curred but kept on her course and
reached this port yesterday morning.

It will take some days to repair the
damage to the schooner.,

Maude, publisher and proprietor of the
Kern County Californian, was served
with a summons in a libel suit com-
menced in Talare County, for £25,0
damages, by James Herrington, who was
some time last October taken out of the
County Jail by a mob and tarred and
feathered.

The complaint alleges that Maude pub-
lished Herrington as a shysier and petti-
fogger engaged in making up blackimuail-
ing contests. ~

Sweet Wine Manufacturers.
SAN Fraxcisco, Feb. 3.—The

Wine Manufacturers to-morrow will
effect a permanent organization. At a
meeting held to-day, the following com-
mittee was appointed to prepare prelimi-
naries for the organization: Y. P. Drex-
ler, A. W. Crabb, P. C. Rossi, H. W. Mec-
Intyre and ¥F. C. West. It was decided
to send a delegate to Washington to advo-
cate the cause of sweet wine legislation
betore Commnissioner Mason. Fully one
hundred men will join the organization.

The Ward’s Ferry Crime.
Soxora, Feb. 3. — Nothing new has
vet developed to throw any light upon
the horrible Ward’s Ferry crime. The
Coroner’s Jury to-day held ancther in-
vestigation on the remains of the mur-
dered men, resulting with the same ver-
dict as before. The brain of Lowe, al-
though burned almost to a erisp, showed
plainly the course of the bullet, and that
he was shot from behind, is also evident.
The remains of the unfortunate men were
buried to-day.

Three Men Suffocated with Gas,

SALt LAxe (Utah), Feb. 3.—Near
Sandy, fifteen miles south of here, Albert
Bateman and Ole Hawkinson were over-
come with gas and both fell to the bot-
tom of an eighty-foot shaft. A man ai-
tempting to recover the bodies was also
overcome. The bodies were finally ro-
covered with grappling hooks,

Burned to Death.

THE DALLES (Or.), Feb. 3.—The charred
remains of E. Hagge, a farmer who lived
near Boyd, ten miles south of here, were
found in the ruins of his burned cabin
yvesterday. Hagge was a bachelor, living
alone, and nothing can be learned as to
the cause of the fire.

THE TARIFF ACT.

SITERMAN’S BILL MODIFYING ITS
PROVISIONS,
Lively Contest Expected When It
Comes Up for Action in

the Senate.

NEw Yorg, Feb. 3.—A Tribune
Washington special says: Indications
have been given that there will be a
lively and probably protracted discus-
sion over the bill now being pushed by
Senator Sherman, modifving the Me-
Kinley Tariff Aect, to avaéid terms which
are s2id to be inconsistent with and have
effect upon the existing treaty with the
Hawaiian Islands.

The Tariff Act modifies the treaty by
levying duties upon certain articles
which by that treaty were made duty
free. Sherman explains that the recent
¢hanges in the head of the Government
of the Sandwich Islands make it of vital
importance that the treaty should be ob-
served in perfect good faith.

The consideration of the billis now be-
ing hindered by Senators who think that
the United States is conceding more to
Hawaii by the treaty than it receives in
return. These Senafors insist that this
proposed Act shall make specific provis-
ion by which the United States will se-
cure the right to oceupy a eoal station on
®earl River for the use of vessels of war
and vessels of commerce. That demand, it
was supposed, had been fully acquiesced
in under the recent legislation, but lat-
terly it has heen learned thai the grant
was incomplete.

At ull events the Government has not,
down to this time, established a coaling
station and dock yards in Pearl River
harbor. ; 3

An appropriation of half a million dol-
lars for this purpose is now pending in
the Scnate, as an_amendment to one of
the appropriation bills, but eertain Sena-
tors have manifested a determination to
insert that provision for a complete
cstablishment of the  station in_Pearl
River shall be included in the bill now
pending to amend the McKinley tariff
Act.
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STORNS AT SEA

Perilous Voyage of Pacific Mail
Steamship Cologne.

HER - DECKS SWEPT FROM STEM
TO STERN.

Narrow Escape From a Collision With
Another Vessel Off the Gulf Stream
—Her Passengers Compelled to Re-
main Below for Forty-Eight Hours

—Anxiety for the Safety of the

Steamship Denmark.

Special to the RECORD-UNION.

New Yorx, Feb. 3.—A special from
Panama says: The Pacific Mail steam-
ship C'olone encountered a terrific storm
on her voyage from New York on the
northern edge of the gulf stream. A
terrific southeast gaule came up, tossing
the ship about. Great seas tumbled in
over the bows and swept the decks from
stem to stern. Down  through the coin-
panion-ways it went, flooding the engine-
rcoms and cabin, and frightening the
passengers, who were finally battened
under to insure their greater comfort and
greater provide for their safety.

The cabins were swept by the sea, the
doors being smashed in as ithough they

deck houses were in danger of heing swept
away. The sea was so heavy and broke
so high, that it was impossible for the
officer to keep his place on the bridge.
The starboard light-box was smashed
and light was put out.
on the Port side was filled
water by the heavy sea. Another
following struek it and smashed the rail
and bent the davits, heavy pieces of iron
four inches thick and well secured, and
swept the boat away.

Captain Lima concluded to head ship to
eastward. Inthis he was successful, but
hours elapsed before the weather moder-
ated sutliciently to ailow him to put the
ship again onn her course, Paszengers
were kept below nearly foriy-eight hours.

The next day the steamer came near
sharing the fate of the Vizeaya. It was
almost impossible to see a ship length
ahead, z2nd when a tlash light was
seen abmost .dead ahead from a three-
masted schooner, which was lying hove
toand endeavoring to weather the gale,
it was for some moments uncertain
whether or not the ecrash of a collision
would finish the work of destruction
from which the steamer was endeavoring
to escape. The steamer refused to ohey
her helm promptly, and passed in dan-
gerous proximity to the unsuspecting
neighbor on the lonely ocean highway.
No boatcould have lived in the sea, so
heavy it was running at the time, and a
collision would have probably resulted in
the loss of both vessels with all on board.

ANXIETY FOR A DELAYED STEAMER.

Nrw Yorg, Feb. 3.—There is anxiety
for the safety of the steamship Denmark,
which.sailed from London on January
14th and was due here on the 26th of Jan-
uary. On the 26th she was spoken 600
miles east of St. Johns, the engines being
then not working.

PERILOUS SITUATION.

Lake Fishermen.

Bay Crry (Mich.), Feb. 3.—Much ex-
citement prevails here concerning the
report that many fishermen drifted into
Lake Huron on the ice-ficld and were
arried out of Saginaw Bay by a strong
sonth wind to-day. The fishing village
is about fifteen miles northeast of the
city and five miles from land. It is esti-
mated “that 200 men were engaged in
spearing fish, and the first reports were
to the effect that all were lost. Toward
evening several of the fishermen reached
Essexville, a suburb of this city, and re-
ported that most of their companions
reached shore insafety. The best author-
ity obtained places the number of cast-
aways from twenty to fifty. Those ac-
quainted with the sitnation say they will
reach shore before the ice passes outside
of Saginaw Bay. If they do not, there is
no hope of their being rescued.

Larer—To-night it is learned that six
of the men managed to get ashore on the
cast side aof the river. One of them
thinks that twenty more got ashore on
other side of the bay, and that the others
will escape if the storin does not break
up the ice.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

JAMES A. OWENBY CONTINUES
HIS Tlis’l‘ll\IONY.x

He Said He Had No Direct Informa-
tion of Congressmen

Speculating.

3.—James A. Owen-
by resumed his testimony before the
Silver Pool Investigating Committee to-
day. He recurred to the conversations
with Donald, the Hanover bank cashier
Donald, Owenby said, told him that

Payne and Rowell made decided objec-
tions and insisted on what was said at
these conversations being given, but
with the names omitted.

Oates thought the names should be
given, and Owenby saiid he could not
properly give the conversations without
the names. About seven Congressmen,
he thought, were mentioned. Donald
stated that Congressmen were interested
in silver through certain parties or insti-
utions.

The Fourth National and Chase Nation-
al Banks were doing dealings for these
Congressmen, Donald said. He

stated that Zimmerman & Forsbay,
Aungust Belmont, and Carson & Sim-

pionds were interested. Ordersfor silver
were given to themn, and it was bought in
London to cover up the tracis.

Donald also told the witness that he got
information from a private agent here
whom he kept in hisemploy. He did not
know his name. .

Donald said that when he had any
doubts about matters he came over and
saw a Representative and also a Senator,
with whom he bad close relations. Don-
ald had two Congressional {riends, but
the witness understood him to refer more
particularly to the Representative., Don-
ald claimed to be interested in these silver
transactions.

The total amount of silver agreed to be
bought by persons interested with Don-
ald, witness said, was £1,000,0600 worth.
e could not remember the exact date of
these conversations.  There was no one
present at these conversations, to the best
of witnessrecollection. Silver was bought
at 97 and up to 103. At on time Donald
spoke of the sale of silver, but did not
state how much was sold,

Before making these latter answers
Owenby had examined two slips of paper
he carried.

Payne asked what those slips were, and
witness stated they were memoranda that
he had made half an hour ago from some
letters and telegrams from Donald which
he had with him. Before handing to the
commitiee these letters and telegrams he
insisted on their return during the day as
soon as copies could be made. He also
submitted z letter from Parsons of Wells,
Fargo & Co.

Owenby was then examined as‘to his
contract arrangements with Donald.
They were verbal, he said.

Owenby said he received information
from David T. Littler, Bill Hall, Assist-
ant Cashier of the Hanover Bank, and
J. L. Cunningham of persons being inter-
ested in silver speculation. Witness
mentioned thie names of the persons in-
terested, and Littler assented, and also
mentioned the names of Congressmen.

Owenby said he had no direct personal
knowledge of any Congressional silver
speculation, The statement in corre-
spondent Stevens’ publication that the
largest pool was the one of Senators and
New York capitalists, and that it was in-
terested to the extent of 7,000,000 ounces,
was based by witness principally on
statements made by Littler, who said the
men were frequenters of Chamberlain’s.
He had stated to Stevens that imnpecuni-
ous Congressmen were permitted to bor-
row money on their individual notes,
without security, for the purpose of car-
rying silver. Donald gave him the in-
formation. He also told Stevens that
Cullom, Teller, Cannon and others were
not in the pot. His statement about Cul-
lom was from personal knowledge. Wit-
ness went to Senator Cullom and stated
that he was interested in a gilver pur-
chase, and in a polite way that some
Congressmen were interested. Senator
Cullom stopped him at once and told him
to go no further: that he (Cullom) never
speculated, and never would ailow any-
one to carry silver for him.

The statements made in the publica-
tion by Stevens were gone over carefully,
item Dby item, and witness in each case
said he had made substantially that state-
ment.

BARRUNDIAS DEATH

McKenna Defends Mizner's Action
in the Affair.

HE CITES THE GOMEZ CASE AS A
PRECEDENT,

Appropriations Recommended in the
Sundry Civil Bill for Improvements
on the Pacific Coast—Public Debt
Statement—Biil Introduced in Con-
aress Providing for ;lxe Sale of a

Portion of Lime Point Reservation.

WasniNgToN, Feb. 3.—Representative
McKenna, in the House to-day, per-
tormed the delicate task of defending his
friend Mizner for his action in the Bar-
rundis affair, without criticising Seere-
tary Blaine and the Administration. Me-
Kenna acquitted himself in fine style,
and clicited applause on both sides of the
House. He cited the Gomez ease, in
which Secretary Bayard, in the last days
of Cleveland’s Administration, set the
precedent which Mizner in his actions
strictly followed.

Bayard held that a ship in a foreign
port was amenable to the laws thereof.
Gomez was a political refugee, whom the
Captain of the Honduras refused to sur-
render while in a Niearaguan port, and
Bayard ruled that under the circum-
stances it was plainly the duty of the
Captain of the Honduras to deliver Go-
mez to the local anthorities upon their
denmend.

Mcllenna said that the Demoerats were
acting with poor grace in abusing Mizner,
when he followed the rule as set down by
Cleveland’s Secretary of State.

McCreary of Kentucky was con-
siderably  worried over McKenna's
speech, and tried to interrupt
him  several times, but each at-

tempt his situation became more unconi-
fortable. McKenna tormented him un-
mercifully, and the latter was apparently

i glad when his bout with the Californian

was over.

When McKenna took his seat he was
congratulaied by McKinley and Cannon.
It was the general opinion that the Bar-
rundia aflair had never Been presented so
clearly or so well understood, and a very
perceptible change of feeling and sym-
pathy for Mizner was manifest.

CONGRESSIONAL.,

Yesterday’s Proceedings in the Senate
and House.

WasHiNGgon, Feb. 3.—Among the pe-
titions presented in the Senate was one
from the banks of New Orleans, depre-
cating any farther discussion of the free
coinage scheme.

The House bill to amend the section of
the revtsed statutes in reference to tem-
porary designations to fill vacancies in
-ase of death, sickness or absence among
the heads of the departments, was re-
ported back with a substitute.

After some discussion the substitute
was rejected and the House bill passed.

The consideration of the fortification
bill was then resumed.

The first item that attracted notiee in
the fortification bill was one appropriat-
ing a million dollars for the purchase of
oil-tempered and annealed steel for high-
power coast defense guns of 8, 10 and 12-
inch caliber. The Committee on Appro-
priations recommended a reduection in
the amount to $800,000.  After a long dis-
cussion the committee amendment was
agreed to—yeas 39, nays 7.

The next amendment reported by the

| Committee on Appropriations was to in-

also |

sert for breech-loading sea coast mortars
cast-iron hooped ones,with steel of twelve-
inch ecalibre, $400,000, provided that con-
tracts inay be made for not more than
one-half of them to be constructed on the
Pacific Coast, in the discretion of the
Secretary of War., No action was reached.

The Senate bill authorizing the Secre-
tary of War to have a suitable selection
made for a military post and harbor de-
fenses at San Diego, Cal,, and report the
cost thereof to Congress, was passed.

The Senate concurred in the House
amendment to the Senate bill for a publice
building at St. Paul, Minn., reducing the
amount from $1,500,000 to $800,000.

The Military Academy appropriation
bill was reported, and the Senate ad-
journed.

IN THE HOUSE.

WASHINGTON, Feb, 3.—After the ap-
proval of the journal the House proceeded
to dispose of various matters of private
business on the Speaker’s table.

The Senate bill to prohibit the sale of
tobacco to minors under sixteen years of
age in the District of Columbia, was
passed. Also, the Senate bill granting to
the Umatilla Irrigation Company a right
of way through the Umatilla Indian
Reservation, in Oregon.

On motion of Caldwell of Ohiothe Sen-
ate amendment was agreed to to the
House bill granting a pension to the
widow of the late General Noyes,

On motion of Clain of Texas the Senate
amendrments were concurred in to the
House bill to promote the construction of
?l safe, deep-water harbor on the coast of

‘exas,

The House then went into Committee of
the Whole on thediplomaticand consular
appropriation-bill,

Mcisenna of California replying to Mec-
Creary’s criticism a few days ago, of the
Barrundia case, defended the action of
Minister Mizner in the matter. He (Me-
Kenna) asserted, that in his situation at
the post in Guatemala, Mizner did him-
self honor and his country honor. [Ap-
plause.] s

Hill of Tliinois made a most eloquent
defense of the State Department. He re-
viewed the case at length, and said in
closing, “God grant that no man of any
party shall ever be Secretary of State
who will not disavow the act of a Minis-
ter who orders the surrender of a politi-
cal victim who trusis to our protection,
and the act of a commander who sits
supine, with two war vessels at his back
and permits such a bloedy tragedy anc
disgrace to our national naine.” [Ap-
plause.]

After further debate the ecommittee,
without disposing of the bill rose, and
the House adjourned.

SUNDRY CIVIL BILL.

Appropriations Heco;mended for the
*acific Coast.

WasHiNGTON, TFeb. 3.— The sundry
civil bill prepared by Representative
Morrow, as Chairman of the Comunittec
on Appropriations, was reported to the
House to-day.

The' follo\\;ing are the items of interest
to the Pacifi¢ Coast: TFor the completion
of building and approaches, including
grounds and other expenses, for a court-
house at Carson City, $10,000; Customn-
house at Portland, Oregon, for the pur-
chase of a site, 250,000 (limnit of cost, $500,-
000); for the compietion of the Sacra-
mento public building, $150,000; for a
one-story extension of the San Francisco
Cusiom-house, §15,000; for heating ap-
gg;atqs for the Marine Hospital at San

ncisco, $10,000; for the purchase of a
site and the construction of a building at
Stockton, California, §75,600. :

A clause is inserted authorizing the

Light-house Board to expend out of the
money now on hand, $5,000 for a fog-horn
on the northwest Seal Rock, Cal., and
for establishing a fog-signal at Humboldt,
Cal., upon a more secure site, $25,000. In
consequence of severe storms which
threaten to overthrow the Humboldt
light-house, it is proposed to rebuild the
station on Humboldt Bluff,

For a fog-signal on Paters Island, at
the north entrance to the Canal De Haro,
Washington, $12,000. This is regarded as
a dangerous point, and the lights will
be of great benefit,

The sum of §230,000 is appropriated for
the establishing post lights on ~ a number
of rivers, including the Sacramento and
San Joaquin Rivers in California; the
Willamette in Oregon, and on Puget and
Washington Sounds and adjacent waters.

The Light-house Board is authorized to
lease necessary ground for all such lights
and beacons, as are for temporary use or
are used to point out the changeable
channels, and which in consequence ean-
not be made permanent.

For one superintendent of life-saving
and life-boat stations on the coast of
Washington, Oregon and California,
$1,800.

For continuing topographical survey of
California coast, §5,000; for continuing
the survey of the Oregon and Washington
coasts, and the survey of the Columbia
River from the mouth of the Willamette
to the Cascades,$25,000; for continuing
the explorations of Alaska, $10,000; for
examination into the report of the dan-
gers of the Eastern gulf and the Paeific
Coast, $500; for tidal observations on the
same coasts, §5,000; for expenses of the
Alaska boundary survey and northwest
territory, $10,000; for repair of vessels of
coasts and’ geodentic survey, $251,000.

IFor the prosecution of the inquiry into
the causes of the decrease of food fishes
on the Gulf and Pacific Coasts, $20,000;
and for statistical inquiry regarding the
same coast fishes, $20,000.

For the re-inforcement of the Chinese
ixclusion Act, to prevent the ynlawful
entry of Chinese into the United States,
by the appointment of suitable ofiicers,
and for the deportation of Chinamen to
Hongkong, $60,000; for agents at the
Alaskan seal fisheries, $13,350; for pub-
lishing the President’s proclamations
concerning the Behring Sea fisheries, and
for the protection of the salmon fisheries,
2,500,

FFor pay of quarantine oflicers at various
places, including San Diego, San Fran-
cisco and Port Townsend, $50,000.

For the construction of buildings and
the enlargement of such military posts as
the Secretary of Warmay designate, $690,-
000.

The following amounts are appropri-
ated for the Pacific branch of the Home
for Disabled Soldiers at Santa Monica:
For cmrrent expenses, $150,237; for sub-
sistence, $5,300; for clothing, §15,000: for
houschold expenses, $18,042; for the hos-
pital, §10,060; for the transporiation of
members, §3,200; for construction, efe.,
$37,769.

ORIENTAL NEWS,

JAVA VISITED BY A DISASTROUS

EARTHQUAKE.

Fears of a Recbellion in Siam, Owing
to a Failure of the
Rice Crop.

Special to the RECORD-UNTON.

Sax Francisco, Feb. 3.—The steamer
Gaelic arrived to-day from Hongkong
and Yokohama, bringing the following
news: 3

Sir Edwin and Miss Arnold left Xobe
on the 12th inst. for Europe direct on the
Peninsular and Oriental steamer Verona,

Peking is suffering from a severe epi-
demic of influenza.

Sixty-four silk dealers met at Kana-
gawa on January 12th to devise some
means of reseuing the silk trade from
the present condition of utter stagnation.
They decided to petition Parliament for a
loan of $2,500,600 to enable the company
to exportsilk direct to foreign countries.

The courtof inquiry on the burning of
the steamer Shanghai, and in which over
200 lives were lost, found that every pos-
sible effort was made by the Captain and
crew, and that no one is to blame for the
disaster or its consequences.

Count Tto is to visit China soon in the
interest of the Japanese in Corea. Their
position is growing very uncomfortable,
and bloodshed is expected.

The Jigi Shimpo says the silk trade is
ina very bad way. Last year the loss
to merchants was over $25,000,000, and,
according to present appearaftces, losses
will eontinue for some time yet.

Things are in a bad way in Siam. The
Mercantile Gazette says it is owing to the
failure of the rice erop. It adds: “Unless
efficient measures are taken to meet the
emergency, a rebeilion and riot by the
starving unemployed, followed by epi-
demics, will surely be the order of the
day.”

A serious earthquake took place in Java
on December 12th. The town of Joana
suifered most. The Chinese guarier was
entirely wrecked, and the European ren-
dered almost uninhabitable. Twelve per-
sons were killed and seventeen injured.
All districts of west and middle Java suf-
fered more or less, some severely.

Mr. Tomlinson, chief engineer of the
Gaelie, fell overboard from the vessel in
the harbor of Yokohama, and struck his
skull on some floating otﬂlect, badly
fracturing it. He died on the way up
January 27th, and his bedy was brought
to this port. : ‘

MICHARL EYRATD.

The Strangler of Gouffe Guillo-
tined in Paris.

HE MET HIS FATE WITH FORTITUDE
AND RESIGNATION.

Up to the Last He Refused Either to

Pray or Receive Religious Consola= -

tion—The Body Turned Over to
Relatives and Friends—Brief History

of the Crime for Which He Suffered .

Death.

Paris, Feb. 3.—Michacl Eyraud, the .

murderer of notary B. Goutfe, was guillo-
tined at 7:20 this morning.

Eyraud met his fate with fortitude and
resignation. When the Governor of the
Prison La Roquette and the prison Chap-
lain, I’Abbe Eaure, were ushered into
Eyraud’s cell a shorttime previous to the
hour fixed for the condemned man’s ex-
ecution, they found he was already up
and dressed, evidently forewarned, con-
trary to rules, by some kind-hearted of-
ficial.

yrand declined a glass of cognac which
was tendered him, and in spite of the
earnest solicitation of I.’Abbe Eaure, the
murderer positively, even agrily, refused
to listen to the priest’s pravers, to pray
himself, or to have any religious rites per-
formed in his behalf,

EYRAUD FIRM TO THE LAST,

Eyraud’s iron will was not shaken
even in the presence of death, and he con-
tinued patiently to refuse religious con-
solation while on the death march to the
guillotine, whieh had been erected dur-
ing the night on the Place de la Roquette.

DISGUSTING SCENES. 7

The cafes near the Place de la Roquette
were full of carousers, male and female,
singing in maudlin lines a disgusting
song, having for its refrain: ‘It is
Eyraud whom we must have,” “Ttis his
head which we must have.” The scenes
in some of tha cafes can be better imag-
ined than deseribed, but they gave the
stranger a good idea of the nature of a
Paris mob when “blood is in the air.”?

3y 5:45 all was ready. Deiblo, the exe-
eutor, tested the knife, and found it was
moving easily in the groves. Outside of
the place in the direetion of the boulevard
Voltaire there were about 500 spectators,
who could hardiy see anything of the
proceedings, but who were attracted to
the spot and remained there out of sheer
morbid curiosity. In the main the
crowd particularly referred to was com-
posed of those scoundrels who prey upon
fallen women, conviets, gambling club
croupiers of the lowest class, and girls
who form the dregs of society.

At 6:45 A. . the party of officials, in
company with the Governor of La
Roquette, entered the cell occupied by
Eyraud. They found Eyraud sitting
crouching on his bed, and when informed
that the petition for his pardon had been
rejected, Eyraud replied, “Very well.”?

PREPARING FOR DEATH,

The condemned man a few minutes
afterward removed the prison uniform
which he had been wearing, and changed
his trousers and socks, refusing all assist-
ance while preparing for death. Being
asked if he had any statement to make,
the murderer replied in the negative.

Abbe Faure then approached the guilty
man and offered to receive and convey to
Eyraud’s wife and daughter any mes-
sage which he might wish taken to them.
To this kind offer Eyraud repiied: “Tell
them I bid them adieu, and hope they
may be happy.”

Abbe Faure then again offered Eyraud
a glass of cognac, but he pushed it to one
side, saying: “No, that will do no good.”

Eyraud then walked with the chief
warden and jailer into the dressing room.

He looked attentively at the gentlemen
there present, and did not utter a woad.
He then sat down while Deibler pinioned
him, and during this part of the prepara-
tion for the guillotine, Eyraud turned to
Governor and said: ‘““You might request
that my body should not be given to the
surgeons.”

To this request Abbe TFaure replied :
“lYnur body will be given to your fam-
ily.”

‘Eyraud thanked the abbe, whereupon
the latier offered to embrace the murder-
er’'s wife and child for him. Eyraud,
gaping at the faces around him, then
angrily exclaimed : ‘*Constans, Minister
of the Interior, was right. He has won
his case—mow his prize. He will be to-
night with Gabriellee. What grand per-
sonage is going to decorate Gabrielle
Bompard ?”’

Suddenly, as Deibler was completing
the task of pinioning, Eyraud continued:
*You are hurting my finger,” and, turn-
ing to the assistant, who was tying the
bandages, he said, impatiently, “Don’t
pinch me so much.”

THE MARCH TO THE GUILLOTINE,

Previous to commencing the march to
the secaffold, Eyraud again refused to
drink a glass of cognac which was offered
him, and was afterwards rigidly silent
until he arrived at the guillotine. Pass-
ing from the cell to the scaffold, Eyraud
scanned everything right and left, and
then fixed his eyes upon the guillotine.
Arrived at the foot of the guillotine, and
within a few feet of the block, Eyraud
eluded the executioners for a moment,
ahd loudly and angrily shouted to the as-
sembled crowd: *‘Constans is a murderer.

. He is more of a murderer than I am,

Consians is—"’

Before he could complete the sentence
the executioners seized the murderer and
threw him upon the inclined plank of the
guillotine. Deibler pressed

THE FATAL KNOB,
And the flashing blade fell with a sharp,
sliding sound, and the head of Gouffe’'s
assassin rolled into a basket below.

IEyraud’s body was then lifted into a
wagon and driven off ata full gallop to
the cemetery, and escorted by a detach-
ment of gendarmes. Abbe Faure fol-
lowed the body in a eab, and after read-
ing the burial service over the remains at
the cemetery, they were turned over to
the dead man’s reiatives,

Immediately after the execution men
made a wild rush towards the guillotine,
and were with difficulty repulsed by :
strong force of mounted gardes repub-
licanes, which had been left in charge of
that instirument of execution.

STORY OF THE CRIME.

The story of Eyraad’s erime is fresh in
the minds of the people. Gabrielle Bom-
pard enticed the unsuspecting notary into
her lair, Eyraud’s hand choked the
breath out of his vietim’s body, and the
guilty couple rified the dead man’s pock-
ets and packed his body in a trunk,
which they finally managed to dump,
with its gruesome contents, beside a
country road near Liyons. Then Michael
and Gabrielle went to the United States.
They spent a few days in New York
City, and finally drifted to the Pacific
SloFe. At Portland, Or., they quarreled,
anc
Frenchman, to whom she confessed her
crime. Iietook her back to Paris and
the detectives were at last pnt on the
proper trail. Eyraud suspected that he
might fall into the clutches of the law if
he remained in the United States, and ac-
cordingly fled to Havana, where he was
eventually arrested and taken to Paris,
where he was tried, convicted and guil-
lotined. :

Gabrielle found another protector, a
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
