
MIXED-UP SCHOOL DISTRICTS.

Supervisors Called Upon to Straighten
Things Out.

Assessor Irvine Asks for a XewDeputy

—Refunding: Bonds—County

Hospital Permits.

The "Board of Supervisors reassembled
yesterday forenoon, with all the members
present, and Chairman Greer presiding.

A communication was received from
Assessor R. C. Irvine, stating that there
"was too much work in his office for tlie
present force of clerks, and asking that
he be allowed to appoint an additional
deputy as provided in Section 211 of the
County Government* Act, said deputy to
receive a salary not exceeding _ 100 per
month.

The petition was placed on file, but no
action taken. .

A communication -was received from
residents of P'olsom, asking that certain
land in that place be closed for cemetery
purposes.

.Mr. Greer vacated the chair to speak in
favor of taking up tho petition. He said
no new roads or expenditures were being
asked for. It was a matter that was of
interest to all residents of Folsom. They
•wanted an old untraveled county road
dosed up so that their cemetery could be
enlarged. He then moved that the prayer
of the petitioners be granted.

After some objection from Mr. Bates a
vote waa taken, and Mr. Greer's motion
prevailed. ,

KB. BATES OX HISTORY.

Mr. Jenkins called the attention of the
board to the petition of residents of
Michigan Bar for a new county road,
which had been hanging lire for some
time. He said a Michigan Bar man was
present in the room and *was anxious to
nave some disposition of the matter.

Mr. Bates said he would recite a little
history for tlie benefit of Mr. Jenkins.
Several year.s ago, ho said, the petition
w;m received and the board went to the
expense of having the proposed road sur-
veyed, etc., but those owning the land
thought they had a "pudding," and
"wanted large sums for their land, and the
board simply dropped the matter.

.Mr. Jenkins moved that the matter be
taken up for hearing at the next session
of the board, and that all persons inter-
ested be invited to be presentat that time.

Mr. Greer thought it probable that
many of those who had formerly wanted
compensation, had by this time changed
their minds.

It was finally agreed to reopen the mat-
ter at the next session, and the petition-
ers will he notified. '.'

A t-ommunicaUon was received from the
residents of Alder Creek School District
notifying the board that owing to an error
in laying out the boundaries ofthe school
district—, John Silverton had been gerry-
mandered out of Alder Creek District
and into Granite District. It inconve-
nienced Silverton greatly, and it was de-
nirous that lie be placed back in Alder
Creek District.

< m motion tho change asked for was
ordered made.

OOCKTT HOSPITAL PERMITS.
Mr. Greer made a proposition to the

board that City Physician Nichols be
given authority to send persons to the
Gonnty Hospital. He said it was a mat-
ter of considerable inconvenience to the
doctor to have to hunt up a Supervisor
whenever he desired to send a patient to
the hospital.

Mr. Black suggested an easy remedy.
He said lie had already filled out blanks
and left them at the" City Jail for the
physician. The same thing could ho
done at the County Jail, or tlie doctor
cot—d lie given a pocketful of blanks.

Mr. Hates thought, Dr. Nichols already
had the power he asked for, but Mr.
Greer denoted this.

it was finally decided tliat Dr. Nichols
should bo given the authority he asked
for.

Chairman Greer then called the atten-
tion of the board to the mixed condition
ofthe school district boundaries, and that
numerous assessment errors had occurred
in cor.sequence. The road districts had
all been remodeled recently, and Mr.
Greer thought itwould be a good idea to
have the same thing done to the school
districts.

Mr. Bates remarked dryly that itmight
be better to hire an expert to go over the
Assessor's books and straighten them
out.

NOT THE ASSESSOR'S FAULT.
Ex-Deputy Assessor Coons, who hap-

pened to he present, explained to the
board that owing to tlie practice of using
the same boundaries and descriptions of
land from year to year, mistakes had been
caused, and the Assessor was not alto-
gether to blame for the blunders.

Mr. Bates could not sec tlie sense of
making any changes now, as Assessor
Irvine intended to make an emfcely new
assessment roll this year—he would use
none of the old ones —and thereby every-
thing would be adjusted.

Alter quite a lfiigthy debate Mr. Greer
moved tliat the Assessor be empowered
to employ an expert to adjust the school
districts.

Mr. Bates accused the Chairman of
"Whipping the devil around the stump."
He said Mr. ("freer was trying to get a
mini to overhaul the Assessor's books,
and he was afraid to come out and say so.

"Well, you can amend my motion,"
said Mr. Greer.

"I'haint amendin' no motions," snap-
ped Bates.

Mr. Greer then made another little
speech in reply to Bates, after which the
latter said he could put the m:*tter "fair
and square" before the board if per-
mitted.

Mr. Greer withdrew his motion and
Mr. Hates moved that W. W. Coons be
employed by the board to straighten out
the school district tangle, his compensa-
tion not to exceed $150.

The motion was adopted, Mr. Jenkins
alone voting in the negative.

Auditor Johnson appeared before the
board and called attention to the fact that
one Ofthe county's funded debts could he
refunded in IS!_ Mr. Johnson said he
did not know whether it would require
an act of the Legislature to refund tlie
bonds or not, ami that was why he
brought tlie matter before the board.

Chairman Greer suggested tliat the sub-
ject would oe a proper one for the Judi-
ciary Committee, and the matter was ac-
cordingly referred to that bod v.

Bupervisi r"Miller wanted some infor-
mation as to when the term of John
Miller,aa the official having charge of
the burial of dead Grand Army men, was
to expire.

Being informed that theterm was about
to expire now, Mr. Miller moved that
his nam make he re-appointed, and the
motion was adopted.

AFTKKNOON SESSION.
At the afternoon session a petition was

received from residents of the upper end
ofRoad District No. 9, asking that that
district be divided in halt.

Tiie Chairman suggested that the mntter
should be considered by the Koad Com-
mittee.

Mr. Bates, however, wanted to know-
why they wanted that district divided.

Mr. Birch, one of the petitioners, ex-
plained that ior some reason or other
there was not sufficient work being done
on the roads in that district. The Road
Overseer did no work whatever in the
Vicinity of the petitioners' residences.
The cause, he believed, was on accountofthe district being too large.

Supervisor Jenkins said ho was
thoroughly familiar with the condition of
all-dis in the district, and knew that itwas too much for one man to handle.
The Road Overseer, himself, acknowl-
edged that he could not keep up with the
work necessary. Mr. Jenkins said he
was infavor* of dividing the distrh t. and
would vote that way.

The matter was finallyreferred to the 'Roml Committee.
The board then took up the bills and

claims against the county and examined
__m until 4 o'clock, when a recess was

taken so that the members might go over
into Road Overseor Judge's district and
investigate a proposition to change the
route of the Twelfth street road.

The session wiilbe resumed this morn-
ing.
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WATCHING LEGISLATION.
Tho Antl-Dchrls Association Discovers

a "Dug."

Captain A. 11. Wilbur, representing the
Anti-Debris Association, and L. P.
Farmer, Chairman ofthe Board ofSuper-
visors ofSutter County, were in consulta-
tion with the Board of Supervisors
yesterday evening in regard to Assembly
lulls 39 and 191, introduced by Mr. Hail.
They assert that the bills are intended to
apply directly to actions brought by
counties against hydraulic miners, and
say that if tho bills are passed no such
suits can he successfully prosecuted. As-
sembly bill :;!i amends Section 394 ofthe
Code of Civil Procedure to read as fol-
lows:

Section 394. An action against a county,
or city and county, may be commenced and
tried in such county, or city aud county, un-
less such action is brought by n county, or
city and county, in which case it may be com-
menced and tried in any county, or city and*
county, not a party thereto: proi-ided further,
that whenever an action is brought by a
county or city against citizens of another
county, ora corporation doing business in tlie
latter, the action must be commenced and
tried in a county other than tlie plaintill", if
the plaintiir be a county, and ottit'r tlian that
in which the plaintiir is situated, if the plain-
tiirbe a city.

Assembly bill 191 adds a new section to
tlie Code of Civil Procedure, to read as
follows:

Section 307y,. When an action is brought
by a county or cityagainst a citizen or cor-
poration doing business in another county,
the Court before wnoin the action Is brought,
upon the filing of an affidavit by the defend-
ant, supported by the affidavit of twocitizens.
taxpayers of the State, llmt, by reason of
prejudice against him on the part of the Court,
or citizens of the county in which the notion is
brought, he cannot have a fair nnd impartial
trial, must transfer the action to a county
where a like prejudice docs not exist.

PUBLIC LIBRARY.
The Trnstees Meet and Transact the

Regular Monthly Business.
The Board of Trustees of the Public

Library met at their office in the library
building last evening. There were pres-
ent W. C. Fitch*. President; A. S. Hop-
kins, Vice-President; S. H. Gerrish,
Secretary; Add. C. Hinkson and L. E.
Smith, Trustees.

The report of the Librarian for the
month of January was read, as follows:
Number of books issued during the
month, 3,733, classified thus: Fiction,
2,043; history, 24-i; literature, 181; fine
art, 50; useful art, 56; science, 60; phil-
ology, 1; socialogy, 10; religion, 17; phil-
osophy; 28; general works, 120. Percent-
age of fiction, 78; average number issued
per day, 125. Number of patrons regist-
ered, 0,531. Amount of lines collected,
Sl2. Number of books mended in the
library, 166.

Acommunication from tho' Librarian
Executive Committee of tiie California
Library Association was received, calling
the attention of the board to tho coming
meeting ofthe American Library Asso-
ciation in San Francisco, and asking the
local library people to interest them-
selves, and to appoint two members on the
General Finance Committee, which is to
have charge of the arrangements lor the
reception ofthe visitors.

A number of bills were ordered paid,
and the purchase of a largo number of
new books was also ordered.
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GARDNER'S TRIAL.
After Two Days' Labor a Jury Is

Finally Secured.
The entire session in Judge Van Fleet's

court yesterday was consumed in im-
paneling a jury to try D. Gardner, who
is charged with having criminally as-
sauled littleLizzie Cox, some time ago.

The regular venire of term jurors was
exhausted at noon and Onlyten unbiased,
unprejudiced jurors had been obtained.
Aspecial venire of ten more talesmen
was then issued, and made returnable
at 2*86 o'clock. The defense had ex-
hausted all of its peremptory challenges
when the special jurors arrived, and the
result was that the jury panel was com-
pleted before tho evening adjournment
was taken.

The taking of evidence in the ease will
commence to-day.

GAMBLING CASES.
The Defendants Are ('ranted a Contin-

uance Till Monday.
When the eases of Ed Slnmk and James

Matthews, charged with gaming, were
called in the Poiiee Court yesterday morn-
ing, W. A. Anderson, attorney for the
defendants, waived the reading ofthe com-
plaint, entered a plea of not guilty in eaeii
ease and asked that the examinations be
set for Monday next. It was so ordered.

When the court adjourned, Constable
Brissell swore to a complaint against An-
gus Ross, the proprietor of the building
in which the game is alleged to have been
running, and Waiter Emery, who was in
tho room and had charge oi" the entrance
door. There will be five complaints
sworn to and the cases will no doubt at-
tract considerable interest.

Couldn't Pay for the Beer.
Peter Farrell, a gentleman of Hibern-

ian extraction, dropped into the Second
street saloon of Edward Simmonds, who
hails from Germany. PeteF in his own
generous way asked two by-slanders up
to partake of some beer with him, but
when the liquor was poured out it was
discovered tliat. Peter only had 10 cents.
An altercation between thesaloon-keeper
and Peter ensued, and soon afterwards
they clinched.

When offlo&HLowell and McLaughlin
arrived on the scene, the combatants were
biting, scratching, punching, growling
and rolling about on tho lloorat a great
rate, and itproved a most difficult job to
separate them. Both were taken to the
City Prison and locked up on charges of
disturbing the peace.

BASEBALL GOSSIP.
ATalk With the New Sacramento Cap-

tain and Manager.
Captain McCloskey, of the Sacramento

ball club, is one of the brightest young
men that has ever conio to this city iv
the capacity of a ball player, and the
owners of the franchise have reason to
congratulate themselves on the selection
of a man possessed of the ability and ad-
dress of McCloskey. He is sure to make
a friend of every acquaintance, and al-
ready those he has met speak of him in
the highest terms. He has commenced
signing players, and money has been tel-
egraphed to three men whose names will
be given when they wire back their ac-
ceptance of the same coin. In a chat
with a Record-Uxion reporter yester-
day, McCloskey said:

» "I've got just so much money to in-
vest in the team which will represent
Sacramento in tlio league and I mean to
get the very bast men I can with the
money at my disposal. The San Fran-
cisco, Oakland and San Jxise managers
are all organizing strong teams, and we
have got to got one together which will
be able to hold its own with any of them.

' I can say that every man I sign willhave
a record not aloue for good fielding, but
as a batter. We want no weak batters in
the team, and ifI succeed in getting the
players Iam negotiating with at present,
the Sacramento Club will be the best
batting nine in the league. The club
may be complete in a couple of weeks."

McCloskey is personally acquainted
with all of the prominent players in tho
East, and itis safe to say that he willor-
ganize a team that will"be In tho race"
during the entire season.

The grand stands on the Haighi-street
grounds are to be remodeled at a cost of
811,000. The American Bridge and Build-
ing Company have obtained the contract,
and the work will be commenced scon.
The Call says:

"The new condition of affairs will bo
modeled after the designs adopted by last
year's Brooklyn Brotherhood Club in the
arrangement of their grounds in that city
and which cost them §59,000. The differ-
ence in cost is explained by stating that
the Brotherhood's grand stand is of iron
and steel, while the Haight-street stand
willbe of wood. The shape willbo ellip-
tical and the arrangement such as will
enable the visitors occupying chairs or
boxes to see every portion ofthe grounds.
This stand will be a "double-decker," so
to speak; that is, it will occupy two
stories, tlie lower one being provided
with chairs and the upper one divided
into boxes. These will all be closed in
at the back, so that no disagreeable
draughts can interfere with the comforts
of those looking at the game. Modes of
ingress and egress have been adopted
which will prevent discomfort arising
from persons passing out or in. The
length of the elliptic willbe 278 feet. The
lower portion of the auditorium will be
provided with 2,000 chairs, to accommo-
date that number of people without
crowding. This space will be 23 feet 10
inches in bight to the box floor, which
will be cut up into boxes lor the accom-
modation of parties wlk> wish to be
private, or in other words, the seating ar-
rangements will be very similar to that
in vogue in theaters, adrestt circle below
and boxes overhead. The hight of the
roof ofthe boxes from the ground willbe
43 feet 10 inches. Tho whole structure
will be surmounted by a cupola, tho top
of which willbe 00 feet high from the
ground, and from which willrise a flng-
slaif floating the colors of the league."

COMMITTEE WORK.
Insurance and Building and Lou a Bills

—.Jordan's Claim Allowed.

It was expected that the Assembly
Committee on Corporations would last
night hear arguments for and against the
Various bills now before that body em-
bodying proposed legislation hostile to
insurance companies. Samuel Short-
ridge was present to represent the com-
panies, and waited until 9:30 o'clock for
an opportunity to be heard, when the
committee postponed consideration ofthe
billsuntil Thursday evening.

The committee, however, granted an-
other hearing to Leon L. Dennery, repre-
senting the local building and loan asso-
ciations, and Messrs. V*. M. Pardoy and
A. H. Busch, representing the Pacilic
States Savings, Loan and Building Com-
pany, a corporation originating in Min-
nesota,

Mr. Dennery had objections to urgo
against the Dibble bill, and the other gen-
tlemen opposed two otber bills and in the
interest of the home associations, and
against the so-called "foreign" associa-
tions.

After listening to long arguments on
either side, the committee decided to ap-
point a sub-committee of three to draft a
substitute for all the billsbefore it.

THE JORDAN CLAIM.
The Senate Committee on Claims met

lust evening, and gave a hearing to Den-
nis Jordan, the man who has had a claim
against the State for twelve years, for
work done by contract on the Folsom
Prison, amounting to §79,000. The claim
had been allowed by two Legislatures,
but the bills were pocketed successively
by Governors Bartlett and Waterman",
because Jordon had not secured the in-
dorsement of the State Board ofExamin-
ers to his demand.

Since then that board has passed upon
his claim and declare it to be a just
sue. Tho history of the claim was re-
hearsed before the committee last night,
and the report of the Board of Examiners
read ; also, reports of former legislative
committees.

It was finally decided that the bill
should be reported back to the Senate
with the recommendation that it be
passed. Mr. Jordan had put in his claim
for interest, but at the suggestion of mem-
bers Of the committee struck off allbut
tho principal claimed to be due.
