
PRINTERS' STRIKE.

UNION MEN WALK OCT PF A SAN
"FRANCISCO OFFICE.

Statements of H. S. Crocker & Co. and
tho Typographical Union in Re-

gard to the Trouble.

On Monday morning thirty Union
printers quit work at the office of H. S.
Crocker A Co., in San Francisco. At the
hour upon which they were accustomed
to commence work the men, headed by
A. Pennington, Chairman of the Execu-
tive Committee of the Printers' Union,
walked up to S. H. Wade, Superintend-
ent for H. S. Crocker «ft Co., and de-
manded that the establishment be made
a union office. Astatement of grievances
was made and Pennington said that ifthe
terms demanded were not agreed to the
men would go out on a strike. Superin-
tendent Wade said he had not power to
accede to the terms, but, on behalf of the
firm, offered any man that would remain
at work five shares of the capital stock of
the company, valued at *5000. The certifi-
cate Mould not be delivered, but would
remain in the custody of the house and
would be paid for by the dividends,
which would amount to the value of the
stock in i\\e years.

After listening to the remarks of the
Superintendent, J. 11. Hoover, D. J.
Keefe and J. 11. Thompson broke from
the ranks and said that they would re-
main at work. The balance of the force
of printers then announced that they
would go out until satisfactory arrange-
ments could bo made. The Superintend-
ent Informed them that he would lay the
matter before the members Of the firm,
and would send a reply to the printers'
headquarters at (XXi Montgomery street,
some time during the day.

The following men walked out: M.
Cuddy, W. J. Silver, George B. Huffing-
ton, W. I>. Davis, A. B_mig, Walter otto,
F. Kasson, J. 11. Miller, J. 11. Reilly,
John Perry, W. G. Lavng, .1. O. Averv,

O'Connor, J. Betts, O.H.Smyth, John
Ma'Klin, Albert Ilessing, C« "Y'augn, H.
Chamberlain. W. 11. Donnair, A. P.
Jones, O. K. Peterson, and the following
apprentices: William Schwarz, D. W.
Owens, John O'Xeil, P. S. Carmona,
Thomas Godkin,Arthur Hope, R. Hether-
ington.

The strikers were engaged on book and
job work, and are supposed to be among
the best of that class of workmen iii the .
city, and tlie printers are confident that it
will lie almost impossible to fill their
places.|

During the day Crocker Sl Co. sent a
letter to the Executive Committee of the
Printers' Union, requesting a siatemem
of grievances. In response to tho request
the following communication was pre-
pared:

To H. S, Crocker _ Co.— Dear Sib_
In compliance with your request, we !

herewith present to you the causes lead-
ing; to the strike in your office. In thefirst place, for some time past complaints
had been brought to the executive offi-
cers of the union that practices contrary
to the laws of our union were being con-
stantly indulged in. There has been a
constant friction between those in author-
ity aud the employes. Individual em-
ployes were prevented from presenting
their grievances to the head of the firm
under penalty of discharge, well know-
ing that the matter would be referred
hack to those in charge, and who were
directly responsible for the alleged griev-
ances. Under the circumstances and in
accordance with union rules, the matters
ware laid before the executive officers.
Not desiring to bring the question at
issue before the union, the Executive
Committee wrote to Mr. 11. J. Crocker,
manager of the manufacturing depart-
ment, requesting a personal interview.
Tlie communication waa ignored. Tiie
infractions continued and a letter was
written to the senior member of the firm
embodying like request. It met the fate
ofthe former communication. The mat-
ter wy.s then laid before the union, which
hotly referred it back to tho Executive
Committee, with fullpower to act. The
Executive Committee then formulated
the following agreement, which was sent
to you:

San Francisco, Jan. 25,1891.
I hereby agree in in-half of 11. S. Crocker_

Co., that on and alter March 1, 1891, thenumber of apprentices employed iv above
office shall be that to which we are entitled
under the agreement now existing between
the San Francisco TyjiogTupuicnl Union, No.
21, and the Typothetie— viz., one apprentice
to three journeymen; two to four, live or six;
three to seven, eight or nine; beyond nine, one
apprentice to every tlve journeymen.

Hint after this date the men now employed
in our office \u25a0 including the foreman of "the
book-room, job-room and ticket-room) shallbecome members of your union, ami that,pending their initiation, they shall be allowed
to work under permit.

That we Will pay the scale of prices as es-tablished by the (\u25a0'an Francisco Typographical
Union* No. Bi.

Your response was as follows:
In reply to the first demand, will savournumber of apprentices docs not exceed the

number allowed by the union, us per agree-
ment now existing between the _*_ Francisco
Typographical Dnion, No. 21, and the Typo-
thct.e.

To tlie second demand we will say, we can-
not comply with it. We have no objection toenipltyriM union men. but wo certainly can-not and willnot act as yonr a-rents to compelany one to join your union. We have no men
inopr emploj In the printing office, nofstoek-
boldcn In the corporation of 11. S. Crocker< tonipany, that, aa far as we can learn, are notmembers of the Typograpineal Union.Thirdly, there is no printer Inour employ
that gets less than union wages, and ivmany
cases a higher rate is paid by us.

In reference to the above communica-
tion and reply of H. IS. Crocker & Co.,
the Executive Committee's letter contin-
ued :

The first and third propositions are evaded.
T.;e second «:.s not acceded to on the ostensl-
t> igrounds that the non-union men in your
employ, together wiili tbe recently expelled
mcuibdr of onr union, had been mad" stock-
holders in the firm of Crocker ft Co.. pendingthe consideration of the presenl difficulty
JSot only were these new stockholders u'*>-proached, but membera of oar union were
importuned for a like purpose. The Intention
of ilds proposition was paloable. It was a de-
liberate attempt to debauch thememben ofour union—to bribe those whom it could not
(through your agents) cx-ne. It waa appar-
ently Imagined that, for a few sharei-ol stock
the fejjltyofour members could be purcha -. d;
As soon aa it was understood that an attempt
had been made at bribery union men ex-pressed the utmost indignation, it was iv-
gardedas an evidence oi the fact that thehi ads ot* a wealthy corporation Imagined thatall men were purchasable Thai this view was
incorrect was illustrated by yesterday's action
of the union. On that, occasion the employes
of your o_oe toa man, withone exception
voted that their promise wa.; superior to any
monetary consideration.

Ivregard lo the Ond proposition, relating tothe apprentices, you assert that you bave atpresent only the number you are entitled tounder the agreement now existing betweenth Typographical Union and the Typothette.
As a matter of _eL you are entitled to sevenapprentices according to the ratio agreed
upon. You have thirteen regular apprentices
and tight extras, who, in absence of other
work, take the place of apprentict s. Tliat you
were aware ofthis fact we do not claim,'but
we do assert that you were informed by us on
Monday last of the number employed andthai you apparently accepted tbe statement ofyour superintendent in preference to ours, in
face ot the fact that the truth or ialsitv of our
statement could have been easily proven.

In regard to the third proposition, we simply
deny that our scale is paid, and refer you toyour own pay-roll.

Subsequently, in an interview with a
Pout reporter, 11. S. Crocker, the heail oi"
the firm, is reported as saping:

"The first intimation that I had that
there was any trouble between our officeand the Typographical Union was lastMot-.day, when a delegation from them
called on me and submitted this docu-
ment for- mo to • sign, saying, 'Mr.Crocker, we want yon to sign this agree-
ment.' I read it over. I was in pretty
bad humor at tlie time, and returned it
to them and told them I had no answer
to make.

"The next day a representative of the
International Union, 1 think some organ-
izer,'or something connected with the
international Union, called on me. He
said became to Bee ifthe matter could
not bo fixed up. I told him I regretted
my hastiness in answering the delegation
yesterday, and talked the nmtter overpieHsantly with hint lie said ho would
come around next d.tr and bring the
document which I handed back toliim.
The next day he came, and with him two
others, the Secretary, I think, and one of
tlie Executive Committee, and we sat
down and bad quite a long talk.

"I toid them I did not think we had
any more apprentices than we were en-
titled to under the agrcementr-at any
rate, the agreement did not take efl'-et
until the first of March, and they did notrequire it to be complied with until the
Ist of March. I asked further time to
look into this matter before giving jidi-
rect answer, and told them I would reply
on Saturday at :> o'clock.

"Now, at the first interview I had with
them they mentioned about our nnt pay-
ing I'uil overtime, ssaid I: 'Gentlemen,
you are mistaken, we have complied
strictly with that.' They said we were
only payin-r -T- cents aa hour for over-
time. I said their scale of wages Wasslßper week or 30 cents per hour: 4."i cents is
tlie time once and a half. 'Bht,' they
said: 'You pay some of your men more
than the scale; you pay them.fS>4 a week,
and they should be entitled to (JO cents
per hour.' I replied. 'Not at all; we
have complied with your scale of prices;
when we give our men more than your
scale of prices calls for it is a free gifton
our part liyou insist upon Itwe will
reduce their wages to what you require
—818 per week—and not pay any more
than that.'

"All job printers in town belonging to
the Typolllettß have signed a document
Indorsing our action in not signing the
agreement. We are indorsed by all
members of tiie Typothette.

"The main trouble is that we refuse to
compel our men to join the union.

"Wo make no objection to employing
union men. and in fact, with the excep-
tion of one man discharged from the
union, and some men who are stock-
holders in our uorporatiot*. all others are
members.

'•When reincorporated we set aside §50,-
--660 for the employes in the house to sub-
scribe to, not only in the printing office
but allover the house. This was decided
upon some three months ago. Our part-
nership ceased Saturday and the corpora-
tion came into effect to-day; it simply
came at the time ofthe strike and there is
no connection whatever between the two.
I told the (onimittcc I would adjust the
matterof apprentices as s:xm as I could
get around to it, bnt they have relieved
nic of the necessity of doing so by em-
ploying our boys, having required "them
to quit.

"About thirty printers have quit work
this morning. We see no valid reason
for ordering the strike.*'
