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TERRIBLE ACCIDENT.

Pennsylvania the Scene of Another
Mine Disaster.

EIGHTEEN MINERS ENTCMBED IN A
WATERY GRAVE.

The Acclident Caused by Drilling
Through Into i1 Old Mine Above
Which Was Filled With Water—
Three Poles Lose Their Lives by a

Cave at a Wilkesbarre Mine.

HazrLeToN (Pa.), Feh. 4.—A terrible
accident occudred at Janesville this morn-
ing, whereby ecighteen men lost their
lives. The accident occurred in slope 10,
operated by J. C. Hayden & Co. The
working is situated immediately under
the old workings known as No. 8, worked
out some five years ago, and filled with
water,

The cause of the disaster was due to the
drilling of a hole through a pillar, which
liberated an immense body of water con-
fined in the old workings, flooding the
new workings and drowning all the men
in that portion of the mine.

The dead are: Lawrence Reed, James
Griffiths, Edward Gallagher, James
Ward, Harry Bull, Joseph Matskowitch,
Barney McCloskey, Patrick Kelly, James
Wiasto, Mike Smith, John Berno, Tom
Glik, Tom Askaskay, Joe Astro, Bosco
Frinko, Thomas Greko, and two un-
known Hungarians.

Several of these men were married and
had large families.

Wm. Brislin, one of the seven men
who escaped from the mine, says he felt
the wind coming when the men_ broke
into the old slope. He yelled to his com-
panions to run for their lives or all
would be drowned. In a moment the
rush ot water came, and Brislin, Henry
Gibbon, John Noline, John Boyle, Chas.
Boyle, Wm. Coyle and Patrick Coll
barely escaped.

The water rose rapidly, and before any
attempt conld be made to rescue the rest
of the workmen the water flowed in, and
in five minutes the slope, which is 624 feet
deep, was filied to the mouth, and cight-
een men who but a few hours before,
with light hearts, left the bright sunshine
and clear sky to descend into the dark
cavern, were buried in a watery grave.

The news of the disaster created the
wildest excitement, and the mouth of the
slope was soon thronged with people.
The scenes of anguish that ensued cannot
be depicted.

The weather, which was bitterly cold,
did not have any effect toward diminish-
inz the crowd, and it was only after the
terrible result’ was made plain, that none
of the entombed men were living or
could possibly be reached until ali the
water was pumped out of the slope, that
the grief-stricken friends of the unfortu-
nate men could be induced to go to their
homes,

The firm of Hayden & Co. will pump
the water out as rapidly as the machinery
placed in position can do the work. How

long it will take is a question, since no
& ctinite idea of the volume of water can
ve ascertained. Some of the miners say
it will take four weeks.
Many theories are advanced as to the
cause of the great disaster. Some charge
Tl tox=ieglect to hotify the workmen of
the dangerous proximity of the water.

His appointment
furnished the strongest evidence of Presi-
dent Harrison’s personal regard for him,
for it was made without solicitation on
his part. In fact, the Illinois Senators
did not themselves know it was going o
be made until the President so informed
them.

Since the death of his son, Lincoln has
been more restiess than ever, and the
best information is that if the Treasury
portfolio be tendered him he would
accept it. His appointment, from a polit-
cal point of view, would be regarded as
especially 2 happy one.

PAN-REPUBLIC CONGRESS,
teport of the Sub-Committee on Plan
and Scope.

NEw Yorx, Feb. 4.—<The sub-com-
mittee on the plan and scope of the Pan-
Republic Congress made up a lengthy
report to-day, which will be presented to
the committee of two hundred, which
Jncets mext month in Washington. It
provides, in brief, that Congress should
consist of two bodies, one composed of
delegates nominated by the executives of
the various republies of the world, on a
basis of one delegate at large from every
republic and one delegate from every
| five millions of citizens and fractions ex-
ceeding half that number. The second
body to be composed of delegates from
great patriotic, civil, commercial, educa-
tional and industrial organizations that
express in their fundamental laws a de-
votion to. the principles enunciated
in the Declaration of Independence of
| the United States, and to be approved by
the Executive Committee of the proposed
Congress.

These delegates consist of, first, the
such organization;
second, one delegate at large from the
organization; third, one delegate for each
three hundred thousand embers in
good standing or fraction of that number
exceeding fitty thousand. The general
scope o1 the proposed congress is to con-
sider the interests of free institutions and
the best means of promoting the same
among the nations.  With religious in-
stitutions the Congress shall have noth-
ing whatever to do. 'The committee out-
lines at length what questions might be
dealt with in the consideration of civil or
political institutions.

I'ree Coinage Advocates Incensed at
Edward Atkinson and Other
Gold Bugs.

the quantity that could be obtained there-
from was unlimited, and all that was
necessary to be done was to pile wood
against it, set it afire and melt it off,

ifir  before the House Committee on
Weights and Measures, and was informed
that he was the same fellow. .

The report says, in part: “We regard it
as a high duty enjoined upon Congress by
the Constitution to provide for the un-
limited coinzge of hoth precious metals,
gold and silver, to the end that the people
of the several States may be provided
with a cireulating medium. We express
our surprise, regret and indignation that
this duty has been so long delayed, con-
trary, as we believe, not only to the duty
we have mentioned, but to the best inter-
ests of the masses of the people who are
suffering the pangs of poverty, and the
stagnation of business caused by the
want of' a suflicient circulating medinm.
We believe and charge that such delay
has been occasioned by nndue influence
iu our governmental policy by those
whose interest it is to contract the enr-
rency and subserve monopolies and
money-lenders.

“We express our earnest condemna-
tion ot the exercise of the arbitrary power

which prevented a fair consideration of |

the free coinage bill at the last session of
Congress, and hope the bill which passed
the Senate at the present session will be
speedily reported to the House and en-
acted into a law.

“We say to the Representatives in the
Coinage Committee that any efforts to
unduly delay a report on the bill, so as
to prevent action thereon by the liouse
in the few remaining days of this Con-
gress, will merit and receive still farther
condemmnation by the fariners and labor-
ers of this country.

OTrAwA (Ont.), Feb. 4.—An official
dispatch trom the Governor-fieneral to
Lord Knuisiford, the Imperial Secretary
for Colonies, about Canada’s desire for
negotiations with the United Siates, has
been made public.

Ile
wsked upon what basis the Dominion
Government proposed to negotiate, and a
dispatch sent to the Imperial Sceretary
outlines their desires.

They propose a renewal of the reciproc=
ity treaty of 1854, with necessary modifi-
cations; the reconsideration of the Atlan-
tic fisheries treaty to secure the free
admission of Canadian fish in return for
facilities to be granted United States fish-
lom.on; the protection of the mackerel
and other fisheries in the Atlantic Ocean
and inland waters; the relaxation of tho
seaboard and inland navieation laws, the
mutual salvage of wreclked vessels; and
an arrangement settling the boundary be-
tween Canada and Alaska.
