SUPREHE COURT DECISIONS.

(Filed January 20, 1891.]
Appeal from Superior Court, L.os An-
geles County—Walter Van Dyke, Judge.

This action is to recover damages
caused to the plaintiff, a child eight years
of age, alleged to have resulted from the
carclessness of the defendants, in neg-
ligently inducing and permitting her *‘to
sit  upon a sweep oOr narrow  pole
drawn by a horse to propel the machinery
for pumping water, then being propelled
by and under the control and for the use
and benefit of defendants.”” (Tr. fol. 5.)

It is alleged further in the complaint
that the *‘sweep inits circait passed above
and near to cogwheels :m(i other por-
tions of said machinery then in motion,
thereby exposing plaintiff to the danger of
being erushed and mangled therein if she
accidentaliy fell or in any inanner was
dislodged” from the sweep, and was pre- |
cipitated upon the machinery. That the
defendants well knew of the danger

to which the child - of tender
vears was thus exposed, yet they
knowingly, carelessly and negli-

gently suoffered her to remain alone on
said sweep with no person to guard her,
exposed 1o the danger aforesaid; and that
by reason thereof plaintiff fell or was
precipitated upon said machinery then in
motion, and her left hand was caught,
mangled and lacerated thercin, causing
the loss of three fingers therefrom,
thereby maiming and crippling the
plaintitf permanently.” (Tr. fols. 6, 7, 8.)

The defendants demurred to the com-
plaint. The demurrer was overruled, an
answer filed, and uponthetrial a jury re-
turned 2 verdict for the plaintiff, and
assessed her damages at $1,750 and costs.

Judgment was rendered upon the ver-
dict, from which this appeal is taken, and
an order denying defendants’ motion for
anew trial,

There is no dispute but that the child
was injured, and suffered the loss of her
fingers, while on the sweep and falling
upon the machinery.

The defendanis’ counsel states that the
child was seated upon the lever or sweep,
and while riding around upaon it, she lost
her balance, and endeavoring to recover
herself, threw her lett hand into the cog-
wheel, “and unfortunately just at that
moimnent it was passing under the smailer
wheel, when itwas caught and three
of her fingers crushed so that they had to
be removed.”” (Appellants’ brief, p. 5.)

The defendant Charles Durfree, the son
of the other defendant, was in charge of
the machinery at the time of the injury;
this the father knew, and also that the
child was riding around upon the sweep.

A part of the testimmony of the child is
that: *‘I was sitting on the sweep. 1 was
going around and lost my balance, and
my hand got in the wheel. I was at the
cow corral before I went on the sweep.”
(Trans., fol. 50.) “Question—How faraway
was that from thesweep? Answer—About

half an acre, not as much as that. Charley
(meaning young Durfree) called me and 1
said come and take a ride. First I didn’t |
hear him, and said, ‘What?” Then he |
said it again. ‘Come and ride, Hannah,’
and I went over to the sweep, and I saw |
Mr. Durfree (meaning the father, the other
defendant), and he had a shovel in his |
hand; he wasstanding there watching me |
go over. When T was getting on the |
sweep he said, ‘Hannah, look out; there
might be some danger to your hands and
your arms,” and 1 said, ‘Oh, no, there |
won’t.” He was in the corn when |
he said that, and then I went on |
and - had goune round several times,
and I made the horse go when
I was on there, and then 1 lost my
balance.- First T dropped my hat, and
then I said, ‘Charley, stop the horse; I
want to get my hat.” And he said, ‘Pick
it up the next time round.” 1 tried to
dick it up, and I lost my balance, and my
Lzmd caught in the wheel of the cog. T
first got on the sweep near the horse, and
Charley said, ‘Move up toward the big
wheel and machinery.” The way I hap-
pened to lose my hat was the wind blew
it off. When I eame round, and went to
pick up my hat, Charley made some |
motion, and the horse jerked, and that is
the way I lost my balance.
name is Doe. My hand got caught in the |
wheel. I didn’t fall oil the sweep, and |
Charley took me off and carried me to the |
house. Some of the fingers were cut and
the ends of the fingers dropped. Charley
took- me to the house. He didn’t say
anything that I remember. Mamma
hollered and said, ‘Charley, you have
crippled my little girl for life.” ”” (Trans.,
fol. 59, et seq.)

The child is the daughter of a domestic
servant of the defendants.

It is claimed by the defendants that the
evidence is utterly insufflcient to prove
that the machinery is at all dangerous.
That there is no proof that the defendants
were guilty of any negligence. 1In this
connection it is further said that the evi-
dence of the child is contradictory, since
upon a former trial she testified astoa
material matter, differently from what |
she did on this trial, and that, therefore, |
her testimony is to be disregarded, and
that of the defendants, in coniradiction of
it, received, in which event it is contended
the verdiet is unsupported by evidence.

We do not perceive any conflict in the
child’s evidence, as contended for. Her
testimony on the last trial was somewhat
fuller than upon the first, but there was
no contradiction by one of anything in
the other, and nothing to show any unre-
liability on her part; in fact she was in
many respects sustained by the evidence
of the defendants. It doesappear from
the evidence that the child was a favorite,
both with the father and son, defendants,
and that the want of care which they ex-
ercised ingpermitting a young child like
this little girl to get upon the sweep and

her getting injured, was the result more
than anything else of a desire to have the
child’s society by the son, and of a dis-
position by both father ansd son’ to be in-
dulgent to her; but these motives, com-
mendable as they may be in the abstract,
cannot excuse them from exercising such
care as the law requires to prevent the
little gir! from placing herself in danger
and getting maimed tor life.

We do not, therefore, think the verdict
unsupported by evidence.

It is further claimed that the instrue-
tions asked for and granted were errone-
ous. One of them ('I'. {ols. 125-126) is:

*“The court instructs you that = child of
such tender years and immature judg-
ment as to be incapable of knowing, com-
prehending and measuring the danger to
which it is exposed, and of exercising the
necessary precaution in guarding against
it, cannot be charged with negligence in
exposing itself to {he threatened danger.
In determining this proposition in con-
nection with this tase, you must consider
the age, sex, and all the conditions ‘sur-
rounding the plaintiff at the date of the
injury, as disclosed to you by the evi-
dence.”’

We do not understand this instruetion
to say to the jury, as defendants contend
that the court instrueted the jury, that the
mmachinery by which the plaintitt received
her injury was dangerous. For, whether
the danger to the child existed or nof,
they were told it was ‘“‘as the evidence
disclosed it.,”” That is, existed or not as
the evidence disclosed. There was noth-
ing misleading in telling the jury that
they were to consider all the conditions
surrotnding the plaintitf] including her
age and sex, in determining from the evi-
dence as to the danger she may have been
exposed to, and her appreciation of it, as
bearing upon the guestion of contributory
negligence.

An objection is also made to an instroe-
tion, at folio 127 of the transcript, that the
jury areinstructed that it the plaintiff was
in peril under certain circumstanceggit
would be evidence of negligence, thus, s
is elaimed, telling the jury that the injury
while riding on the sw ep was of itself
evidence of negligence. 'f'he instruction

S
“If you shall find from the evidence
that at the date of the alleged injury, the

sweep referred to, in its relation to the |
machinery, was a dangerous plate for the |
plaintift’ te ride, and shall find that while |
the defendants were using said machin-
ery, and the defendants had reason to
know the same was dangerous, and they
knowingly permitted the plaintiff’ to sit
upon and ride said sweep, in dangerous
proximity to said machinery, her parents
or other guardians not being present, and
vou shall further find that because ot the
tender years and immature judgment of
the plaintiftf she was incapable of compre-
hending and guarding against the danger
to which she was thercby exposed, and
vou shall further find that while she was
riding under the conditions and cirecum-
stances stated, plaintiit’s hand was caught
and injured in and by said machinery,
that it would be evidence of negligence.”

As we understand the instruction, it in-
forms the jury that if a certain state of
facts exists, c¢olminating in plaintitfs
injury, such state of facts is evidence of
negligence. We do not see that the clause
objected to, in view of all the other por-
tions of the instruction, and others given,
would tend to mislead the jury as com-
plained of.

Objection is also made to this instruc-
tion:

“And finding the facts as above stated,

that defendants were father and son, and

ery for the father, invited, requested, in-
duced or perinitted the plaintiff to ride
on said sweep, and that the father knew

was dangerous, and could have removed
her, or eaused her to be removed, there-
from, or could have stopped said machin-
ery, or caused the same to be stopped,
and did neither, but, on the contrary,
both he and the son suffered her to re-
main, such facts wotild show negligence
on the part of the defendant®”

It is said that in this instruetion itis
not clearly stated how the jury were to
determine as to the father’s responsibil-
ity.
That the jury might have been im-
pressed with the' idea that the father was
responsible for the son as his servant in-
viting the plaintiff’ to ride.

But we do not so understand the in-
struction. The first part of it is with
reference to the state of facts under which
it appeared in evidence that the son in-
vited, permitted and induced the plaintiff
to ride under circumstances of danger to
her. The second, that the father, aicare
of the danger into which she had been
placed by the conduct of the son, had yet

posed, when he could have prevented her.

The jury were correctly told that if the
state of facts with reference to each, some-
what difterent, existed, that they were
both responsible. But we do not under-
stand that they are told that either is re-
sponsible for the negligence of the other.

We perceive no prejudicial error, and
advise that the judgment and order be |
aflirmed. Foorg, C.

On July g, 1887, the plaintiff and defend-
ants entered into an agrecment in writ-
ing, whereby the plaintiff’ agreed to sell
to defendants a certain tract of land situ-
ate in the townsite, or projected town, of
Whittier, in the County of Los Angeles,
for the sum of 8,000, 53,000 of which had
been paid before the commencement of
this action. For the residue (55,000) the
defendants made their promissory note
of even date with the contract, payableocn
or before June 7, 1888, with interest at ten
per cent, per month, to be compounded
semi-annually.

This action was brought to recover the
amount due on the note, and to foreclose
the vendor’s lien upon the land.

The defense is that the defendants were
induced to purchase the land by false and
fraudulent representations of the plaintifi’
to the damage of the gdefendants. The
court found that plaintiff made the repre-
sentations charged, and that the greater
portion of them were false and fraudu-
lent to the damage of defendants in the
suin of $3,000and dedncted this sum from
the note, and rendered judgment for the
plaintifi. for the residue and interest,
amounting to $2,595.

The deiendants appeal from the jude-
ment, on the judgment-roll, and contend
that the finding of only $3,006 damages is
inconsistent with the twelfth finding, by
which, they say, it appears that the dam-
ages were 35,000, This is ithe only point
made, and to dispese of it in favor of the
respondent, I thank it is only necessary
to read the twelfth finding in connection
with the cighth and thirteenth findings.

The twelfth finding is as follows:

“That the value of said land, without
any prospect of a college or street-car line
being built as represented by the plaintifi,
and;? without any contract being let
for the same, or either of them, was
at the time of the purchase the,
sum of $3,000; that if the con-
tract for the building of said street-car
line along Hadley street to the southwest
corner of said land to Painter avenue had
been let as represented by plaintiff, said
land would have been at the time of the
purchase of the market value of $6,600
that if said plaintiff had in good faith in-
tended to build. szid college and the
Quakers had agreed or determined to
build said college, and the contract for
building said street-car line had been let
at the time of making said econtract, as
represented by plaintiff, said land would
then have been of the market value of
§3,000; and that snid land as it was, and
with the prospect of the bailding of said
college then existing, was of the market
value of $5,000.” ’

The court hiere finds what would have
been the value of the land at the time of

of the plaintiitf had been, entirely false;
(2) in case the representation as to the
contract for building the street-car, alone,
had been irue; (3) in case all the repre-
sentations made by plaintiff had been
truae; and, (4) the value of the land, “as it
was, with the prospect of the building of
the eollege then cxisting,”’ as appears in
the  eighth finding, wherein it i1s found,
“there were general rumors afloat and a
prospect that said college would be built
as stated by @laintiff.”

The value of the property in the first
two supposed cases is imnaterial, even
according to the rule of damages claimed
by counsel for appellant, viz.: “‘the meas-
ure of damage is the difference between
the actual value of the property af the time
of purchase and its value ¢f the property
had been what ¢t was represented or war-
ranted to be.’ In order to estimate the
damages by this rule only the third and
fourth branches of the twelfth finding are
necessary. The third finds that if the
property had been what it was represented
to be its value would have been §3,000.
The fourth finds that the actrml value of
the property, as it was at the time of pur-
chase (one part of plaintifl’s representa-
ticns then being true), was 85,000, There-
upon the court estimated defendant’s

tween these two valnations.

Counsel for appellants are mistaken in
assuming that the court found the repre-
sentations of plaintifi’ to have been en-
tirely false. The court found that a part
of plaintili’s representationsas to the col-

| lece was true, and considered this in

estimating the actual value of the prop-
erty at the time' of the purchase, but ex-
cluded it from the estimate (1) whereby
the value was found to be £3,000.

I think the judgment accords with the
findings of fact, and that it should be
aflirmed.
