The Senate met at 11 o'clock a. m.,
the Licutenant-Govonior in the chair.
Roll called and quorum present. Prayer
by Rev. A. T. Needham. Journal read
and approved.

A communication was received from
Warden McComb, of the San Quentin
Prison, in response to a resolution of the
Senate asking for a detailed statement of
the cost of manufacturing jute bags at the
prison. The Secretary read the commun-
ication, which is as follows:

The Senate reassembled at 1:30 P. ic,

the Lieutenant-Governor in the chair,
and resumed work on the third-reading
file.

s. B. 214, relating to the preservation of
fish and game. Read third time, and or-
dered reprinted. The bill, in its present
form, provides:

Section 1. Section 631 of said Penal Code
is hereby amended to read as follows: 634.
Kvery person who, between the fifteenth day
of March and the fifteenth day of April, or
between the thirty-first day of July and the
Bnt day ofSeptember of each year, takes or
catches, buys, sells or lias in his possession,
any tresh salmon, Is guilty of a ___-_-_____a_-Or.
Kvery person who shall set or draw, or assist
in setting or drawing, any net or seine, for the
purpose oftaking or catching salmon or shad
inany of the public waters of this State, at
any time between sunrise of each Saturday
and sunset of the following Kmnlay. is guilty
ofa misdemeanor. Kvery person "who shall,
for the purpose of catching shad or salmon in
any public waters* of this'state, fish with or
use any seine or net the meshes. When drawn
closely together and _n____ar_d inshiethe knot,
are less than s, veu and one-half inches in
length, is guilty oi a mie*_e_______a_*, and upon
conviction shall be lined not less than one
hundred dollars, or iv default, not less than
one hundred days in the county jail. One
half of all moneys collected lor fines lor viola-
tions ofthe provisions of this chapter shall be
paid to the informers; one-quarter to the Dis-
trict Attorney <>f the county In which the
action i. tried, and one-quarter shall be paid
into the Fish I'ommission Fund: all other
costs shall be charged and collected from the
county in which the action is prosecuted.
Nothing in this chapter shall prohibit the
United Slates Fish Commissioners, or the
Fish Commissioners of this State, fromtaking
such fish as they deem necessary for the pur-
pose ofartificial hatching, at all times.

S. B. 241, appropriating .10.000 for the
erection of a State hospital for lepers.

The bili was supported by Mr. Simp-
son. He held that* it did not apply alone
to Chinese, as there are several white
persons in the State who are afflicted with
the disease, one of the victims being a
former attache of the Senate. The sum
asked was small, and should be allowed.

The phraseology ofthe bill waa amend-
ed, and it was ordered reprinted, ailer
being read the third time.

IJfSA_*ITV AND DIVORCE.

S. B. 287. relating to divorces, malting
incurable insanity a statutory cause there-
for.

Mr. Sprague spoke in support of the
measure. He said it referred only
to cases of incurable insanity. A hus-

< hand in that condition iaPvirtiially dead
i to his wife and family, as ho cannot con-
; tribute to their support, nor in any way

be ofassistance to them.
Mr. McGowan opposed the bill on the

ground that it is too radical a departure
from past and present law. It is gen-
erally believed that divorces are now too
common, and the tendency ofthe times
is toward a restriction in the number of
causes upon which divorces are granted.
He held that when a husband's or wife's
mind shall become clouded, that is the
time when he or sho should have the care
and attention ofthe other. The bill pro-
vided that live years'continuous insanity
would£.9 a ground for divorce, but not
infrequently peoplo recover after that
period ofinsanity, and the result might
often be a husband with two wives, or a
wife witii two husbands, both mentally
souud. He concluded with an eloquent
appeal in behalf of the mentally afflicted
husband or wife, and was warmly ap-
plauded.

Mr. Carpenter also opposed tho bill.
He held that the most sacred contract
that exists between man and woman
is that of marriage, and should not be dis-

| solved because of the misfortune of one
or the other. Insanity is a misfortune,

' not a crime, and divorces should be
! granted only in the latter case.

Mr. Sprague said he wished to have the
billconsidered in regard to its legal prop-
ositions, acd asked that it be passed on
the file. So ordered.

Mr. Soragne moved that the rules besuspended and the second reading file

taken up.- Lost.
Mr. Sprague then moved that S. B. IGS,

relating to the soiling of pools on races,
be taken up for second reading. Lost.

THIRD reading.

The Senate resumed consideration of
the third-reading lilo.

S. B. 281, relating to the payment ofthe
wages of mechanics and laborers em-
ployed by corporations.

Messrs. Ostrom and Wilson spoke in
favor of the bill,and Messrs. Bray and
Sprague in opposition thereto. Tlie iat-
ter's chief objection to the billwas that it
made it a misdemeanor for any employer
to fail to pay tlie wages of his employes
weekly. He hold that it was equivalent
to imprisoning a man for debt.

Mr. Dray's objection was that it author-
ized liens of the kind mentioned to take
precedence of mortgages and deeds of
trust already recorded.

Mr. Britt. author of the bill,consented
to an amendment providing lhat existing
mortgages, etc., should not be affected.

Tlie bill was then ordered to be re-
printed.

S. B. 14-1, providing for annua! vacations
for members ofpolice forces. Passed.

S. B. 170, to ascertain and express the
willofthe peoplo upon tho subject of tho
election of united States Senators. Cor-
rected and ordered reprinted.

S. B. 4, relating to tliecharacter of peti-
tions for altering, laying out or abandon-
ing public highways. Passed.

S. B. CO, to regulate the sale of olive oil.
Passed.

8. B. 09, relating to the payment of the
necessary expenses of witnesses in crim-
inal cases. Passed.

Adjourned.

ASSEMBI-V.
House met at 10 a. m.: Speaker Coombs

in tlio chair. Koll called ; quorum pre-
sent. Prayer by the Chaplain.

Tho usual routine ofapproving yester-
day's journal was deviated from materi-
ally. Mr. Estey stated that on tho last
motion of yesterday, viz.: that A. B. 174
be referred to the Committee on Munici-
pal Corporations, he was recorded in the
journal as having voted "aye," whereas
his vote had been "no," and he requested
that the record lie so corrected. As the
vote had been very close—3s ayes to i.4
noes—compliance with Mr. Kstey's re-,
quest would change the majority to the
negative, and a mild sensation ensued.
Some objections to "changing the voto"
were mado, but tho evidence of those gen-
tlemen who had kept a tallyof the votes
corroborated Mr. Estey, and there was no
serious objection to recording his vote in
the negative.

In tliemeantime Mr. Fowler had dis-
covered that, although he had voted
"aye," he was not recorded as having
voted at all. Ho desired to be placed
upon record as having voted in favor of
the motion. At this period things began
to get interesting, and the Speaker was
assailed on all sides by gentlemen who
desired to be heard. Mr. Marion, who
had voted in the affirmative, and who
ha.l also kept tally, was on his feet sev-
eral times.

Mr. Bert, who had made the original
motion, objected to the way things
seemed to be going, but tho corroborative
testimony in favor of Mr. Fowler's hav-
ing voted "aye" was cumulative, when
Mr. Bow was brought in from an out-
lying committee meeting, and it ap-
peared that he, too, had been misrepre-
sented in the fateful journal of yesterday.
Mr. Dow said he had voted "no," though
the record did not show that he had voted
at all. Upon this, half a dozen members
were ou their feet, somo declaring that
their tally showed that Mr. Dow had not
voted, others asserting that this changing
of votes could not be allowed, and still
others confirming the assertion that Mr.
Dow had voted in the negative. Mr.
Marion and Mr. Bert insisted broadly
that Mr. Dow had not voted at all, but
Mr. Lowe testified to his negative, and
Mr. Arms, who had triedtopersuade Mr.
Dow to change his vote, gave the same
evidence. Matters were further compli-
cated by Mr. Matlock of Tehama, who
wished his record changed, as he had
voted "aye," whereas he was recorded as
one ofthe "noes."

The Speaker's rulings were peremptor-
ily called in question by Mr. Bert, the
originator of the motion, but Mr. Coombs
ruled that while no amendment to the
record and no change of vote could be
possibly entertained, yet a correction of
the^ record whero it tailed to correspond
with existing facts was allowable. Mr.
Dibble read extracts from Cushing's man-
ual in support of this, and Mr. Bruner
warmly supported the Speaker, saying
that the clerks who recorded the votes
were but the instruments of the Assem-
bly, and ifa mistake is made, it may law-
fully be corrected, though no change of
vote is allowable. Mr. Shanahan, Mr.
McCall, Mr. Gould, Mr. Matlock, Mr.
Marion and others warmly advocated the
receiving of the unsupported assertion of
Mr. Dow, or of any other member, as to
his vote, and claimed that they believed
no member ofthe House would tell any-
thing but the absolute truth concerning
his vote. A final calling of the roll set-
tled the controversy, which had lasted
over an hour and a half, and the result of
the vote remained unchanged, ayes being
35 and noes 33.

PETITIONS.
Mr. Murphy presented a petition pray-

ing for tho passage of a law remitting the
poll tax for veterans of the late war. Re-
ferred to Committee on Military.

COMMITTEES.

The industry of various committees
was evinced by a large batch of bills re-
ported back by the Chairmen.

Mr. Dibble, ofthe Ways and Means
Committee, reported that the fund for
contingent expenses would need replen-
ishing early next week, and was granted
leave to introduce and have read a resolu-
tion to replenish, which was carried.

A. B. 278, providing for a seawall at
San Diego, was reported favorably. A
minority report, signed by Messrs. Phil-
lips and Bledsoe, recommended the bill
do not pass.

The Committee on Public Buildings
and (1rounds reported back A. B. 537, to
provide for a Governor's residence, which

was recommended to passage as amended,
and referred to tho Ways and Means
Committee.

The Committee on Public Morals re-
ported upon A. B. 240, known as the
"Medical Bill," and providing for a
Board of Medical Examiners, recom-j
mending its passage as amended.

The Committee on Counties and County
Boundaries reported back some import-
ant bills, among which were A. B. "2,
concerning "Pomona County," which
was reported unfavorably; A. 1_.5"9, con-
cerning "Riverside County,'' also un-
favorably; A. B. 353, concerning County
of "San Jacinto," recommended favor-
ably, and A. B, —, concerning "Glenn
County," amended, and recommended to
pass as amended.

A message from tho Senate announced
that the "Vagrant bill" had passed that
body. Itwas referred to Assembly Com-
mitiee on Public Morals.

The Committee on State Charitable and
Reformatory Institutions, having con-
sidered A. B. 2tM, regarding the establish-
ing and support of a reform school for
juvenile ofi'enders, reported back a sub-
stitute with favorable recommendation.

SHALT. THEY JUNKET?
Mr. McCall requested and was granted

permission to introduce the following
resolution out oforder:

Resolved, That a majority of the Commit-
tees on State Charitable and Relorm Institu-
tions and Public l.uildings aiid Grounds be
-ranted leave ofabsence to inspect, the State
buildings at Los Angeles, Berkeley, San Jose,
and Cluco.

Mr. .Matlock moved that the Commit-
tee on State Prisons bo added.. Carried.

Several members spoke supporting the
resolution and testifying their belief that
intelligent action upon numerous bills
involving largo appropriations would be
impossible wilhout personal inspection
of tlie buildings for which money was
asked.

Pending the discussion recess was
taken till2 o'clock r. m.

Afternoon Session.
In the afternoon the Assembly con-

vened at 2 o'clock with Speaker Coombs
in the chair.

Dr. Martin of Placer moved that S. J.
R's. 8 and 1" be passed and made a special
order for Saturday morning. Carried.

Several members requested leave of
absence till Monday, ana notwithstand-
ing objection.! from* Mr. Shanahan. were
granted them. Mr.Bruner moved that
tho Assembly take a recess until Mon-
day afternoon, but tlie motion required a
two-thirds vote, and was lost.

The matter of a visiting committee to
inspect various Stale buildings, was
again brought up, and after many mem-
bers had indulged in more or less brilliant
personal and political remarks and mo-
tions upon the subject of "junket:*-..,"
the following resolution, by Mr. Bruner,
was finally presented and received in
good faith:

_f._w._red, That three members each of the
Committees on Public Buildings and grounds,
and State Charitable and RO-prmatory Insti-
tutions, are hereby authorised to visit such
public buildings as require appropriations of
money, lor the purpose of erecting or repair-
ing Bach public buildings.

Adopted. •
Mr. Renl'ro moved an amendment that

tho Committee on Education should be
included, but after discussion, the nio->
tion was lost.

Amessage from tho Senate was read
anouncing that A. B. 211 had been
amended and passed by that body, and
requesting that the House concur in the
amendment. The bill is one providing
for the better policing of cities, and as
the Senate amendment would exclude
Bacramento from the benefits of such a
change, Mr. Brunei-made a stirring ap-
peal to the House to withhold its concur-
rence to the amendment. Ho said that
Sacramento, with 26,000 inhabitants, had
only twelve policemen; that when an ex-
tra force had been employed there had
been no provision for their pay. He
therefore urgently desired that "Sacra-
mento might share in the provisions of
the bill. In response to Mr. Bruner'sappeal, tho House decidedly declined to
concur in the Senate amendment, and the
Clerk was ordered to announce the de-
cision to the Senate.

IXTItOIWCTION OF BILLS.
Numerous bills were introduced.

Among the authors of tlie same were
Messrs. Alexander, Mathews, McCall,
Fowler, Doty, Gordon, Young, Windrow,
Murphy, Burnett, Burner and Lowe.

It was evident that the Houso was
weary; that the close and vitiated at-
mosphere of the Assembly-room had
conspired with several week's of uninter-
rupted labor on tho fioor and in commit-
tee, to bring the Assembly to a nervous
tension which was unfriendly to the
calm consideration of important ques-
tions. At this juncture Mr. Dibble
moved that, as there was a long tile of
"first readings," that should be the next
order ofbusiness, with a dim hope of ad-
journment to follow. Absentees were
many, the motion was eagerly adopted,
and the clerk proceeded to the tirst read-
ing of bills. During this JA. B.s
40, 350, ;_SO and 243 were withdrawn by
their authors, by permission of the
House.

A motion to adjourn was lost, and sup-

Slementcd by a motion to adjourn till
ionday at 2 o'clock p. m., which was

carried, amid sighs of relief from the
homesick, murmurs of delight from the
lazy, and visions of rest for the weary.

LEGISLATIVE NOTES.
Senator Goucher returned yesterday

from a visit to his home in Fresno. He
states that he conversed with farmers
from all sections of that county, and all
assured him that that locality is not suf-
fering from want of rain. Crops are
doing finely, ho says, and the farmers are
in high spirits.

The following memorial will be pre-
sented in tho Senate and Assembly to-
day:

Saci-amento, February 5,1891.
To the Honorable, the members of Senate and

Assembly of the Twenty-ninth Session of the'
Legislature of California— Gentlemen* : We
have the honor to present the following pre-
amble and resolution, adopted by the (State
Hoard of Agriculture at their annual meeting
held February 3. laai:

Wiieueas, There is to be held inCliica.ro,111., during the year 1803 an exhibition
known as the World's Columbian Exposition,
whereat the State of California has been in--
vited to make an exhibit of her products; and,
whereas, we believe the opportunity there, v
presented to display our agricultural, mineral"
and mechanical products is one that should
be unhesitatingly accepted by the producers
ofCalifornia to show tothe world the rich and
varied capabilities ofour (State; therefore.

Itesohed, That it is the sense of the (State
Hoard of Agriculture that California be prop-
erly represented at the Columbian Expo-
sition, and that we hereby memorialize the
Legislature now in session to appropriate ___
adequate amount of money to enable the State
to have such representation as the importance
of her resources merits.

The police biU, which was amended in
the Senate so that Sacramento could not
avail herself of its provisions, willproba-
bly be again amended in the Assembly.
It originally provided that cities of the
first, second, third ahd fourth classes
might increase their police forces at the
rate ofone oflicer for each 500 inhabitants.
This was objected to by Mayor Comstock
and others, on the ground that it would
leave itpossible for the Sacramento force
to be increased to upward of fifty men,
so Senator Dray had third-class cities ex-
empted. It Is? now understood that the
f-pponents to that provision are willing
that Sacramento should be allowed one
officer for each 1,000 inhabitants. Assem-
blyman Bruner thinks that one in 800
would be about right, aud leave the mat-
ter to the discretion of the appointing
board. However, itis likely somo com-
promise willbe made, that the Assembly
willamend the bill, and that the same
willbe concurred in by the Senate.

Allidea ofcommittee meetings, special
order and work in general was dissipated
by'the magical effect of the adjournment
of the House until Monday. The strains
of "Home, Sweet Home" rang in the ears
of tho Assemblymen, and those who were
too far away to think of going, sighed a
farewell to the privileged ones who went
home to spend "Sunday.

In the debate in the House on the ques-
tionof the permission to committees to go
on trips of inspection, Mr. Kobertson
made a point by moving that several of
the chronic talkers should be placed upon I
the junketing committee and sent on I
their travels. Said Mr. Robertson, "I
am convinced that if we could only I
bottle up some of our oratory and send it 'off on a pleasure trip, we should acconi- |
plish something."

Assemblyman Dibble is apparently in
the line of promotion for Speakership of
a future House. When he relieves
Speaker Coonibs of his arduous duties ibr
a time, the wheels work with accelerated
ease and velocity, and yards of "first
readings" are disposed of in line order.

THE PARDONING POWER.
Two mils Now Pending Before the

Legislature.

Eds. Record-Uniox: The unsavory
reputation of the two last State adminis-
trations arises out of the method of issu-
ing the great majority of pardons that set
free scores ofthe hardest and most incor-
rigible criminals that ever prayed on tho
lifeor property ofa people. In no other
State has tho pardoning power been so
flagrantly and prodigally used by tho
Executive as here in California, unl: ss,
indeed, it was by the late Governor Tay-
lor of Tennessee, who surrendered his
oiliciallife in that State in the beginning
of this year.

Governor Markham's administration is
just commencing, and all things unite to
say that it opens and promises well. And
it is the duty of all the people to unite to
make ita clean government. Above all
things, the pardon scandals should never
again disgrace any oilicial term. I see
there are several plana by which it is
sought to remedy that evil. Ono is that
coming from the Judiciary Committee of
the Senate—making the Governor, Secre-
tary of state, Controller, Attorney-Gen-
eral and the t-'.*o State Prison Wardens a
Board of Pardons. This olau is radicallyand entirely wrong. Itproposes to make
tliis an amendment to the Constitution,
so as to take the power of pardon out of
iho Governor's hands. Should it pre-
vail, it puts the executive branch ofthe
government on a level with his subordi-
nates, and onlygives him ah equal voice
with the others in passing oti an applica-
tion, whereas the idea of our svstoiii of
government is to make him the real par-
doning power.

Again, tin- Attorney-General should
have no voice asa medium of pardon,
but should stand aloof to interpret the
law when required. It is his duty to
represent the State before the Supreme
< lourt in all criminal cases on appi al be-
fore the Supremo Court, and it is obi
proper to place him in tho position of the
executive in cases where convicts are ask-
ing freedom when he, perhaps, has
worked hard to send to prison. Then to
take the Wardens lrom their duties as of-
ficersln charge ofcriminals, to pass on
the merits of petitions for leniency, oniv
enable:, the Wardens to exercise their
likes or dislikes in consultation on tlie
Board of Pardons. They should bore-
served as witnesses when required. The
bill that seems to bo the one exactly lit-
ting the requirements ofthe occasion is
that introduced by Assemblyman Gonld
of Merced. It is not an amendment to
the Constitution, is inexpensive, and
keeps the pardoning power in the hands
of tiieGovernor. By its provisions a dis-
interested board^ appointed,which hears
and considers applicationß for pardon,
and then reports to the Governor, and he
aeis according to his best judgment, after
having received the-advice and sugges-
tions of tho members of tbe board, it
willbe weil if the legislators will com-
pare the bills carefully before acting.

CRUSHED AND BURNED.

How a Sacramento Boy Met His Death
in a Railroad •Collision.

Two Freight Trains Dash Into Each
Other a Short Distance From

Fifth and Sixth.

When the news of the young man's
\u25a0 death was received here by a private tele-

gram, only a meager account of tho acci-
dent was obtained, and his friends have
been anxious to learn the particulars.
Mr. Spencer received a full account of
the collision yesterday, and it shows that
young Brouse met a most horrible death.

The accident happened Sunday morn-ing, and the cause was ihe inisinterp rota-
tion ot a new time-card which went into
effect that day on the Colorado Mid-
land division. Train No. 43, in
charge of. Conductor Craig anddrawn by an engine manned by
Engineer Moore and Fireman Brouse,
was coming east. Train No. ..., in charge
of Conductor Jones, Engineer Meehan
and Fireman Wilson, was going west.

: Both trains wore freight, and running at
| good speed. On rounding a curve a few
' miles southeast of Leadville. they dashed
', into each other and in the wreck" that fol-
; lowed, young Brouse was caught, hold in
i his engine and killed. It took several
! hours to release his body. He had been: pinioned between the boiler-head and

tender and held there until be was horri-
j bly burned. He had a good chance to

i jump but failed to take advantage ofit.
Brouse was a genera) favorite with the

Midland men, and tlie brave and kind-
hearted engineer,) brushed away a tear
when they heard of his untimely death,
lie was a bright and capable young man,
of good habits, and his .superiors say he
would have been at the top of the ladder
had he lived, lie was born in Chico, in
this State, in JB_S. and his first railroad-
ing was done oq the California Southern.
He was a member of the Brotherhood of

j Locomotive Firemen, and had just taken
his last degree in the Knights of Pythias
lodge at Colorado City. In the 'latter
order ho carried an insurance of§1,500.

FL'XEItAL CKItK-IONY.
A joint meeting of tho Knights of

Pythias and Brotherhood Firemen was
held io perfect arrangements for the fu-
neral of the deceased, and it took place
last Wednesday at 11 o'clock. Tiie re-
mains were escorted to tho train by a
large number of friends and shipped" to
this city in charge of George Hopkins, a
Knight and Fireman.

Brouse was with Engineer Stephens
when be chased a''wild" car down Ute
Pass a year ago. Both wore rewarded by

i the company for their bravery.
The deceased was the only one in thej crew killed, but most of tho others were

injured. Fireman Wilson received se-
rious injuries about the side, and suffereda dislocated wrist He was not fatally
hurt, however. Engineer Moore was
badly bruised and had a shoulder
sprained. Engineer Meehan was but
slightly injured.
