
GROSS, OR NET?

Bills Affecting the Funded Debt of
This City,

Bondholder Bates and Commissioner
Beatty Argue Against Them

Before a Committee.

The two bills introduced in the Senate
oy Mr. Sprague, affecting the bonded in-
debtedness of Sacramento City, were con-
sidered by the Senate Judiciary Commit-
tee yesterday. The only arguments pre-
sented to the committee were made by j
George E. Bates, one of the bondholders,
and H. O. Beatty, a member ot the city's
Funded Debt Commission. Both gentle-
men were opposed to the measures.

Briefly stated, the purpose of the bills
is to provide that the word "revenue," as
used in connection with the city's income,
shall mean the net proceeds of the water
work^, after deducting the running ex-
penses, so that the 55 per cent, of the rev- j
enue Iwhioh goes to the holders of the
city's bonds shall not come from the
gross receipts of that department.

City Trustee McLaughlin was present,
but did not reply to the arguments of
Messrs. Bates and Beatty, who had it all
their own way, aud seemed to make an
impression on ihe committee adverse to
the bills in question.

In his argument Mr. Bates reviewed
the history of legislation in regard to thebonds and coupons, and the decisions ofthe courts in cases already tried. He
argued that the "income of the water
works" should be regarded in tho same
light as taxes, of which 55 per cent, had to
beset aside. He relied chiefly on the
Supreme Court decision in the case of
Bates vs. Porter to show that the "re-
ceipts" lof the water works means thegross receipts thereof. Ifthe Legislature
had the right, he claimed, to reduce the
amount to be paid tho bondholders, it
could go further and cut them off alto-
gether.

Judge Beatty said there are two propo-
sitions to bo determined. When a Legis-
lature makes a contract, that contract
cannot be set aside. The revenue of the
city comes from various sources, and theSupreme Court had held that it included
the revenue of the water works. The
Legislature in 1801 enacted a law deelar-
that the revenue ot the Water Works
should be held to mean what was lott
after the expense of running the same.
Under this rule but little money was left
for the bondholders, and thoy brought
suits in the court and got the decision re-
ferred to—that the "revenue" of the city
meant the gross receipts of the city from
all sources.

Judge Patorson held that the Act of the
Legislature was ambiguous and indefi-
nite, inasmuch as the City Trustees
might so reduce the water rates of the
city as to practically leave no revenue
therefrom. He did not, however, agree
with Judgo Paterson that the Legislature
could, by subsequent Act, alter the con-
ditions of tho law governing the contract
betweon the city and her bondholders.

Judge Beatty held that the passage of
the bills nowbefore the Legislature would
be a gross insult to the Supreme Court.

In reply to Senator Dray, Judge Beatty
said that if the Legislature should re-
enact the law of 1861, and a case should
go to the Supreme Court thereunder, the
court would refuse to entertain it, be-
cause it had already passed upon tho
question of the meaning of tho word
revenue,

Mr. Dray—l understand, Judge Beatty,
that you are not here to object so much
to the passage of the proposed bills
through any fear that tho court might re-
verse its decision, but because it Avould
Involve litigation that would tie up the
city's revenue foran indefinite period,

Judge Beatty—Yes, that is the purpose
ofmy opposition to these bills.

Ho referred to a former litigationwhen,
he said, $43,000 belonging to the Bond
Commission was tied up and could not
be had for the purpose of buying in $200,-
--000 worth of coupons at :_0 per cent.
Sam Davis, the bondholder, afterward
bought them in at 17 cents on tho dollar,
and received from the city dollar for
dollar.

Iv reply to a question by Mr. Dray,
Judge Beatty admitted that no such
margin now existed in the bond market.

Senator Dray said it was not desired to
embarrass the Bond Commission, and
asked Judge Beatty if the cost of oiland
fuel alone were taken out of the receipts of
the water works whether or not tho com-
mission could not receive the undisputed
portion ofthe revenue and go right along
without serious hindrance while the
question was being adjudicated.

Judge Beatty replied that it would not
be satisfactory. The bondholders, he
said, had built the present water works,
and Sacramento sliould act with some
fiuiiso of justice toward them. Pass the
present law and the bank that is now tho
custodian of the city's revenues would
light the commission and embarrass its
operations.

At the conclusion of Judge Beatty's
argument tho further hearing of the mat-
ter was continued.

C rozier managed to keep
his opponent hack of him until they
were making the fifteenth circuit, when
Snowden suddc niy saw an opening, and
took advantage of it with bghtning-like
rapidity. Once in the lead, Snowden
showed the Sac ramento man a clear pair
of heels, aud b.»t him to the finish by a
third of a lap. 'Suowden's time was three
minutes and iio seconds—two seconds

faster than the race ofWednesday evening.
As Snowden is compelled to leave the
city, the final heat willnot be run off, and
the purse (§200) will be divided between
the two racers.

JUSTICE LOVEJOY.

"His Honor" is Held to Answer for
the Crime of Grand Larceny,

—i—.

He Confesses That He is an Ex-Con-
viot^-A Strong Case Made

Ont Against Him.

"This man is an ex-convict, and he de-
liberately robbed me of§80!"

This was the opening of John Kelly's
testimony in the examination of Thomas
Lovejoy, alias Joy, the Justice of the
Peace of Mississippi Township, on a
charge of grand larceny yesterday—a full
account ol" whose arrest at Folsom re-
cently appeared in the Record-Union.

Continuing, Kelly said he had known
tho "Judge" a long time—knew him
when he was a prisoner at the Folsom
penitentiary. On the 24th of last month,
he said, Lovejoy called upon him, at his
room, and wanted to borrow four bits.
Witness was lying on the bed at the time,
and handing Lovejoy his purse told
him to take the half-dollar from it.
Shortly after Lovejoy had gone Kelly
said he examined the purse and found
that §80 had been taken from it instead of
the half-dollar. He immediately set out
after the "Judge," and overhauled him
in a saloon while ho was in the act of giv-
ing a man named Donley some of the
money. When accused of tlio robbery
Lovejoy, said the witness, told him his
money was all right—but later on he de-

] nied positively that he had been inside of
the witness' room.

"bkj-neck" smith.•
Kelly denied that he had told George—

better known as "Big-neck"—Smith at
the Hank Btcchange Saloon, in this city,
ou the day that hoi Kelly) swore to the
complaint against Lovejoy that he was
not sure that Lovejoy had robbed him.
He declared that he had not seen Smith
on that day.

J. Hawk and several other witnesses
gave testimony corroborative of that
given by Kelly, alter which the defense
opened its side ofthe case.

Charles T. Jones, the "Judge's" attor-
ney, called <;oorge Smith to the stand.I anil that individual testified that he met

IKellyin the Bank Exchange on tho'Ji.ih
lof January, and Kelly told him that ho
was drunk at tho time of tho robbery and
didn't know whether Lovejoy did it or
not.

THE "JUDGE'S" STORY.
Lovejoy then took the stand and denied

everything testified to by Kelly, except
that be had boon inKelly's houso on tho
day of the robbery. He explained that
ho went there upon Kelly's invitation.
Kelly was "getting over a* drunk," and
needed something' to settle his stomach,
so he (Lovejoy) gave him some baking,
soda in water. Kelly wanted to give him
fiftycents with which to purchase some
medicine, but he refused to take it.

Tiie witness got along swimmingly
with his testimony until he was taken
bold of by Deputy District Attorney
Buckley for oross-examinalion. Then
he got into a peck 'o trouble. Ho was
forced to admit that ho was an ex-con vici,
having served a term in tho Folsom
Prison for assault to murder. He was
considerably tangled up ovor the de-
tails of where he got the soda ho
gave Kelly and as to how he
became possessed of the gold coins he
exhibited shortly alter tho robbery was
committed. Ho declared that this money
was his own, and had been given to him
that morning by Lou Stump, a fallen
woman of Folsom.

"When this fellowcame into the saloon
and accused nic of robbing him I
laughed at him," said Lovejoy. "i
laughed at him because he has 'always
boon accusing me of robbing him."

The Shimp woman was called to the
witness stand after Mr. Buckley had
finished with Lovejoy. She did not care
to tell much about her occupation, but
stated tbat sho lived with Lovejoy, ana
had on the morning of the robbery given
him SOO. She, too, was considerably
rattled by Deputy District Attorney
i- uckloy.

DID NOT SEE "810 NECK."
Mr. Buckley turned his attention to

"Big Nook" Smith, when the defense
announced that they had finished. Kelly
was placed on the stand again, and again
he testified that ho did not even see
Smith on the day tho latter said ho did.
Ho did not know Smith, at all

J. Hawk swore that he was with Kelly
allof tbat day, and ho was equally positive
that Kelly had not seen or talked with
Smith.

Deputy Constable Alter testitied that he
was certain that Kelly and Hawk were
together all day and did not leave the
Court-house block, as they wero waiting
to see Judge Devine.

Some testimony was also taken to dis-
prove Lovejoy's statement that he gave
Kelly a dose of baking powder which he
found in Kelly's room, after which the
case was submtitod.

Justice Starr promptly decided that it
was a proper caso for a jury to pass upon,
and he hold Lovejoy to answer belore tlio
Superior Court. Bail was fixed at §1,500.

CRAZED WITH DRINK.
A Young Man Creates a -sensation at

Police officer Higgins was standing on
the corner of Seventh and J streels iast
evening, when a young man rushed
breathlessly up to him and informed him
that "there was a crazy man at Eighth
und D streets who had a knife, and was
going to killsomebody."

Officer Higgins was off duty at the
time, but, nevertheless, he accompanied
the young man back to the scene of the
expected butchery.

A large crowd had gathered in front of
a house near the corner, and all were
watching the antics of a young man, who
was waltzing up and down the balcony of
the house, and flourishing a knife about
threateningly.

Somebody informed the officer that tho
young fellow was a lunatic and had
driven his parents and other members of
the family out of the house, and threat-
ened to kill them if they attempted to
reiurn.

"Here, now, my friend, you've had
enough fun here, and it's time to stop,"
said the officer as he began mounting tiie
stairs. "I'man officer, and I want you
to keep quiet."

"Oh, you're a cop, are you," shouted
the young man. "Well, if you come up
here I'llkillyou."

"Oh, no, you won't," was the officer's
reply, still advancing.

P. le would-be slaughterer saw that the
officer meant business, and he quickly
ran into the house and locked the officer
out. The latter then called to a citizen to
assist him, and the two went around to
the rear of the house and gained an en-
trance. While they were searching for
the knife-wielder, officers Lowell and
Snook arrived upon the scene, and came
to their assistance. The young man was
found to have locked himself in a room,
and when the officers demanded ad-
mittance they were threatened with a
carving ifthey did not leave.
