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SAMSON.

Strength of the Weakest and of the
Strongest Man.

Firmius, a native of Seleucia, who was
executed by the Emperor of Aurelian for
espousing the cause of Zenobia,was celg-
brated for his feats of strength. In -his
account of the life of Firmius, who lived
in the third century, Vopiscus informs
us he could sufier iron fo forged upon
an anvil placed upon his breast. In do-
ing this he lay upon his back, and resting
his feet and shoulders against some sug-

rt, his whole body formed an arch.

ntil the fourteenth century the exhibi-

tion of such feats does not scem to have
been common.

In the churchyard of St. Peter’s, Isle
of Thanet, Kent, the] tombstone of a
man, famed by land as well as sea, who
was drowned in a smuggling transaetion,
has a memorial quoted in county hand-
books gnd guides. This man was Rich-
ard Joy, called “The Kentish Samson,”
who died May 18, 1742, aged 67. In his
Kouth he was invited to London to ex-

ibit before King William ITI. and the

court some of his feats of strength, and
was named “The Second Samson.”
Among his feats were to pull against a
drayman’s horse, to break a rope'capable
of suspvending 3,500 F()unds, and lift 2,2
pounds. The epitaph is:

Herculean hero! famed for strength,

At last lies here, his breadth and length,

See how the njighty man is fallen!

To death the strong and weak are all one;

And the same judgment doth befall

Goliath great and David small.

His own personal strength was very
great, but he had also discovered various
positions of the body in which men even
of comunion strength could perform very
surprising feats. In the course of eight
or ten years, however, his methods were
discovered. Some time afterwards, John
Charles Van Eckeberg, a native of Farze-

- gerode, in Ainhalt, traveled through Eu-

rope under the appellation of ‘‘Samson,”
exhibiting very remarkable exampies of
his strength. r. Desaguliers, by patient
observation, found out that his perform-
ances were exhibitions of skill rather
than of strength, and performed many of
the feats himself, with more or less suc-
cess. The famous Thomas Topham of
London relied on his powers alone for
the success of his feats of strength. Dr.
Desaguiliers gives the following relative
view of the strength of individuals:

The Emperor Maximin was nine.feet
in hight, and he could draw with ease a
laden chariot which two horses could not
move. The feats of the famous Roman
athlete Milo are too well known to need
description. The present Czar of Russia
can roll up a florin into a boquet-holder,
flatten a metal cup, ete., by the simple
pressure of his hands. He often sur-
prises his friends by the exhibition of
such feats, It will be seen that the name
of *“Samson’ has been plagiarized irom
an early date. Like their great proto-
type, most of the world’s famnous men
have come to a violent end; Milo was de-
voured by wild beasts, while Maximin
was assassinated.

ALEXANDER THE GREAT.

The Discovery of }Iri-.; Tomb at Sidon
Has Created Much Discussion.

The announcement some time ago that
the tomb of Alexander the Great had been
discovered at Sidon created considerable
interest and gave rise to much discussion.
“I must confess,” says Dr. Waldstein,
*‘that at the time so startling anannounce-
ment not only caused me to be skeptical
of the whole report, but even prejudiced
me against the works of ancient art that
had then been discovered. Since then 1
have been at Constantinople and have
been shown the photographs of the sar-
cophagi by Hamby Bey.
prcjmﬁces have been completely re-
moved, and as I find that iy colleagues
here are as yet not free from them, I
think it is right to record my conviction
that the discovery seems to me one of the
most important made in the ‘)resent gen-
eration. Nay, I venture to believe that,
except the Elgin marbles and the Hermes
of Praxiteles, no work of ancient Greek
art has been found of greater artistic in-
terest and value.

‘““There are several sarcophagi of various
dates, showing an interesting develop-
ment of tombs of the Lycian type, some
reminding us of the monuments from
Xanthus in the British Museum. But
one of these stands apart for its supreme
beauty. It has pediments containing re-
lief in which the polychromatic additions
are wonderfully preserved. These reliefs
are unique in character. In style they
remind us of some of the friezes from the
mausoleum of Halicarnassus, and can
hardly be later than the beginning of the
third century B. C.

‘The subject of the one pediment—a rep-
resentation of a lion hunt—is quite clear,
inasmuch as it contains an undobubted
portrait of Alexander. Now, when we
remember that, according to Pliny and
Plutarch, the group of Delphi represent-
ing the famous lion hunt of Alexander is
attributed to Lysippus and Leochares, it
is highly probable that some relation
subsists between this relief and the fa-
mous Neapolitan mosaic, and, if I re-
member rightly, a head on the right in
this relief is replica of the head on the
gold statue of Philip. The other pedi-
ment, also containing a portrait of Alex-
ander, represents the execution of some
warrior or prisoner. About this I do not
venture to offer an interpretation. ;

‘“‘Hamby Bey does not assert that this is
actually the tomb of Alexander, but I
feel that he will be justified in pointing to

the possibility of such being the case. My !

acquaintance with the works is merely
based upon the photographs which
Hamby Bey was good enough to show
me. The works themselves are in cases
at Constantinople awaiting the comple-
tion of the museum which is being built
to house them. We may also hope that
before long his publication of these works
will make them properly known to the
Public. Meanwhile, I feel assured that
1e has done all in his power to act in the
interest of science and of his own comitry.
It is right that we should all sympathize
with patriotic feeling in others.”—~Scien-
tific American.

His rule over the Virginians was. that
of a martinet, and the colonists after-
wards spoke of ‘‘the Egyptian slavery
and Scythian cruelty” of his administra-
tion. The code of laws, enlarged by him,
and published in 1612 (cight years before
milder laws were enacted at Plymouth)
was the severest ever in force in North
America. The forgeries known as the
“Blue Laws of Connecticut” are mild
compared with the realities framed years
before there was a Britain seftiement in
New England. The Virginia Code, some
of the colonists declared, was “‘written in
blood.” It prescribed death for blas-
phemy of the Trinity or of the King, and
for profane swearing on conviction for
the third time. If any person did not
show proper respect to a clergyman (of
the Established or Episcopal Church) he
was publicly whiﬁpecr and obliged to ask
Eardon in church for three successive
Sundays. If a washerwoman stole the
linen of an employer she was publicly
whipped. A baker who sold loaves below
the standard weight was liable to lose his
ears. ‘“‘Most tyrannical laws,” said the
London Company.
